Carol Hanlon called the meeting to order at 7:40pm.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Mr. Lovett offered corrections to the minutes of the meeting on June 1, 2010. Mr. Butts moved to approve the minutes as amended.  Mr. Angell seconded.  All in favor: Ms. Hanlon, Mr. Butts, Mr. Royall, Mr. Angell, Mr. Gotovich, Mr. Lovett, Mr. Weido.  Abstained: Mr. Hall, Mr. Levenson.  Motion carried.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: No comments made.

MEETING DATES: The Committee discussed the option of meeting during the fifth week of June.  It was agreed that the two July meetings should be scheduled for June 29 and July 20, 2010. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 

1. David Clouser Sewer & Water Feasibility Study Update-

Ms. Hanlon informed the Committee that the Town Board granted a contract extension along with a new rate chart.  She explained that the new expiration date of June 2011 was granted so that the newly formed Master Plan Committee would have a chance to review the study and determine if any further work was needed. 

Discussion ensued among members on whether more work would be necessary for the scope of the Master Plan Committee’s work.  Ms. Hanlon explained that the extension gives the option for more work to be done, but asked that the discussion of specific needs be tabled until a future date.

2. Greenway Compact Review-

Ms. Hanlon explained that she sent a letter to Supervisor Stern requesting an ‘All Committees’ meeting, and read the response from Ms. Stern which indicated that a public hearing has been set for July 8, 2010.  Committee members commented that they would like to get an indication of other Board and Committee views, would like information from other communities to be circulated, and voiced concern that their questions might not be fully addressed at a public hearing.  Ms. Hanlon agreed to submit a letter to the Town Board with a list of Master Plan Committee questions prior to the public hearing.  She asked that committee members submit questions to her prior to the June 29, 2010 meeting.

3. RFP Status-

Ms. Hanlon indicated receipt of numerous questions regarding the budget for the RFP, and that the question and response is posted on the Master Plan website: http://sites.google.com/site/stanfordplan2010  The response was that the RFP and associated documents are believed to be sufficient for the applicant to propose a budget.

4. Master Plan—Joel Russell Report Review—Jan Weido

Mr. Weido presented an overview of the Joel Russell report, highlighting what he believed to be the most relevant points for the current Master Plan Committee to build upon. He appreciated Mr. Russell’s emphasis on public participation, and asked if the Committee could send out letters to Town groups to elicit community input in defining the goals of the Master Plan. He felt that the most important question to address is: How do we involve other Town Stakeholders?

Ms. Hanlon thanked Mr. Weido for the overview and commented that it was an excellent idea. She asked that each committee member comment on what issues they felt were important in the Russell report.

Mr. Gotovich commented that Mr. Russell expressed that the Master Plan was viable, and stressed that zoning is the main issue. Mr. Lovett commented that if the Town wants a Town Center, then the Master Plan does need revision. Mr. Levenson commented that the Town Center needs revision. Mr. Hall agreed with Mr. Gotovich and felt that the Joel Russell report relied on surveys that were using 20% of the population to represent the whole community. Mr. Royall expressed that zoning needs to be reworked in a rural framework to protect the ‘little guy’. Mr. Lovett commented that the Committee should keep a running list of zoning issues, and that the process should be open and public. Ms. Hanlon agreed that an open and public process is key, and figuring out how to incorporate everyone is essential. 

Mr. Butts agreed that the zoning revision process should start as soon as the main goals are revised, and not wait for a finished document. Mr. Angell commented that the Codes Committee was headed in the direction that Russell laid out, and that public input was not looking for substantial changes in goals. He argued that working on the Master Plan and zoning concurrently was a beneficial process, and that the best use of Committee time would be to continue the work of the Codes Committee. 

NEW BUSINESS:

Ms. Hanlon commented that demographics are important. Mr. Gotovich distributed and reviewed the property sales data for the Town for 2004-2009.
