MINUTES OF THE MARCH 8TH, 2007 MEETING


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their February monthly meeting at the Town Hall on Thursday, March 8th, 2007.  Supervisor Tetor called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM, and asked for a moment of silence to remember our troops who are in harm’s way all over the world.  He added that we are thankful to have Justin Johnson home from his second tour in Iraq.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACT #3 AND ABSTRACT #3P OF 2007: The March 2007 Abstract of Claims was approved for payment on the motion of Robert Cadwallader, seconded by Joyce Hadden, as follows: General Fund, checks number 17685-17731, in the amount of $28,232.68; Highway Fund, checks number 17732-17755, in the amount of $44,104.22; Stanford Library, check #17756 in the amount of $123,000.00; Stanford Fire District, check # 17757 in the amount of $282,500.00; Street Lighting, check number 17758, in the amount of $454.52; and C.D. Block Grant, check #17759, in the amount of $202.00  Grand total of Abstract #3 of 2007: $478,493.42.  Motion carried with all voting as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

Approval of Abstract #3P for Planning Board Escrow payments was approved on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader, as follows: check numbers 505-507, in the amount of $6,460.25 (bookkeeper error).  Roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the February 8th, 2007 meeting were approved on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with all in favor as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

LIAISON REPORTS: Councilwoman Virginia Stern reported from the recent ZBA meeting: a letter from Joe Norton regarding a neighbor’s shooting preserve was not a Zoning Board concern; rather it was under the State’s regulations.  The Hall property on Route 82 was asking for a variance (for an additional room and garage on a non-conforming lot) delete-incorrect description); and Armstrong on Conklin Hill was requesting to put up a fence for noise abatement.  This matter will also need C.A.C. input.  The Givens’ request for a 10 ft. addition on their Rt. 82 property (the former liquor store) will be the subject of a public hearing in March, as well as two variance requests from Monaca and Palombo.  Mrs. Stern also reported from a recent Pine Plains School Board meeting: they were looking into athletic facility construction, and the budget was in its fourth draft.  Discussion had also followed on dividing the elementary grades between Cold Spring and Seymour Smith.  The school board was also looking into extending the hours, and perhaps even venues, for the annual budget and election vote in May.


Councilman Robert Cadwallader spoke of Charlie Shaw’s C.A.C. work on the geological system and aquifer overlays for the Town.

Councilwoman Joyce Hadden covered matters from the recent Planning Board meeting: Waterlands went over their layout of roads with the engineer and consultant; the Ricochet 2-lot subdivision on Creamery Road was discussed – the Planning Board needs more information on the house locations for each lot; and RPG made some progress on their Village Centre plans, which will be the subject of the next moratorium committees’ meeting.


Supervisor Tetor reported from the recent Northern Dutchess Alliance meeting in Red Hook regarding County and State road planned improvements.  Mr. Tetor also reiterated his hope to get the speed limit on Rt. 82 through town lowered.  The recent 
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D.C. Mayors and Supervisors meeting discussed cable TV and the Public Service Commission’s law changes.    
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: Assessor Steve Gotovich asked about the Board’s looking into exemptions for the disabled, but more information is needed.  This will be discussed further in April after Atty. Bogle looks into the matter.

George Osborne asked the Board about the Planning Board escrow accounts (and if balances were available to the public.) delete.  If they are, a copy may be picked up in the Town Clerk’s office.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. HIGHWAY: Highway is fine.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. SPEED LIMIT RESOLUTION FOR ROUTE 82: The following resolution was offered to request that the State DOT review the 40 mph speed limit posted on Route 82 through the center of town on a motion made by David Tetor, seconded by Robert Cadwallader:

TO SUBMIT A TE-9 FORM TO THE COUNTY AND STATE AUTHORITIES 

TO REQUEST A LOWER SPEED LIMIT ON ROUTE 82
WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford Town Board has received complaints from residents regarding excessive speed of vehicles on State Route 82 in the Town of Stanford between the intersection of Hunns Lake Road, C.R. 86, to the north and Grist Mill Lane, a Town road, to the south, and

NOW BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Stanford Town Board instructs the Clerk to complete a “TE-9” and have this speed limit reduction request sent to the County and to State authorities for a speed limit lower than 40 M.P.H.  

Roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes. 

Resolution #2 of 2007 unanimously approved by the affirmative votes of the four Town Board members present.

This resolution and a completed TE-9 will be forwarded to the Dutchess County Commissioner of Public Works for his review, and then forwarded on to the State DOT.

