Mr. Clark opened the meeting at 7:30 p.m.

MINUTES:  Mr. Clark motioned to accept the minutes of April 11, 2007. Seconded by Mr. Flynn. All in favor: Unanimous. Mr. Lerner motioned to accept the minutes of the Special Meeting on April 24, 2007. Seconded by Mr. Flynn. All in favor: Unanimous.
NEW BUSINESS:
DALTON AREA VARIANCE: Mr. Roger Dalton who lives on 30 Depot Lane is requesting a variance to put an 8 x 10 ft. shed on his property. Mr. Dalton showed the Board where he would like to put the shed on his map. Mr. Clark then requested Mr. Dalton to stake out exactly where the shed would go and they would come out to the property and take a look. Mr. Clark then motion for a Public Hearing to be held next month on June 13, 2007 at 7:30pm. Seconded by Ms. Zeyher. All in favor: Unanimous. Will be put on the June 13, 2007 agenda.  
BLAUNER & SHELLEY AREA VARIANCE: Mr. Jeff Gertler, Architect for Mr. Blauner and Mr. Shelley, explained to the Board the request for a front yard variance of 64 ft. for the proposed renovation of an addition to their existing single-family home. The existing residence, located at 1168 Hunns Lake Road, is entirely within the required 100ft. front yard setback, and therefore an existing non-complying structure. The owners would like to demolish the existing attached shop structure and build a new attached addition on that same site. Mr. Clark asked if the site could be staked out so the Board can go and see where the structure would be placed. Mr. Clark motioned for a Public Hearing to be held on June 13, 2007 at 7:30pm. Mr. Flynn seconded the motion. All in favor: Unanimous. Will be put on the June 13, 2007 agenda.

PUBLIC HEARING’S:
McCARTHY AREA VARIANCE:  Sean and Eileen McCarthy who reside at 81Wendover Road, own a piece of property on 4-6 Bockmill Road. This property has a single family residence on it. He would like to demolish the single family residence and build a larger new home on the lot. He will be increasing the square footage by 500 sq ft. The total square footage of the home being built will be 1600 sq. ft. The Public Hearing was declared open and a Mr. Tom Bristoll, who lives across from Bockmill Road, states that he is happy to see new construction on that property because “the house that is there now is a dump.” He also states that it will be an added improvement to the area. In addition, Peter and Barbara Carson, who are new residents of Stanfordville and live next to the McCarthy property, state that they are very much in favor of the new building of the home on Bockmill Road. After no other comments, the Public Hearing was closed and Mr. Clark made the motion to grant the variance. The variance will actually be two front yard variances because of the property being a corner lot, both roads are considered frontage. The variance will be 63 ft. off of Bockmill Road and 33 ft. off of Hunns Lake Road. Mr. Lerner seconded the motion. All in favor: Unanimous. Motion carried.
LUKE AREA VARIANCE: Vivian Burlinhoff, representative for Mr. Douglas Luke, is requesting a set back variance to build housing for employees that work on the 74.41 acre farm. This request is because the farm housing will be 200 ft. closer to the road than the main house. The Public Hearing was opened and there were no objections from the community. Mr. Lerner visited the property and stated he did not see any problem with the request. Mr. Clark also went to the site and notice that the main house and barns were not visible to the road. Mr. Lerner motion to grant the variance. Ms. Zeyher seconded the motion. All in favor: Unanimous. Motion carried. 
     Mr. Clark read the letter from The Chazen Group, who represented Mr. Armstrong and his request for a 10 ft. sound barrier fence. The letter stated that Mr. Armstrong would like to withdraw his application at this time.

     There being no further business of the Zoning Board of Appeals meeting of May 09, 2007, Mr. Clark motioned to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Lerner seconded. All in favor: Unanimous. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
