TOWN OF STANFORD TOWN BOARD
MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 9TH, 2007 MEETING


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened on Thursday, August 9th, 2007 at the Stanford Town Hall for their regularly scheduled monthly meeting.  Supervisor David Tetor called the meeting to order at 7:35 PM.


Mr. Tetor asked that the volunteers manning the video equipment sign a ‘Hold Harmless’ agreement, and stated that the equipment that they were using was already covered under the Town’s insurance policy.


With that done, Mr. Tetor asked for a moment of silence for our troops still in harm’s way.

Also present were attorney for the Town William Bogle, Jr. and Highway Supt. Jim Myers.


Mr. Tetor welcomed new Councilman Larry Clark to the Board and appointed him to be the liaison for the Board to the Recreation Commission.
APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: The August 2007 # 8 Abstract of Claims, with additions, and the August #8P Planning Escrow Abstract were both approved for payment on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader, as follows: General Fund, check numbers 18066-18116 in the amount of $38,518.53; Highway Fund, check numbers 18117-18138 in the amount of $29,071.45; Light District, check # 18139 in the amount of $451.25; and CD Grant, check #18140, $1,014.85  Grand total of Abstract #8 of 2007: $69,056.08.  Abstract #8P~ Planning Escrow: check numbers 526-532, in the total amount of $13,927.25.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the July 12th, 2007 meeting were approved with the following corrections: page 2, under Supervisor Tetor’s liaison report: “The Northern Dutchess Alliance Executive Committee… but there were no regular meetings planned for July and August.”  Councilwoman Hadden asked Councilwoman Stern about the School District’s “Clerk of the Works” position.  With the corrections noted, a motion to approve the 7/12/07 Minutes was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Joyce Hadden.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – abstained; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
LIAISON REPORTS: The Northern Dutchess Alliance Executive Committee has been meeting, and will wrap up their transportation discussion at a late September meeting.  He is planning to invite the Alliance to our Town Hall in October, and hopes to meet the new Commissioner of Agriculture, Pat Hooker.  The D.C. Supervisors and Mayors will also meet in September.  The Wappinger Creek Watershed Council was not well attended, so they are hoping to have other members join through a change in the law.


Councilwoman Hadden spoke of the July 25th Planning Board meeting, where there were two public hearings for Southridge Partners and the Stissing Bank.  Southridge was a minor subdivision that is being referred to the Town Board for an ‘Open Development Area’ approval, but additional notes need to be put on their maps.  The Weck subdivision, a minor subdivision of two lots on 24 acres, was referred to the CAC for comment as the property lies within a CEA and had Blanding turtles, and must submit more detailed building envelope areas.  The Stissing National Bank’s plans had been approved by the Zoning Board, and were approved for their new lighting and entrances.  Two pre-application conferences scheduled did not attend.


Councilman Cadwallader stated that the C.A.C. meeting was canceled due to a lack of a quorum.


Councilwoman Stern covered the previous evening’s ZBA meeting, stating that Jerold Lerner had been appointed Chairman of the meeting, and that their former Chairman Larry Clark had been missed.  Two public hearings had been held: one for Tomasulo on Bulls Head Road for a 16’x20’ addition to their home; and for Hughes on 
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Route 82 for a sunroom on a concrete patio.  Both variances were granted.  The School Board had met twice, once for a retreat and work session, and again to interview and appoint a replacement Board member, who was Brian Croghan.  The elementary facilities committee and the two principals will prepare a report on the physical capabilities of each building.  There are no plans for divisions, and Cold Spring will not be closed.  Their next meeting will be on September 17th.  Also discussed were breaches of their Code of Conduct, child rearing leave for the staff and the hiring of replacements.  Their next meeting will be 9/27/07.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: 

Records Management Clerk Eleanor Ferris publicly thanked Highway Supt. Myers for sending one of his men to help move 14 boxes to the Records Room.


Tom Schott, 92 Scenic Drive, addressed the Board about problems with his neighbor, Tom Sellers on 93 Scenic Drive, who has many boats, truck bodies, engines, etc. and is treating the property as a dumping ground, and having uncontrolled burning of various items.  After discussion, the Board agreed that this matter will be looked into by the Supervisor himself and the Building Inspector.

