TOWN OF STANFORD TOWN BOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 18TH, 2007 MEETING


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Tuesday, September 18th at 7:30 PM.  This meeting was scheduled in place of the normally held second Thursday of the month due to members’ scheduling conflicts.


Supervisor Tetor called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM, and requested a moment of silence for our troops still in harm’s way.

Also in attendance were Attorney for the Town William Bogle, Jr., Building Inspector Don Smith and Highway Superintendent Jim Myers.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: The September 2007 Abstract of Claims and the Planning Board escrow Abstract #9P were both approved for payment on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Robert Cadwallader, as follows: General Fund, check numbers 18142-18144, 18146-18206 and 18226 in the amount of $56,515.95; Highway Fund, check numbers 18207-18224 in the amount of $18,657.30; Street Lighting, check number 18145, in the amount $484.99; and C.D. Grant, check #18225, in the amount of $608.43.  Total of Abstract #9 of 2007: $76,266.67.  Abstract #9P, Planning Board Escrow, check numbers 533-535, in the amount of $5,182.75.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows:  Robert Cadwallader, - yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the August 6th, 2007 Special Meeting and the August 9th regular meeting were approved as written on motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Virginia Stern.  Roll Call Vote as follows:  Robert Cadwallader, - yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes
LIAISON REPORTS: Councilwoman Virginia Stern reported that the Sept. 12th Z.B.A. meeting only discussed one matter of new business: a variance for Giuseffi for a 3-car garage on Duell Road, which would be the subject of a public hearing next month.  Mrs. Stern also spoke of two recent School Board meetings: topics included the facility planning committee’s review of their two capital improvement projects – repairing leaks in the Cold Spring roof and the construction of the new sports facility, which will consider student safety.  The custodial staff was commended for their work in their preparation of the school; there had been two teacher training sessions, they had received two special education grants, and the summer program had the best attendance.
Councilman Cadwallader was not able to attend the August 20th C. A. C. meeting as it was held during the day, but reading from their minutes, he reported that the Whitlock trails were overgrown and would contact the Highway Dept.  CAC member Beth Ashton was working on the CEA designations in regard to bird and plants.  The CAC would also be having a Community Day booth.  As Highway liaison, Mr. Cadwallader reported that the Church Lane project was complete, and that the Highway Dept. was fine.

Councilman Clark stated that at his first meeting as liaison, he was the only one there, but after speaking with Sue Blouse by telephone, Frankenstein’s Fortress is the upcoming work in October.

Councilwoman Hadden covered the August 29th Planning Board meeting, stating that there were a couple of minor subdivision application discussions.  The Weck subdivision had encountered problems on the placement of the house and was referred to the CAC for suggestions, as well as to Hudsonia.  The Holloway/Hattem subdivision had been referred to the Town Board for a waiver, and the Sherwood Forest subdivision had requested a six-month extension for their application, which was approved.  A larger subdivision on Field Road, Fairview Estates, only had 2.7 acres of their total 119 in the Town of Stanford, and was deemed not to be considered a town subdivision.  No one was present from RPG, but they would be on the September agenda.
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Supervisor Tetor had been on vacation, but stated that the Northern Dutchess Alliance would be having their meeting here at the Stanford Town Hall on October 24th at 4 PM, and that the new Commissioner of Agriculture would be the guest speaker.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:


Jan Weido, Church Lane, asked about the status of the NRCS wetlands preservation program.  Supervisor Tetor responded that the grant was not funded as there was not enough money to go around, but had been re-submitted for a second round of applications.  The front part of the Stanford Preserve was included in the WHIP program where half would be cut every other year and maintained for wildlife.  Mr. Weido spoke of the invasive species, Japanese Knotweed.

Neal Johnsen asked about last month’s Town Board being aired on Cablevision.  Councilwoman Stern replied that, due to a technical glitch, the meeting had not been aired until last week.  Discussion followed regarding the matter of the Supervisor’s approval of each meeting prior to the DVD being sent to Cablevision, and other related issues.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. APPROVE UP TO TWO ALTERNATE PLANNING BOARD MEMBERS: After discussion, a motion was made by Robert Cadwallader, seconded by Virginia Stern, to approve looking into how to adopt and implement having two alternate Planning Board members, as more discussion on this matter was needed.  Roll Call Vote as follows:  Robert Cadwallader, - yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes
2. MEETING RULES / POLICIES: Supervisor Tetor stated that he had made some revisions, but would get the final draft to the Board members prior to the October meeting.

3. HIGHWAY: The Church Lane project is done and went well, and the Highway is fine.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. PLANNING BOARD REQUEST FOR SUBDIVISION WAIVERS AND OPEN DEVELOPMENT AREA APPROVAL:
Southridge Partners: This Open Development Area request was discussed by the Board, having had their application in to the Planning Board in May of 2006, prior to the moratorium going into effect.  This 2-lot subdivision of a 29 acre parcel on Decker Road had gone through its approval process with the Planning Board, and needed vehicular access under Town Law statute 280A.  After discussion, a motion was made by Robert Cadwallader, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to approve the open development area request on the recommendation of the Planning Board.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.


