                      MINUTES OF THE FEBRUARY 14TH, 2008 MEETING      Corrected

The Town of Stanford convened for their monthly meeting on Thursday, February 14th, 2008 at the Stanford Town Hall.  Supervisor David Tetor called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM, and asked for a moment of silence for our troops.  He added that we will soon have three young men serving in Iraq.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACT #2 AND #2P OF 2008: The February Abstracts were approved for payment on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Virginia Stern, as follows:

Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the January 14th, 2008 meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Melissa Pastre.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

LIAISON REPORTS: Councilwoman Stern reported that the ZBA did not meet in January, but she gave the following report from the two recent School Board meetings:  1. The Seymour Smith School’s “Seymour Cyber-Teks” presented a report on energy and energy savings of Lia’s Mountain View restaurant, for which they won first prize in the County. 2. The district will participate in NYS’s “Safe Routes to School” conference.

3. Budget discussions have started, and their website will be improved to allow for budget input and questions. 4. The capital improvement project is on schedule. 5. The oil tank will be replaced at Seymour Smith mid-February. 6. The Chinese delegation left on 2/13/08.  Mrs. Stern also reported from the 1/15/08 Fire Commissioners meeting where they held their Reorganizational meeting with appointments.  The general meeting that followed covered the following information: 1. Hopewell Fire Apparatus gave a presentation of their services.  The commissioners approved three firms for service and repair of their equipment: Tyler Fire Equipment, D.C. Diesel and Hopewell Fire Apparatus.  2. Discussion on the purchase of a new generator, and the possibility of giving the old one to the Town Hall.  3. Upgrade their financial computer program to QuickBooks.  4. Procedure for the Service Award Program points.  5. Most, if not all, volunteers were urged to take basic EMT courses.  6. A laptop computer might be purchased to do in-house radio programming rather than have the radio company do it. 

Councilwoman Pastre stated that the Recreation Commission meeting was postponed until next week due to bad weather.


Councilwoman Hadden covered recent Planning Board matters.  Two public hearings scheduled for 1/30/08 for the Waterlands’ projects were postponed until February, and that RPG was the subject of a special workshop on Feb. 4th. The Halloway/Hattem subdivision, on the agenda for 5 months, will have the CAC assist due to the possibility of endangered species habitats, and will be the subject of a special workshop. Two minor subdivisions were discussed, one on Hobbs Lane that needs more details presented, and one for Sanders/Weeks, which was changed from a subdivision to a lot line alteration, and will have a public hearing on 2/27.  There was also a pre-application conference for the Davis minor subdivision on Route 82, as they will need a common drive for four lots.

Supervisor Tetor reported that the Northern Dutchess Alliance met on Feb. 4th and honored their founder Noreen Reilly, and that the Red Hook School system will buy more local food.  The last two meetings of the Wappinger Creek Watershed Council were postponed due to bad weather.


Mr. Tetor reported, in Hwy. Supt. Jim Myers’ absence, that the Highway Dept. was fine but had gone through a lot of sand and salt.  He is working well with both the 
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State and the school districts.  He is also getting figures together for a new Volvo loader on State bid.


Mr. Tetor also presented his new “Supervisor’s Report”: 1. The new Union contract through U.P.S.E.U has been worked on extensively for 7 Highway employees, and he is hoping that the Board will approve his signing this contract tonight.  2. Just completed the annual Transfer Station report, required by the DEC every year.  We had 492 tons of solid waste and 154 tons of recyclables received and transferred out.  The Transfer Station is a “big ticket” item but it does pay for itself: $92,546 in income and made $300 more than was spent.  3. Has worked balancing and expenses and revenues, and has budgeted conservatively.  Court fines and fees, sales tax and mortgage tax are going down.  Spoke with three towns that have prosecutors for their courts, and projected that it could cost our Town $62,000 per year.  Will discuss this further in March.  4. As a member of the executive committee of the Northern Dutchess Alliance, presented a major report done through grant funding on how to improve living in Dutchess County.  Hopefully, will have someone from the NDA come and speak to the Town Board soon.  5.  The busy Codes Committee will be meeting next Tuesday and will have information for the website soon, if approved.  6. As representative for small towns on the Poughkeepsie/Dutchess County Transportation Authority, reported that State & Federal funding is available for transportation projects, and will be planning for the next couple of years, and can help towns with local projects.  7. Regarding the Wappinger Creek Watershed Intermunicipal Council, Stanford is one of 12 towns that the creek runs through.  This council has been meeting for several years and is developing goals to cut down on pollution, which comes mainly from construction and road run-off.  He is looking for a CAC member to attend these meetings or be a back-up.  8. The architect will be putting out bids next week for the Town Hall’s addition.  9.  Has had several complaints on cats lately, and has referred them to the SPCA.  Councilwoman Stern stated that she has been collecting data on how other towns deal with this problem.       
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: No one was heard at this time.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. PROPOSED LOCAL LAW FOR ALTERNATE PLANNING BOARD MEMBERS: A public hearing had been held on this proposed local law and minor changes had been made through discussions between Attorney Bogle and Planning Board chairman Bob Butts, but no additional public hearing would be required.  Councilwoman Hadden had several points that she discussed with Planning Board member John Royall, who was in attendance.  After discussion, Councilwoman Hadden stated that several towns stated that either alternate members lost interest or the entire concept did not work, with only larger towns having alternate members for Planning.  Councilwoman Stern added that two alternate members would be a good safeguard for a board that meets once a month, and would help applicants moving forward through the process.  This idea also came from the Planning Board.  Atty. Bogle then read the following resolution:

