
TOWN OF STANFORD TOWN BOARD
MINUTES OF THE APRIL 10TH, 2008 MEETING


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened on Thursday, April 10th, 2008 at the Stanford Town Hall for their regularly scheduled monthly meeting.  Supervisor David Tetor called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM, and requested a moment of silence for the troops still in harm’s way.  Mr. Tetor added that one resident had just returned home but one was still overseas.

Also present were attorney for the Town William Bogle, Jr., Building Inspector Don Smith and Highway Supt. Jim Myers.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: The April 2008 Abstract of Claims, without an additional travel reimbursement voucher, and the April 2008 Planning Abstract were approved for payment on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Virginia Stern.  Councilwoman Pastre requested an Executive Session be held to discuss the additional voucher. General Fund, check numbers 18656-18704 in the amount of $34,329.76; Highway Fund, check numbers 18705-18719 in the amount of $20,335.95; Light District, check # 18720 in the amount of $553.91. Grand total of Abstract #4 of ’08: $55,219.62.  Planning Escrow Abstract, check numbers 560-563 (#560 & #563-replacement checks) in the amount of $1,511.50.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the February 14th, 2008 meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Melissa Pastre, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.  The Minutes of the March 10th, 2008 Special Meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.   The Minutes of the March 14th, 2008 meeting were corrected as follows: Councilwoman Pastre’s Rec. liaison report was to read “…one meeting was cancelled due to bad weather, but they met on 3/12.  Rec. Director Rich Dalzell will meet with the Library…”  With these corrections noted, a motion to approve the 3/14/08 Minutes was made by Melissa Pastre, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
LIAISON REPORTS: Councilwoman Stern reported from the recent Fire Commissioners Meeting, held on 3/18/08.  They discussed the following: their new generator and had received their building permit for the housing, and they accepted bids from Lutz Contracting & Koch; $15,000 left over from last year will go into a reserve fund, and $30,000 will be earmarked for the generator and building; door locks; the boiler inspection; EMS radio needs; training for volunteers; and they had an automatic CPR apparatus demonstration.  

Covering the April 10th Zoning Board meeting, Mrs. Stern stated an application for Moody, Stissing Road, was presented for a 20’ front and 10’ side variance.  This will be the subject of a public hearing in May.

Two School Board meetings were also covered by Mrs. Stern.  The cast and crew were congratulated for ‘West Side Story’; the capital improvement project is on schedule; ’08-’09 budget items were discussed; a capital improvement project for the Seymour Smith School and the Middle/High School will be on the May 20th ballot; the Elementary Facilities committee presented their preliminary report, citing their recommendation that Cold Spring should serve grades K – 2, and Seymour Smith would be grades 3 – 5; the Superintendent gave a presentation for the ’08-’09 budget.  Some important dates were also mentioned -- April 23: budget adoption by the School Board; May 7: pubic hearing 
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on the budget; May 13: ‘Meet the school board candidates’ night at the Grange; and May 20: vote on budget and school board members.

Councilman Cadwallader reported from the March 19th CAC meeting.  They interviewed Johanna Shafer for the current vacancy on the commission, and were recommending her appointment.  The roadside clean-up project for April was continuing, with the CAC picking up debris on the 30th on Salt Point Turnpike.  CAC member 
Charlie Shaw would be attending the Codes Committee meetings, and Barry Haydasz would be looking into additional GIS information.  Funds were available from Hudsonia for biodiversity training, and the CAC will meet again on April 16th at 10 AM.


Councilwoman Pastre covered the Recreation Commission meeting from the previous evening: Rec. Director Rich Dalzell had met with Mark Williams from the Library Board, but they were no longer interested in pursuing additional Rec. property; they are looking into purchasing the former Nursery on Route 82.  The baseball fields were ready for the April 19th Opening Day and they were looking into a new storage shed by the Kelly field, and porta-potties had been ordered.  A dedication plaque on the softball field for Erin Shanley will be done when there is more time for planning.  Summer positions were discussed: a new swim team coach was still needed, as well as two people for chlorine maintenance.  The registration dates were finalized: Wed., May 28th, 6-8 PM, Sat., May 31st, 9-Noon, and Sat., Jun. 14th, 9-Noon.  The Rec. Director will get a contractor to pump out the pond.  Karen Gale will be the contact for Community Day’s 50th anniversary as they are looking for entertainment.   


Councilwoman Hadden stated that the Planning Board met on March 26th and covered the following applications: the Holloway/Hattem subdivision was granted final approval; the Pendergast application also received final approval pending a statement be added to the map for a driveway location approval; Waterlands would be the subject of a special meeting for the continuation of an adopted conditional approval as one member recused himself and then there was no quorum that evening; the Ricochet subdivision would be on the Planning Board’s April 30th agenda; Shalvoy Farms subdivision was asked to have the CAC and a biologist for their input, pursue a conservation density subdivision and was informed that a private road would be expensive and possibly intrusive to biological habitats; and the Millbrook School will submit their Master Plan as the Planning Board had questions regarding faculty housing and student population, and will have a public hearing on 4/30 for their Callard House and greenhouse expansion.

