Supervisor Dave Tetor called the meeting to order at 7:32 PM.  The purpose of this special meeting was to accept bids for the Town Hall addition.

TOWN HALL BIDS:

The bids for the new Town Hall addition were discussed.    A motion was made by Dave Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to award the first bid for the General Contract to Meyer Construction in the amount of $508,000.00 as the lowest responsible bidder.  The architect Andrew White stated that he has worked with the companies that had bid on the three aspects of the project and knew them to be reputable, and all had submitted bid bonds.  Discussion continued on the lead abatement process, and the Board was told that there was no asbestos in the samples taken.  The motion carried with a roll call vote: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
A motion was made by Dave Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to award the bid to WestTech International for the mechanical section of the project as they were the lowest responsible bidder in the amount of $71,850.00.  Discussion followed regarding possible alternative energy sources (solar, etc.) and grant funding but it was agreed that this could be done at a later time, and should involve the entire building.  The motion carried with a roll call vote: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
With only one bid received regarding the electrical section of the project, a motion was made by Dave Tetor, seconded by Robert Cadwallader, to award the bid to P & D Electrical in the amount of $59,900.00.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
OTHER:

Dave Tetor said that Melissa Pastre had resigned from the Town Board due to personal and family reasons.

TOWN GARAGE:

Virginia Stern handed out a revised resolution for the proposed planning and construction of a new Town Garage.  Discussion followed regarding funding with a five year capital plan.  Further discussion will continue at the regular May meeting.  
MORATORIUM WAIVER – BULLIS HALL:

A moratorium waiver was being requested to grant a waiver to the moratorium for site plan approval for Bullis Hall.  After discussion, a motion was made by Dave Tetor, seconded by Virginia Stern, to set a public hearing on this matter for Monday, May 8, 2008.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
MORATORIUM CONTINUATION:

Dave Tetor made a motion to hold a public hearing on another extension of the moratorium on Monday, June 9, 2008.  This was seconded by Bob Cadwallader.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Robert Cadwallader – 
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yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
OTHER:

Virginia Stern asked about the website’s ability for emails for the Codes Committee.

Architect Andrew White stated that the Town Hall addition plans could now go up on the website.

RESOLUTION #4 OF 2008 – ADDITIONAL FUNDS FOR THE TOWN HALL ADDITION:

A motion was made by Dave Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to take $150,000 from the unappropriated fund balance and put it in the CLASS building account for the additional project costs.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Bob Cadwallader, to adjourn the special meeting at 8:12 PM.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.
