MINUTES OF THE MAY 8TH, 2008 MEETING


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened on Thursday, May 8th, 2008 at the Stanford Town Hall for their regularly scheduled monthly meeting.  Supervisor David Tetor called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM, and requested a moment of silence for the troops still in harm’s way.

Also present were attorney for the Town William Bogle, Jr., Building Inspector Don Smith and Highway Supt. Jim Myers.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: The May 2008 Abstract of Claims and the May 2008 Planning Abstract were approved for payment on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Virginia Stern, as follows: General Fund, check numbers #18721-18764 

[JC Fund, ck.#18722] in the amount of $33,299.90; Highway Fund, check numbers 18765-18779 in the amount of $64,007.92; Light District, check # 18780 in the amount of $561.69. Grand total of Abstract #5 of ’08: $97,869.51.  Planning Abstract #5P, check numbers 564-585 in the amount of $18,050.66.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the April 10th, 2008 meeting were approved with a correction on a motion made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Melissa Pastre - absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.  The Minutes of the April 28th, 2008 Special Meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.   

LIAISON REPORTS: Councilwoman Stern stated that the Fire Company will meet on May 14th.  Her other liaison reports were as follows: three School Board meetings had been held in April and early May.  The Capital Construction project was proceeding according to schedule; the BOCES administrative budget was approved with two new members nominated; the School budget vote and School Board election will be on 5/20 from 7AM to 9PM.  Mrs. Stern added several points regarding the proposed school budget: they will receive less State aid and have more obligatory increases.  The budget increase will be 5.47% more than last year, with a tax increase of 9.34%.  There will also be a proposition on the ballot for two proposed capital projects for the Middle/High School and for Seymour Smith.  Information on the proposed budget will be sent to all households and is on their website.  The Fire Commissioners met on 5/8 and spoke of the following matters: a new EMS radio had been ordered; the generator’s housing is underway; repairs were needed to leaf blowers and a chain saw; a new telephone system was discussed; the rising cost of fuel; and money raised by the Fire Dept. goes towards scholarships, camps and fire safety programs.  

Councilman Cadwallader reported from the April 16th CAC meeting where they welcomed Johanna Shafer to the commission.  The roadside clean-up project for April continued and the CAC picked up debris on Salt Point Turnpike on April 30th.  Other topics discussed were the Whitlock Preserve cleanup, the CEA designation and sign for the Stanford Wildlife Preserve, Hudsonia training, and GIS information available on urban streams.  Supervisor Tetor added that the CAC’s proposed sign cost of $685 was not in the budget and would have to be looked into for the June meeting.


Councilwoman Hadden covered the April 30th Planning Board meeting: a public hearing was held on Millbrook School’s Callard House and greenhouse with no comments; Southridge Partners’ minor subdivision was cancelled as no representatives were present; the Ricochet subdivision should contact Hudsonia, and will be on the Board’s May agenda; RPG’s newly submitted plans would be the subject of another workshop, and needed to have a fully funded escrow account; Bullis Hall is requesting a 
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change of use, which has already been referred to and approved by the Town Board for a moratorium waiver; Millbrook School’s Callard House special use permit was approved; the Wayne minor subdivision was referred to Hudsonia and Dutchess Soil & Water, as well as to the Town Board for a possible moratorium waiver; the Budnik subdivision will need more research, but may also need a Town Board moratorium waiver.    

Supervisor Tetor spoke of the May 6th Supervisors and Mayors meeting where they discussed GASB accounting changes for health insurance funding.  The Northern Dutchess Alliance met this month with five new supervisors, and he had met with the Superintendent of Schools regarding the use and upkeep of the Attlebury Schoolhouse.  Mr. Tetor’s report also covered recent discussions with the Town’s insurance agent regarding increasing costs, the recent celebration of Grange Week and the Recreation Park’s maintenance, repairs and improvements.  He added that Cablevision’s old contract is still in force until a new one is signed but they have not yet offered cable to residents on smaller town roads, but stated that the Town had received $39,828.00 in franchise fees.                  

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: 

Jan Weido asked about the federal wetlands reserve program, Bullis Hall’s change of use application, the Northern Dutchess Alliance and the Codes Committee’s findings. 

Mel Eiger requested that the Board consider Johanna Shafer’s application for the Town Board and inquired about the Town Hall addition.