2. APPOINT NEW DEPUTY TOWN CLERK: A motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Virginia Stern, to appoint Meghan O’Connor Egan to the position of Deputy Town Clerk, retroactive from Feb. 23, 2007.  Mrs. Egan will be paid $9.75 per hour with the stipulation that this salary will be looked at by the Town Board within the next six months.  Town Clerk Bell and Councilwoman Stern added that Mrs. Egan was very efficient and personable.  Roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  Motion carried.
3. APPOINT RECREATION COMMISSION MEMBER: A motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to appoint Jan Smalley to the Recreation Commission to complete the unexpired term of Michael McCauley through 12/31/09.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

4. SET PUBLIC HEARING DATE FOR PROPOSED LOCAL LAW #1 OF 2007-NEW TOWN ROAD SPECS.: A public hearing date was set for the April Town Board meeting, 4/12/07 at 7:30 PM, to accept comments on proposed Local Law #1 of 2007, to enact a chapter entitled Streets, Roads and Sidewalks and amending portions of Chapter 140, entitles Subdivisions of Lands that Deal with Roads, Streets and Sidewalks.  Attorney Bogle will prepare the draft local law, short form EAF and the negative declaration, and forward it on to Dutchess County Planning for their review.  Motion to approve this public hearing date was made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Virginia Stern, 
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with a Roll Call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  Motion carried.

5. SET DATE FOR SPECIAL MEETING WITH MORATORIUM COMMITTEES, PLANNING BOARD, Z.B.A. AND C.A.C.: This matter will be discussed later.

Budget Resolution #3 of 2007 adopted by the affirmative votes of the Town of Stanford Town Board members present. 

7. SET NEW BUILDING INSPECTOR SECRETARY HOURS: The Board approved the Building Inspector’s secretary’s change of office hours to 8AM to 12PM, Monday through Thursday, on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  Motion carried.
8. CABLEVISION UPDATE: Supervisor Tetor stated that the Governor had given an executive order that all State agencies were to submit a plan by March 1st for all open meetings to be web cast.  Mr. Tetor added that towns might be required to do the same soon.  In addition, he spoke of recent developments with cable TV franchise contracts and our local Cablevision contract, which has expired.  Mr. Tetor stated that he may bring back the original Cable TV committee to do more work.  Mrs. Stern also made mention that someone had already offered a video camera and microphones for use in taping these meetings, with Mr. Tetor adding that he will talk to officials in Hyde Park regarding their meetings.

9. REGIONAL EMERGENCY SERVICES REPORT: Mr. Tetor reported from a recent meeting with our contiguous towns regarding emergency service availabilities.  Many are hard-pressed for ambulance services.  Stanford is all right as we have a verbal contract with Northern Dutchess, but should get a written one.  Another meeting will be held at the end of April with these towns and their fire companies to ascertain if they can join into a consortium regarding emergency services.
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10. RE-DO MOTION FROM 2/8/07 TOWN BOARD MEETING FOR 2-LOT SUBDIVISION ON CREAMERY ROAD: Discussion between Attorney Bogle and Planning Board Chairman Butts resulted in their agreement that a Town Board waiver from the current moratorium would need to be granted for the 2-lot subdivision on Creamery Road (Ricochet).  This waiver was granted on a motion made by Robert Cadwallader, seconded by Joyce Hadden, with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  This motion supersedes the Town Board’s decision in February that a waiver was not required, and the Clerk was instructed to let the Planning Board know of this decision.  Motion carried.

11. DISCUSS HIRING A TOWN PLANNER: Supervisor Tetor and Councilwoman Hadden had spoken with planner Neil Wilson, who came with very good recommendations and impressive qualifications.  Mr. Wilson had also worked on local projects such as Partridge Creek.  After discussion, a motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to hire Neil Wilson at $125.00 per hour.  Councilwoman Stern asked if the Town could look at a few other planners for comparison, even though she agreed that one was urgently needed.  After further discussion, a roll call vote as held as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – abstain; David Tetor – yes.  Mention was made that Mr. Wilson had been furnished with the zoning and subdivision ordinances and all of the moratorium committee reports.  Motion carried.

12. HIGHWAY: Hwy. Supt Myers requested that the Town Board allow him to put out a bid for a utility tractor and boom mower, as had been previously discussed in February.  The Board approved the bid to be advertised, with the bid opening to be on March 23rd at Noon.  A special meeting could be held on March 26th to award the bid as additional time is needed for ordering this piece of equipment.  The cost of this tractor and boom mower will be paid from the General Fund unappropriated balance.
13. OTHER: Joseph Norton’s letter that was forwarded to the Z.B.A. was briefly discussed.  The Building Inspector had checked with the D.E.C. and nothing was found to be illegal as they had registered with them.  Problems with the hours of operation could have calls forwarded to the conservation officer.  Further discussion continued on the possibility of a noise ordinance, but that could cause problems with farmers or those working in their own yards.

Councilman Cadwallader brought up the subject of a “dog park” but problems could arise with dogs near children at, or near, the Rec. Park.  This suggestion will be passed on to Recreation liaison Dennis Pryzgoda and the Town’s insurance company.

A motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 PM was made by David Tetor, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with the following roll call vote: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Dennis Pryzgoda – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.