 
Steve Gotovich, Layton Road, as a member of the Master Plan Committee, stated that money may be needed for a build out analysis.  Supervisor Tetor stated that there was no need as one had already been done.


Debbie Secchio, Charwill Drive, approached the Board about teenagers driving four-wheelers, as they were a danger to themselves and others, and spoke of calling the Sheriffs on this matter.  She also stated that there had been recent burglaries in the area and good lighting and dogs were important for security reasons.  


Fran Franco, also from Charwill, added that lights as well as alarm systems and dogs barking can protect her family.  Further discussion continued, with mention being made of sheriffs having to patrol the area more.


Jan Weido, Church Lane, made mention of ‘neighborhood watches’ with  Supervisor Tetor adding that he has requested more coverage from the Troopers and the Sheriffs, and they have increased patrols. Councilman Clark informed those present of how neighborhood watches worked.


With no further comments, a motion was made at 8:15 PM by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Larry Clark to close the regular meeting and enter in a scheduled Public Hearing.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
PUBLIC HEARING:

PROPOSED LOCAL LAW #3 OF 2007 –

TO PROVIDE FOR EXEMPTIONS FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES AND LIMITED INCOMES PURSUANT TO 

N.Y. REAL PROPERTY TAX LAW, SECTION 459-C

Supervisor Tetor opened the public hearing, stating that Assessor Gotovich had researched this matter and that it would have minimal impact.

Attorney Bogle – stated that New York State provides an income threshold on a sliding scale, the same as the 2006 school district’s, and the applicants must apply, and then prove, to the Assessor their disability according to the standards set within the proposed law.  

Assessor Gotovich - When the applicant applies once a year, income verification must be attached, like the senior enhanced exemptions.  The impact of this exemption will be negligible; might be pennies to other taxpayers; the administration – no more than a handful is expected.  As the Assessor and a resident, endorses the passage of this local law.  

Attorney Bogle – when this is accepted by the Secretary of State and the law takes effect, applicants will have until March 1st to apply, as with other exemptions.  The school already has this exemption in place.

Supervisor Tetor – your office will follow up on renewals?

Mr. Gotovich – yes, and if they don’t respond, we’ll double check.

Mr. Tetor – thanked the Assessor for working on this; it was a good thing to do.
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A motion was made by Robert Cadwallader, seconded by Virginia Stern to close the public hearing.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. REAPPOINTMENT OF ASSESSOR: Supervisor Tetor stated that Assessor Steve Gotovich was up for re-appointment, had been certified and was very qualified for his position.  Mr. Gotovich was appointed to straighten out the office, and several of the Board members added that he did a very good job.  A motion to approve the Assessor’s re-appointment, though September 30, 2013, was made by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
2. HIGHWAY: Hwy. Supt. Myers informed the Town Board that work would be starting on the Church Lane project next Wednesday.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. “BROOK IN WATERLAND” SEWER DISTRICT: Attorney Bogle stated that a public hearing had been held on Monday, August 6th, 2007, and the following resolutions were offered:

TOWN OF STANFORD

RESOLUTION #13 OF 2007

RESOLUTION ADOPTING FINDINGS FOR FORMATION OF BROOK IN WATERLAND SEWER DISTRICT IN THE TOWN OF STANFORD

WHEREAS, a petition dated May 30, 2007, has been duly presented to the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, New York (the “Town”), with the necessary Map, Plan and Report attached thereunto according to law, requesting that a sewer district, as therein described, be established in the Town; and

WHEREAS, said Town Board duly adopted on the 12th day of July, 2007, a resolution reciting the general terms the filing of said petition, the boundaries of the proposed district, the improvements proposed, the maximum amount proposed to be expended for the improvement, and specifying that said Town Board shall meet at the Town Hall, Town of Stanford, New York, on the 6th day of August, 2007 at 7:30 PM, to consider said petition and hear all persons interested in the subject thereof, concerning the same. And

WHEREAS, the meeting and public hearing were duly published and posted according to law, and said Town Board did, at the time and place specified in said notice, duly meet and consider the matter of the establishment of said sewer district, and heard all persons interested in the subject thereof who appeared at such time and place, concerning the same, and

WHEREAS, the evidence offered at such time and place requires that the Town Board make the determinations hereinafter made;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Board that it be and hereby is determined as follows:

(1) The aforesaid petition is signed and acknowledged as provided by law and is otherwise sufficient.