Weck and Holloway/Hattem subdivisions: The Planning Board sent its recommendation to the Town Board that they grant a waiver to these two subdivision applications.  After discussion, a motion to grant a waiver to both the Weck subdivision and to the Halloway/Hattem subdivision was made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

2. PLANNING BOARD REQUEST TO HAVE HUDSONIA AS CONSULTANTS: Planning Board Chairman Robert Butts was hoping that the Town Board would review and approve an agreement that Hudsonia, upon request, would review aspects of some subdivision application.  Several emails between Mr. Butts, Atty. Bogle and Hudsonia were discussed but concerns with several of Hudsonia’s provisions were questioned.  After lengthy discussion, it was agreed that this matter would be worked on further and discussed at another meeting. 

3. APPOINT NEW CONSERVATION ADVISORY COMMISSION MEMBER: A motion was made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader, to appoint Karen 
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Sergio to the vacant position on the C.A.C. due to Larry Triola’s resignation.  This term extends through the end of 2007.  Councilwoman Stern added that she had spoken with Mrs. Sergio and that she was a very good candidate.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

4. SET 2008 BUDGET MEETINGS: The 2008 Tentative Budget was filed with the Town Clerk on 9/18/07. Three evening meetings were set to discuss the 2008 Budget.  They will be held on Tuesday, October 9th after the Town Board Workshop, to discuss the Highway Budget and other departments, as time might allow; Monday, October 15th at 7:00 PM for Recreation, and Monday, October 22nd at 7:00 PM for any remaining matters. 
5. HIRE NEW H.M.E.O. FOR HIGHWAY DEPT.: Supervisor Tetor stated that with the retirement of Jeff Camburn, an HMEO was needed to fill this vacancy.  Highway Superintendent Myers informed the Board that his new hire would be Chris Wilser, who will start at an 85% rate of pay, as per the Union contract.  This appointment was approved on a motion made by David Tetor, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

6. APPOINT FIRE COMPANY AND FIRE ADVISORY BOARD LIAISON: With the resignation of Dennis Pryzgoda from the Town Board, a replacement for these liaison positions was needed.  Supervisor Tetor stated that he will cover the Fire Advisory Board meetings, and Councilman Larry Clark volunteered to cover the Fire Company meetings as their liaison. 

7. CHURCH LANE PROJECT: This Community Development Grant has been completed and the road re-opened.  Councilman Cadwallader praised the work of B&K Excavating.

8. AND 9. ACCEPT ANNUAL AUDITS FOR TOWN JUSTICES AND THE TOWN’S ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT: The auditor, Rae D’Achille had submitted her reports to the Town Board, and Mrs. D’Achille would be attending the October workshop meeting.  Acceptance of these audits will be done at the October Board meeting.

10. APPROVE TOWN CLERK’S EMERGENCY COMPUTER PURCHASE: The Town Clerk’s recent purchase of a new computer as an “emergency”, so as not to violate the Town’s Procurement Policy, was discussed.  The funding for this purchase was approved on a motion made by Robert Cadwallader, seconded by Virginia Stern, to reimburse the Town Clerk from the Clerk’s contractual line as it was an emergency purchase.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Larry Clark – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

WHEREAS, the County of Dutchess has requested the Town of Stanford to name private roads in the Town of Stanford for compliance with E-911, to enable E-911 response system to identify parcels, and

WHEREAS, the names assigned below to the private roads Poppa Joe Way North and Poppa Joe Way South have been requested to be changed by the owners of said 
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property, Roseland Ranch Resorts in the Town of Stanford, grid number 6768-00-875800, and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town of Stanford that these roads now be known as Roseland Way North and Roseland Way South; and that the former Poppa Joe Way name without a post direction of North and South will be used to address a single family residence in parcel number 6768-00-905764, and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town of Stanford, by naming these roads, assumes no responsibility or liability for the construction, maintenance, repair or use of said private roads; that said private roads named herein is not in any way deemed to have been dedicated or accepted by the Town of Stanford, and that this resolution is made only to provide a means of identifying private roads for emergency response purposes, and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Clerk forwards a copy of this resolution to the E-911 Coordinator.

14. HIGHWAY: Highway Supt, Myers informed the Board that he had appointed a new Deputy Highway Superintendent, Jeffery Wendover, and had eliminated the Foreman position, as he was allowed to do within the Union contract.  Mr. Wendover will be given an Oath of Office and Notice of Appointment.

15. OTHER: Councilman Clark stated that he had given information on a neighborhood watch to a woman who voiced her concerns over neighborhood safety at the August meeting.  He was hoping to have a crime prevention meeting here at the Town Hall if there were enough people interested in attending, and would continue to work on this.  Mr. Clark also stated that he went to see the subject of complaints from neighbors on Scenic Drive, and that Building Insp. Smith had issued a stop work order.  Mr. Smith added that was hoping that the Sheriff’s Dept. would serve notices to this resident as he had many violations and would be appearing in Court.  The DEC had also been alerted.

Councilman Cadwallader mentioned a source of several other complaints of a home at 125 Market Lane.  Building Inspector Smith was aware of the complaints and informed the Board of ongoing events at the property.  This will be looked into further.