RESOLUTION #1 OF 2008

TO ADOPT LOCAL LAW #1 OF 2008 – ALTERNATE PLANNING BOARD MEMBERS


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Stanford has reviewed the need for Alternate Planning Board members for the Town of Stanford Planning Board, in the event of absences, illness, or recusal of members at meetings, and


WHEREAS, the Planning Board has recommended that the Planning Board have alternate members to meet this need for a proper quorum or voting requirements, and


WHEREAS, the Town Board has proposed such legislation, and a Public Hearing was held on November 8, 2007, and the Town Board accepted comments, both in writing and orally, and agreed to make minor changes from such comments, as recommended by the Planning Board and its chairperson, which are not deemed to be substantial or require a further public hearing after such changes, which were discussed at the public hearing,


NOW BE IT RESOLVED that on the motion of Virginia Stern, seconded by Melissa Pastre, the Town Board of the Town of Stanford hereby adopts Local Law #1 of 2008 for Alternate Planning Board members.  


Roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - no; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - no.
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Resolution fails for lack of majority of an affirmative vote.

2. OTHER: Councilwoman Stern was happy to see that the Codes Committee members were now on the website, but asked if the website could accept comments and be more interactive.  This will be worked on.  Mrs. Stern also asked if the Fire Company meetings should be posted on the website – the third Tuesday of every month, and mentioned that the website did not have updated minutes from other boards.  The secretaries will be reminded again to forward to the Clerk their approved meeting minutes.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. PROPOSED LOCAL LAW FOR GUEST COTTAGES: This proposed zoning amendment will be the subject of a public hearing / special Town Board meeting on Monday, March 10th at 7:30 PM, approved on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Virginia Stern.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.  Attorney Bogle added that he will forward this proposed local law to the County Planning Department for their review.  The Clerk will forward copies to the six contiguous towns.

2. APPROVE ROAD NAMES FOR THE WATERLANDS SUBDIVISION:  The following resolution was read by Attorney Bogle:

RESOLUTION APPROVING PRIVATE DRIVE NAMES FOR JOHN ADAMS LANE, MARTIN VAN BUREN LANE and THEODORE ROOSEVELT LANE AND APPROVING NAMES FOR NEW TOWN ROADS, N. FRANKLIN ROOSEVELT DRIVE AND S. FRANKLIN ROOSEVELT DRIVE, IN THE BROOK IN WATERLAND SUBDIVISION


WHEREAS, the County of Dutchess has implemented the E-911 Emergency Dispatch System; and 


WHEREAS, the full implementation of the E-911 system requires that all private roads in the Town of Stanford be officially named; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the Town of Stanford has given conditional final approval to the 26 lot plat entitled “The Waterlands”, which will be developed under the name “Brook in Waterland”, which plat depicts three (3) private drives to be constructed and two (2) new roads to be dedicated to the Town of Stanford within the subdivision; and


WHEREAS, the applicant, The Waterlands 1 Real Estate Development, L.P., has proposed the names of “John Adams Lane”, “Martin Van Buren Lane” and “Theodore Roosevelt Lane” for the private drives, and “N. Franklin Roosevelt Drive” and “S. Franklin Roosevelt Drive” for the Town roads, as shown on the attached map; and 