Supervisor Tetor would be attending a Watershed Municipal Council meeting at Norrie Point tomorrow with CAC’s Karen Sergio regarding wetlands.  The Northern Dutchess Alliance will meet next week and are planning on contacting Central Hudson regarding their tree trimming program.  A recent Supervisors and Mayors meeting covered matters regarding tax collection bills, and two County legislators disagreed on the licensing of electricians.  Mr. Tetor also covered the following items in his Supervisor’s Report: a 3/31 Dutchess Land Conservancy meeting hosted hydro-geologist Russell Urban-Mead who spoke of the County’s water quality and availability; had met with the CAC several times to discuss the Stanford Wildlife Preserve’s Federal Wetlands Reserve and the Wildlife Habitat Improvement programs; the March Supervisors and Mayors meeting discussed the importance of having EMT and ambulance service 24/7; the Town Hall addition bids are out with the reserved $500,000 having earned about $35,000 interest covering the cost of the architect, soil studies and other tests, and this expansion would be much less than a new Town Hall; and spoke of the Town having spent significant funds on Town Garage improvements and new equipment in the last several years, and suggested that a new Town Garage project should be put on hold temporarily.                  

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: 

Andy Lawson, S. Anson Road, suggested that the Transfer Station accept plastic grocery bags for recycling, but Supervisor Tetor told him that some grocery stores already accept them, and that the County is planning to pass a law that all will have to recycle them.


Mel Eiger, Attlebury Hill Road, asked about the plans for the Town Hall and website input, as well as the proposed local law for alternate Planning Board members.  He also asked to comment later and was denied.
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Mark Zeyher, Hunns Lake Road, spoke of rumors of a new Town Garage and escalating school taxes, and felt that any construction plans be put out for a referendum vote.


Jan Weido, Church Lane, asked about the Town Hall plans, a new Town Garage, the Codes Committee report and overall public involvement in decision-making.

HIGHWAY:  A motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Robert Cadwallader, to start the process for securing a bond to purchase a Volvo Loader with two options - a 
sweeper and angle plow - for $154,277 from the State Bid list, subject to a formal bond resolution and other required documents.  This will be discussed in further detail at the May meeting.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. C.A.C. VACANCY: A motion was made by Robert Cadwallader, seconded by Virginia Stern, to appoint Johanna Shafer to the vacant position on the CAC (term through December 2009).  Discussion: Supervisor Tetor felt that the other applicant, Mike Picinelli, would be an asset as well since he was a farmer, with Councilwoman Stern stating that both applicants were well qualified, and thought that the Board should follow the CAC’s recommendation.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - no.

2. COURT PROSECUTOR: After discussion, a motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Robert Cadwallader, to approve attorneys from the law firm Corbally, Gartland and Rappleyea to look into the backlog of the Court’s cases, report back to the Town Board to set up a schedule and authorize contacting the County District Attorney’s office to approve this law firm’s members prosecuting State Trooper’s traffic violation tickets.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
3. OTHER: Councilwoman Stern asked about the second slot for airing the Town Board meetings on Cablevision, with Supervisor Tetor stating that he will contact them again.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. GRANGE WEEK PROCLAMATION:  Supervisor Tetor read the following proclamation, adding that he will deliver a signed, sealed copy to the Grange:
PROCLAMATION

GRANGE WEEK IN THE TOWN OF STANFORD

APRIL 20th – APRIL 26th, 2008


WHEREAS, for 141 years, the Grange has sought to advance the interests of farmers, rural Americans and our Nation’s families, regardless of where they might live, through the simple but powerful idea that by working together we can accomplish much for our communities; and

WHEREAS, voluntary association with the Grange elevates character by providing social, cultural and educational programs, along with opportunities for personal growth; and

WHEREAS, the Grange increases the influence of each of its members by giving them the opportunity to serve their community through projects and programs that make a difference in the lives of children, youth and our neighbors in need of assistance; and

WHEREAS, our local Stanford Grange #808 has been active in our community since 1896 and has sponsored our Community Day for the past 50 years, and will be celebrating their fiftieth anniversary on September 13th, 2008; and has been recognized along with our Junior Grange #414 as being among the best in the State and in the Nation, and the Junior Grange celebrated their 40th birthday in February of 2008; and


WHEREAS, being designated “Action” Grange, our Stanford Grange holds monthly meetings open to the public with discussion of important and timely topics such as State and Local Legislation, a School Board’s Candidates Night for 5/13/08 at 7 PM, health topics and many others;
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Stanford proudly proclaims the week of April 20th – April 26th, 2008 to be Grange Week, and that the community is invited to the Grange Week Open House and Covered Dish Dinner on Tuesday, April 22nd, 2008 at 6:00 PM at the Grange Hall.

2. USE OF TOWN HALL PROPERTY FOR METHODIST CHURCH BAKE SALE: The United Methodist Church’s request to hold a Bake Sale on Saturday, May 10th along with the Garden Club’s Plant Sale was approved on a motion made by Melissa Pastre, seconded by Joyce Hadden.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
3. WATERLANDS: No official word had been received by the Town Board regarding the Waterlands’ application issue, but it was thought that a solution had been worked out by the re-approval of their final approval, and another six-month period would start.  Planning Board member, John Royall, added that there would be a Planning Board public hearing on this matter on April 17th.  Therefore, there would be no Town Board involvement at this time.  
4. RESOLUTION FOR THE PLANNING AND CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW TOWN HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT GARAGE:   A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Robert Cadwallader for a resolution for the planning and construction of a new Highway Department garage.  After further discussion, Mrs. Stern removed her motion.  A motion was then made by Melissa Pastre, seconded by Virginia Stern, to table the resolution and discuss the matter again at the May meeting.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes. (Resolution deleted)
5. BUDGET RESOLUTION: The following Budget Resolution was read by David Tetor:

At 9:27 PM, a motion was made by Robert Cadwallader, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to close the Executive Session and go back into the regular meeting.