Mark Stern mentioned the Library as an alternative for more Town office space.

Dave Robertson asked about the Codes Committee’s work in relation to the Town Hall addition.

Anga Nielsen asked about the value of homes and property in regard to the current economy, the proposed school budget and the good work of the Highway Dept.

Agenda item taken out of order:
NEW BUSINESS:

6. RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH A CAPITAL PROJECT FUND FOR TOWN HALL ADDITION: Discussion ensued with Councilwoman Stern making a motion that a transfer of funds should not proceed without a clear picture of the Codes Committee’s plans and clear public sentiment.  No second was forthcoming.  After further discussion, a motion was offered by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, as follows:

RESOLUTION #5 OF 2008 – TO ESTABLISH A CAPITAL PROJECT FUND FOR TOWN HALL ADDITION:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of Stanford establishes a Capital Project Fund to cover the costs of construction of the new Town Hall addition, named “ADDITION TO TOWN HALL,” that the maximum cost of this project be $800,000.00 and that the source of this funding be the CLASS Building Reserve from the unexpended balance of the General Fund.
Roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden - yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – no; David Tetor - yes.

HIGHWAY:

Hwy. Supt. Myers reported that the crew was working on Shelley Hill and Decker roads.

After discussion, Councilwoman Stern read the following resolution, revised from a prior meeting, for a new Town Garage, as follows:

RESOLUTION # 6 OF 2008
A RESOLUTION FOR THE PLANNING AND CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW TOWN HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT GARAGE
Whereas a safe and efficient infrastructure of the Town of Stanford is vital to every citizen and business within its boundaries;

Whereas the Stanford Highway Department is charged with the task of maintaining this infrastructure, ensuring the town a continuing safe and livable environment;

Whereas the working conditions of the Highway employees are not optimal for safety and comfort and the employees must have a workplace that not only meets basic safety standards but provides clean and healthy working conditions; 
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Whereas essential highway equipment owned by the Town of Stanford is stored outdoors, exposed to all the deteriorating effects of weather;

Whereas the current Highway Department structure is energy inefficient, wasting taxpayers’ dollars on increasingly high heating costs;

And whereas a Highway garage must be of adequate size to shelter all of the town’s highway equipment, must be energy efficient and must provide a safe, healthy working environment for all of its employees

Be it resolved that the Town Board of the Town of Stanford declares that the construction of a new Highway Garage is of utmost importance to the town and will create a five-year plan to achieve this goal.

1)  A construction account is to be established and added to annually to put aside funds that will pay the costs of a new town highway garage

2)   A three-person committee will be formed by the Town Board whose charter is to explore the costs and possible funding resources for this project.  The committee is to consist of the Highway Superintendent and two representatives from the Town Board representing both the majority and minority parties.

3)  The committee will review carefully the engineer’s report by Morris Associates dated February 2007

4)  The committee will acquire the costs of building a new garage as of the date that this resolution is adopted and will keep the Town Board informed of any changes in construction costs in subsequent years.

5)  The committee will explore all sources of funding and grants.

6)  The committee will report its first findings to the Town Board no later than December 2008 and will update the Town Board quarterly.

7)  The committee and the Town Board will be prepared to hold public hearings in the Spring of 2012 which will present the findings and projected plans to the public, including an explanation of the requirements and desirability of this project, the potential savings to the town and the projected effect on residents’ taxes.

8)  Bids for the construction of the new highway garage will be advertised for no later than November 2012 so that construction can be completed by the fall of 2013.

9)  The Town Board will see that this vital project proceeds without delays resulting in additional costs and wasteful spending and aiming to begin construction in the Spring of 2013.

WHEREAS, The Town Board of the Town of Stanford has received a request from the Highway Superintendent to purchase a new truck for the Town of Stanford, at a price not to exceed $160,000.00, for the purpose of purchasing a 2008 highway truck, meeting the specifications as set forth by the Town of Stanford, which is a 2008 Volvo Loader Model #L90F Equipped with diagonal plow and angle pick-up sweeper pursuant 
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to New York State Contract bid and to be financed by the issuance of a statutory installment bond in an amount not to exceed $160,000.00, and 