(2) That all the property and property owners, within the proposed Sewer District and benefited thereby.

(3)  That all of the property and property owners benefited are included within the proposed Sewer District.

(4) It is in the public interest to establish the proposed Sewer District as described in the Map, Plan and Report.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board prefers that the proposed Sewer District be formed by the Dutchess County Legislature, as the ownership and operation of the sewerage system will pass to the Dutchess County Water and Wastewater Authority in the event the developer or the transportation corporation fails to maintain  or abandons the system; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Town Board will take the step of adopting an order establishing the Sewer District if and only if the Dutchess County Legislature 
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determines that it will not form a part-county sewer district for the Brook in Waterland proposed district as set forth above.

RESOLUTION #14 OF 2007

RESOLUTION GRANTING PETITION TO ESTABLISH THE BROOK IN WATERLAND SEWAGE-WORKS CORPORATION UNDER THE TRANSPORTATION CORPORATIONS LAW OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK

WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the Town of Stanford has given conditional final approval to the 26 lot subdivision plat entitled “The Waterlands,” which will be developed under the name “Brook in Waterland”; and 

WHEREAS, one of the conditions of final plat approval is that the applicant, The Waterlands 1 Real Estate Development, LP, provide a wastewater treatment plant and collection system (“sewerage system”) for the 23 clustered lots at the southern end of the subdivision; and

WHEREAS, under the Transportation Corporations Law, a private party who wishes to operate a sewerage system must receive the consent of the town in which it proposes to operate, to the formation of a sewage-works corporation; and

WHEREAS, a petition on behalf of Brook in Waterland Sewage-Works Corporation, a proposed New York transportation corporation, was presented and duly filed with the Clerk of the Town of Stanford; and

WHEREAS, the petition seeks the approval of this Town Board for the incorporation and establishment of a sewage-works corporation pursuant to Article 10 of the Transportation Corporations Law of the State of New York; and

WHEREAS, it appears from the petition that such proposed sewage-works corporation would own and operate the wastewater treatment plant and collection system to be constructed in connection with and to service a proposed development to be known generally as “Brook in Waterland”; and

WHEREAS, it appears from the records of the Planning Board of the Town of Stanford that such proposed development has obtained the requisite approvals from the Planning Board; and 

WHEREAS, it appears from the face of the petition that the plan and design of the proposed wastewater treatment plant and collection system have received approval from the Dutchess County Department of Health contingent on the formation of a sewage-works corporation.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Stanford hereby grants its consent to the incorporation of Brook in Waterland Sewage-Works Corporation and authorizes the Supervisor to execute the annexed certificate to be appended to the Certificate of Incorporation of Brook in Waterland Sewage-Works Corporation, consenting to its incorporation.

RESOLUTION APPROVING AGREEMENT REGARDING OWNERSHIP AND OPERATION OF THE SEWERAGE SYSTEM FOR BROOK IN WATERLAND

WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the Town of Stanford has given conditional final approval to the 26 lot subdivision plat entitled “The Waterlands,” which will be developed under the name “Brook in Waterland”; and 

WHEREAS, one of the conditions of final plat approval is that the applicant, The Waterlands 1 Real Estate Development, LP, provide a wastewater treatment plant and collection system (“sewerage system”) for the 23 clustered lots at the southern end of the subdivision; and

WHEREAS, the applicant and the Dutchess County Water and Wastewater Authority (“DCWWA”) have negotiated an agreement with the Town to provide, among

other things, that in the event the applicant or the transportation corporation formed by the applicant fails to maintain or abandons the sewerage system, ownership and operation will pass to DCWWA and the Town will have no responsibility for the same;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Stanford hereby approves the agreement between The Waterlands 1 Real Estate Development, L.P., the Dutchess County Water and Wastewater Authority and the Town of Stanford regarding ownership and operation of a wastewater treatment plant and  collection system for the Waterlands subdivision, to be developed as “Brook in Waterland,” and authorizes the Supervisor to execute said agreement on behalf of the Town of Stanford, subject to final approval as to form and content by the Town Attorney.