WHEREAS, the Dutchess County Enhanced 911 Department of Emergency Response has reviewed the proposed names and has found that they meet the 911 criteria for naming streets/private drives.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, that the private drives being created as part of the Brook in Waterland subdivision are hereby officially named John Adams Lane, Martin Van Buren Lane and Theodore Roosevelt Lane; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, that the Town roads being created as part of the Brook in Waterland subdivision are hereby officially to be named N. Franklin Roosevelt Drive and S. Franklin Roosevelt Drive upon the filing of the Subdivision Map, recording of the Offer of Cession or Dedication of the same to the Town of Stanford, whichever may occur first; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that appropriate signage shall be posted with the names of the private drives and Town roads and that such signage shall be the responsibility of the applicant, The Waterlands 1 Real Estate Development, L.P.; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town of Stanford, by naming the private roads, assumes no responsibility or liability for the construction, maintenance, 
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repair or use of said private roads; that said private roads named herein is not in any way deemed to have been dedicated or accepted by the Town of Stanford, and that this 
resolution is made only to provide a means of identifying private roads for emergency response purposes, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a certified copy of this resolution shall be provided to Dutchess County E-911 by the Town Clerk of the Town of Stanford.

3. APPROVE SUPERVISOR TO SIGN UNION CONTRACT FOR HIGHWAY PERSONNEL:  A motion was made by Melissa Pastre, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to approve Supervisor Tetor’s signing the U.P.S.E.U contract for 2008 - 2010.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

4. and 5. UPDATE ON CELL TOWERS – MILLBROOK SCHOOL AND WILLOWBROOK ROAD: Attorney Bogle updated the Board on the two cell tower matters.  Millbrook School’s tower application has not yet been deemed complete by the Town’s consultant.  Once complete, the Town Board would hold a public hearing, and then come to a decision.  An estimated timeframe would be for the April meeting pending their completed application.  The Willowbrook tower, formerly Omnipoint, now T-Mobile, said that this is not in their build-out plan.  A new applicant, Dobson, could take the place of Omnipoint, but this will also need to have a public hearing when all information is submitted.

6. RISK RETENTION TRANSFER OF FUNDS: A motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Melissa Pastre, to transfer funds from the Risk Retention account, #3806573, to the General Fund, account #3900018, to cover litigation expenses from Cuddy & Feder in the amount of $4,364.94.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

7. ALL BOARDS MEETING – THURSDAY, MARCH 6TH: As a reminder, an ‘All Boards Meeting’ will be held on Thursday, March 6th at 7 PM.  Some topics to be discussed could be the Northern Dutchess Alliance’s full report and the CAC’s work on the Wappingers Creek.  All boards and commissions will be notified.

8. CONSULTANTS HIRED BY TOWN: Attorney Bogle and Supervisor Tetor will work on a “set of requirements” that could be used when hiring people to do work for the Town.  Having local people hired is preferred and many do not carry liability insurance, so this could be done on a case by case basis.

9. TOWN JUSTICE WEBER’S REQUEST FOR A PROSECUTOR: Supervisor Tetor spoke to three towns about having a prosecutor and he liked East Fishkill’s best: they had hired a retired judge for when he was available.  Discussion continued that they would discuss this with both judges at the March regular meeting.  Mr. Tetor also spoke of a favorable report on our court from the Citizens Court Monitoring Program.
10. C.A.C. AND SCENIC ROAD VACANCIES: Two letters of interest had been received for the vacancy on the CAC, from Johanna Shafer and Mike Picinelli.  During discussion, Mrs. Stern had hoped to speak with both applicants as they were both very good. A motion was then made to appoint Mike Picinelli, seconded by Melissa Pastre.  Roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - abstained; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – abstained; David Tetor - yes.  This motion failed, but the Board agreed to have both applicants come to the March meeting.
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A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Melissa Pastre, to appoint Lisa Kilmer to the Scenic Roads Committee to fill Diana King’s position, as she had 
moved out of town.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
11. OTHER:  Supervisor Tetor reported that he had received a letter from the County Budget Director that the towns should expect 8.3% less in sales tax revenue.


A report on the Fire District’s books had been done by accountant Ted Eaglet.


The new tax collector was working out well, but the taxes were coming in slower than last year.  Mention was also made that the school taxes are 68% of the total taxes, and they must be reined in.

The Town’s request for the Town Board meetings to be on Cablevision was sent in with two time slots requested.


A motion was made at 9:10 PM by Melissa Pastre, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to close the regular meeting and go into an Executive Session regarding litigation and personnel.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.


At 9:30 PM, a motion was made by Melissa Pastre, seconded by Virginia Stern, to go out of the Executive Session and back into the regular meeting.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

At 9:31 PM, a motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Melissa Pastre.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