WHEREAS, the Truck as outfitted and delivered from Tyler E. Corp. according to the New York State Bid, will be in the sum of $154,277.00, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford, to finance the purchase of the aforesaid Loader as outfitted and delivered in the sum of $154,277.00, desires by this resolution to issue a statutory installment bond [the “Statutory Installment Bond”] for the financing of the purchase of such Truck as outfitted, and to approve other matters in connection therewith;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, this 8th day of May, 2008 by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, County of Dutchess and State of New York, as follows:

Section One:
A Statutory Installment Bond in the total amount of $154,277.00 payable over three (3) years shall be issued by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford for the purpose aforesaid in the sale by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford of a Statutory Installment Bond to finance the purchase of the 2008 Volvo Loader Model #L90F Equipped with diagonal plow and angle pick-up sweeper from Tyler E. Corp. pursuant to New York State Contract bid, authorized by this Resolution adopted May 8th, 2008, entitled:

"FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF A STATUTORY INSTALLMENT BOND OF THE TOWN OF STANFORD, NEW YORK IN THE AMOUNT OF $154,277.00, FOR THE FINANCING OF THE PURCHASE OF THE 2008 VOLVO WHEEL LOADER

MODEL #L90F EQUIPPED WITH DIAGONAL PLOW AND ANGLE SWEEPER.”

Section Two:
This Statutory Installment Bond is not issued in anticipation of a bond for an assessable improvement.

Section Three:
The Statutory Installment Bond will be dated on a date to be determined by the Town Supervisor, but not earlier than May 8, 2008, and will mature three (3) years following the date of the execution of the bond with prepayment received and will bear interest at a rate to be determined by the Town Supervisor, but not exceeding four and one-half (4.50%) per cent per annum, payable at maturity, and will be payable as to both principal and interest in lawful money of the United States of America  at Stissing National Bank, Pine Plains, Dutchess County, New York, or any other lending institution authorized to lend in the State of New York,  and will be signed in the name of the Town of Stanford by the Town Supervisor and by the Town Clerk and will be sealed with the Corporate Seal of the Town of Stanford.

Section Four:
The statutory installment bond shall be substantially in the form as annexed hereto.

Section Five:
The period of usefulness of the 2008 Volvo Loader Model #L90F, equipped as noted above, is fifteen (15) years, pursuant to Section 11(a)(28) of the New York Local Finance Law.  The proposed maturity of the obligation authorized by this Resolution will not be in excess of five (5) years.

Section Six:
Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law of the State of New York, the power to authorize the issuance of and sell statutory installment bond authorized by this bond resolution dated May 8th, 2008, are hereby delegated to the Supervisor of the Town of Stanford, its Chief Financial Officer.  Such bond shall be of such terms, forms and contents, and shall be sold in such manner as may be prescribed by said Supervisor consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law of the State of New York.

Section Seven:
The full faith and credit of the Town Board of the Town of Stanford are hereby pledged for the payment of the principal and interest of the statutory installment bond.  The statutory installment bond may be redeemed as provided by the Local Finance Law of the State of New York.

Section Eight:
The Town Supervisor of the Town of Stanford is hereby authorized to sell such statutory installment bond at private sale for not less than par and accrued interest at a rate not exceeding the rate specified above.  The Town Supervisor is 
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authorized to deliver such statutory installment bond to the purchaser upon payment of the purchase price and accrued interest as above specified.  The receipt of the Town Supervisor shall be a full acquittance to the purchaser who shall not be obliged to see to the application of the purchase money.  The Town Supervisor shall be authorized to execute any and all documents or instruments reasonably required by the purchaser or its attorneys in connection herewith, and to perform any and all steps necessary to obtain financing incident to this purchase.

Section Nine:
The validity of the statutory installment bond authorized herein may be contested only if:

(a)
Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the Town of Stanford is not authorized to expend money, or

(b)
The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of the publication of such resolution, or certificate, as the case may be, are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity, is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or

(c)
Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Section Ten:
A summary of this Resolution shall be published in the newspaper pursuant to Local Finance Law Title 6.

Section Eleven:
This resolution shall take effect immediately.

Section Twelve:
This action is an activity for which a determination of non-significance was previously made pursuant to Part 617 of the Rules and Regulations implementing the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA).

Section Thirteen:
  This resolution and the expenditures of money for the purpose of purchasing the above-described 2008 Volvo Loader Model #L90F as equipped are not subject to a mandatory or permissive referendum.