2. PROPOSED LOCAL LAW #3 OF 2007: Attorney Bogle read the following resolution to approve the passage of Local Law #3 of 2007, providing for Exemptions for Persons with Disabilities and Limited Incomes, pursuant to N. Y. Real Property Tax Law, Section 459-C:

RESOLUTION #16 OF 2007

TO ADOPT LOCAL LAW #3 – PROVIDING EXEMPTIONS FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES AND LIMITED INCOMES PURSUANT TO REAL PROPERTY TAX LAW SECTION 459-C.

WHEREAS a proposed local law #3 was drafted for exemptions for persons with disabilities and limited incomes pursuant to New York Real Property Tax Law, section 459-C, and

WHEREAS the Town of Stanford Town Board scheduled a public hearing for August 9, 2007, which was held at the Stanford Town Hall on that date, and

WHEREAS the Town of Stanford Town Board is in favor a granting such exemptions to the residents of the Town who may qualify,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford that it hereby adopts Local Law #3 for the year 2007 for Exemptions for Persons with Disabilities and Limited Incomes, pursuant to New York Real Property Tax Law, Section 459-C.

3. ACCEPT JEFFREY CAMBURN’S RETIREMENT: Long-time Highway employee Jeffrey Camburn’s letter of notice of retirement was approved on a motion made by David Tetor, seconded by Larry Clark.  Mr. Tetor added that he was a capable and willing worker, and wished him well in his retirement.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.  Mr. Tetor will send him a note of thanks.

4. ADVERTISE FOR NEW H.M.E.O.: Hwy. Supt. Myers was given approval by the Town Board to advertise for this vacant position due to Jeff Camburn’s retirement.

5. ACCEPT LARRY CLARK’S RESIGNATIONS FROM THE ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS AND THE BOARD OF ASSESSMENT REVIEW: A motion to accept Mr. Clark’s resignation from these two boards as he was now the new Town Board member was made by David Tetor, seconded by Virginia Stern.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – abstained; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
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6. APPOINT NEW Z.B.A. MEMBER: Letters of interest for the vacancy on the Zoning Board of Appeals, due to Councilman Clark’s resignation, had been received from three residents: Karen Sergio, Mike Picinelli and Toni Cole.  A motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Larry Clark, to appoint Toni Cole to this unexpired term.  Ms. Cole, in attendance, told the Board that she was a 10-year Town resident and wanted to become more involved.  Her appointment was approved for the term ending 12/31/10 and the motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.  Mention was made that the two people who were interested in the ZBA should be sent letters inquiring if they might be interested on serving on the C.A.C., since a seat on this commission is still open. 
6A. APPOINT NEW MEMBER TO THE BOARD OF ASSESSMENT REVIEW: A letter of interest for this vacant position had been received from Timothy B. Riordan of 185 Layton Road.  Mr. Riordan was retired from the Naval Reserves and a retired vice-president of operations in banking.  A motion to appoint Mr. Riordan was made by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to appoint him to Councilman Clark’s former position on the Grievance Board, term ending 12/31/07.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
7. DISCUSS POSSIBLE APPOINTMENTS OF TWO ALTERNATE PLANNING BOARD MEMBERS: The Town Board members discussed having two alternate members for the Planning Board, allowed by law, in case a quorum was not met for a meeting, or in cases of members recusing themselves from a vote, or from absences.  Mr. Tetor added that often in small towns, conflicts of interest can arise.  These alternates would receive training and be like alternate jurors, and could participate when the need arose.  Attorney Bogle would study this matter further and bring it to the Board again at their next meeting.  Councilwoman Stern thought that this might also be a good idea for the Zoning Board, but Councilman Clark felt that the Z.B.A. workload was less involved than the Planning Board’s.

8. RED DEVON LIQUOR LICENSE APPLICATION: A letter had been received from Patrick Oliveri, Consulting Associates, representing the Red Devon, who had applied to the NYS Liquor Authority for their liquor license.  They asked if the Town Board could grant a waiver from the thirty-day waiting period, and this request was approved on a motion made by Larry Clark, seconded by Virginia Stern.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
9. POLICY ON PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AT VIDEO-TAPED TOWN BOARD MEETINGS: Supervisor Tetor apologized but he had not yet finished his draft, so this will be discussed again at the September meeting.

10. SOUTHRIDGE PARTNERS REQUEST FOR AN “OPEN DEVELOPMENT AREA”:  It was recommended that this matter be discussed at the September meeting, based on the map presented. 
11. HIGHWAY: No new business for Highway.