O. Box AK, Church Street, Pine Plains, New York 12567.

Number 7 for 2008

SEQRA DETERMINATION FOR STATUTORY INSTALLMENT BOND FOR 2008
WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford, has considered giving a Statutory Installment Bond for the financing of a certain 2008 Volvo Loader Model #L90F Equipped with diagonal plow and angle pick-up sweeper [the “Truck”] from Tyler E. Corp. pursuant to New York State bid for the price of $154,277.00, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford has considered such Statutory Installment Bond to be in the best interests of the Town, and 

WHEREAS, the Town Board declared its intent to be lead agency, and has coordinated the review with the Town of Stanford Planning Board, Zoning Board of Appeals, CAC, Building Department and Highway Department concerning the proposed Statutory Installment Bond, and with no objection the Town Board was declared the Lead Agency, and 

WHEREAS, the proposed Statutory Installment Bond is an Unlisted Action under SEQRA, and 

WHEREAS, a Short Form EAF was prepared, and Part II was completed by the Town Board, as Lead Agency, and made a Determination of Significance that the proposed action Will Not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts on May 8, 2008.

NOW, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF STANFORD, that it hereby adopts the SEQRA Short Form EAF and environmental assessment, and the Determination of Non-Significance.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. SPECIAL MEETING/PUBLIC HEARING FOR PROPOSED LOCAL LAW #2 OF 2008 – TO ENACT A FURTHER SIX-MONTH EXTENSION OF THE MORATORIUM: The Town Board agreed at a prior meeting to set this Public Hearing for Monday, June 9, 2008 at 7:30 PM.  Mention was made that this date will also be advertised as a Special Meeting, and will be the only Town Board meeting for the month of June; the 12th of June meeting has been cancelled.

2. CLOSE PUBLIC HEARING FOR PROPOSED LOCAL LAW FOR GUEST COTTAGES: The Town Board had left the public comment period open from March 10th, 2008 until tonight for the proposed law on Guest Cottages.  Only one letter had been received, from the Zoning Board of Appeals, and they stated that…”the proposed law has not been given enough study and respectfully request that you postpone the vote in order to discuss it further in terms of a review of the complete cluster code as it currently stands…” 
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Steve Gotovich, in attendance, addressed the Town Board that he opposes this guest cottage law as follows: this type of issue should be addressed by the Codes Committee and the Master Plan Review committee; and that this proposed law pointed towards a specific project, and the overall Town should be considered.
A motion was then made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader, to close the Public Hearing period.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader, - yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.    
3. COURT PROSECUTOR: Attorney Bogle, who has been acting as the Court’s new prosecutor, stated that he had handled twenty-five cases in both courts: most had been moved through, with some going to trial.  The Court and the prosecutor are learning to work together on this new arrangement.  Mention was made that the approval by the District Attorney came though this past Monday.  Mr. Bogle has spent about 2 ½ hours per session.  
4. OTHER: Councilwoman Stern requested that the Town’s website have a link for public comments, with Supervisor Tetor stating that this was on his priority list.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. PROCLAMATION: MAY ~ LYME DISEASE AWARENESS MONTH: Supervisor Tetor read the following proclamation:

MAY IS LYME DISEASE AWARENESS MONTH

WHEREAS, residents of the Town of Stanford enjoy our open space and wooded areas in the Town, and

WHEREAS, this open space and wooded areas are used by many for recreation, and 

WHEREAS, this open space and wooded areas provide excellent wildlife habitat which in turn provides prime habitat for ticks, and

WHEREAS, deer ticks carry Lyme disease and many other tick-borne illnesses which have inflicted almost 20,000 residents in Dutchess County with several in the Town of Stanford, and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that May 2008 be declared as Lyme Disease Awareness month in the Town of Stanford, so that our residents may become more knowledgeable of the causes and effects of Lyme Disease.  Dutchess County has scheduled several events: a website, www.stopticks.org, a video lending library and many other efforts to educate and alert residents about Lyme Disease.

Motion made by David Tetor, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.

Motion carried with all voting as follows: Robert Cadwallader – yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  Certified this 8th day of May, 2008

2. WAPPINGER CREEK WATERSHED GOALS: Supervisor Tetor stated that this matter had been discussed at both a prior Town Board meeting and at the All Boards meeting, and made a motion to approve the goals of the Wappinger Watershed Interim Council for this year, and be allowed to sign this document and return to them.  He added that these goals protect the stream side buffer zones and stream access, supports clean-up projects and increases public awareness; and this group will have a booth at Community Day, holds quarterly meetings and monthly committee meetings.  A second on the motion was made by Robert Cadwallader, and the motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader, - yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

3. RESOLUTION TO HOLD DOWN TAXES: The following resolution was offered by Councilwoman Virginia Stern:

Resolution # 9 of 2008
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Resolution urging New York State Assembly and the New York State Senate to provide Property Tax relief to state residents

Introduced by Councilwoman Virginia Stern

Whereas the residents of the Town of Stanford, NY are increasingly burdened by the Real Property Tax that funds the local schools,

Whereas the burden of the Real Property Tax jeopardizes the welfare and quality of life of the residents of the Town of Stanford, NY,

Whereas the Assembly Bill 4746 eliminates the funding of education through the Real Property Tax,

Whereas the Assembly Bill 4746 states that New York State shall assume all the costs of Basic Quality of Education,

Whereas the Assembly Bill 4746 provides alternative school funding through the business and personal income tax,

Whereas the Assembly Bill 4747 provides for the retention of local control by local school districts,

Whereas the Assembly Bill 4746 will result in School tax relief for all Stanford residents, 

And Whereas the Assembly Bill 4746 has bipartisan sponsorship,

The Town Board of the Town of Stanford, Dutchess County, NY urges the New York State Assembly to pass Assembly Bill A.4746

And Whereas the property taxes have reached a stranglehold wherein the elderly are often compelled to leave their homes and scores of younger individuals and families are impeded from living and working locally,

Whereas the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, Dutchess County, NY is aware of its duty to encourage the nourishment of neglected alternatives to the choking tax burdens imposed on the citizens of the Town of Stanford,

Whereas the Executive Branch of the governance of New York State has established the bipartisan New York State Commission on Property Tax Relief which was appointed to scrutinize and recommend ways to place limits on local school property taxes without damaging quality education

Whereas bills directed to remedy the way public education is funded are now under consideration in both houses of the State Legislature, e.g. Assembly Bill A.4746, and Senate Bills 20770 and 5509A

Be it resolved that the Town Board of the Town of Stanford urges both the State Commission on Property Tax Relief and the State Legislature to swiftly act on the aforementioned bills to redefine methods for insuring educational funding that frees-up its citizens from the unwieldy and onerous property taxes that currently weigh-down our citizens.

Motion made by Councilwoman Virginia Stern, seconded by Councilman Robert Cadwallader.

Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader, - yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Melissa Pastre – absent; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  Certified this 8th day of May, 2008.  Mrs. Stern asked that a copy of this resolution be sent to a list of State lawmakers that she provided.
4. ACCEPT RESIGNATION OF COUNCILWOMAN MELISSA PASTRE: A motion was made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader, to accept Melissa Pastre’s resignation from the Town Board, and send her a note of thanks. Virginia Stern added that she was saddened to accept her resignation, but said that Melissa was a wonderful contributor to the Board and wished her well.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader, - yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.

5. ADVERTISE FOR NEW TOWN BOARD MEMBER: The Town Clerk will place an ad in the local paper to fill this vacancy on the Board, and the matter will be placed on the June agenda.

6. RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH A CAPITAL PROJECT FUND FOR TOWN HALL ADDITION:  Already discussed in the beginning of the meeting 
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7. COURT’S DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY “SECURITY ASSESSMENT”:  Copies of this assessment were distributed to the Town Board and will be discussed at a later date.
8. BUDNIK FARM: MORATORIUM WAIVER: Farm Manager Steve Gotovich presented this possible moratorium waiver to the Town Board.  After discussion, a motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to set a Public Hearing date of June 9th, 2008 for a moratorium waiver, if needed, for the Budnik Farm subdivision to create a small existing parcel across the street from the farm property.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader, - yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  
9. OTHER:  Supervisor Tetor stated that the proposed sign purchase by the CAC should be put on the June agenda.  Councilwoman Stern made mention of the three letters that had been received for the vacancy on the Town Board – one individual applying for the seat, and two in support.  This will be discussed at the June meeting as well.

With no other business to attend to, a motion was made at 9:38 PM by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Robert Cadwallader.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader, - yes; Joyce Hadden – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.
