MINUTES:  Mr. Angell made the motion to approve the minutes of June 25, 2008 as amended.  Seconded by Mr. Freehill.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

Uphill Farms Minor Subdivision/Lot Line Alteration:  Mr. Cunningham submitted affidavit of publication.  Mr. Butts declared the public hearing open.  There being no comments from the public, Mr. Butts declared the public hearing closed.

Molly Schaeffer Minor Subdivision/Lot Line Alteration:  Mr. Cunningham submitted the affidavit of publication.  Mr. Butts declared the public hearing open.  There being no comments from the public, Mr. Butts declared the public hearing closed.

BUSINESS:

MILLBROOK SCHOOL MASTER PLAN:  Mr. Butts reported that Mr. Schnoor has requested that this application be put on the August agenda.

RPG DEVELOPMENT INC.  Letters from Mr. Clouser and Mr. Wilson were reviewed by Board members.  Applicants have copies of these letters.  Mr. LaFalce presented a slide show of what RPG is proposing.  Mr. LaFalce stated that the main goal for tonight will be to get the Board’s feedback regarding the scale and mass of the project in preparation for the workshop that they are requesting.  In preparation for this workshop the Board 
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requested that applicant prepare a side by side comparison of their project with such places as Sycamore Square, Campbell House, United Church of Christ, Arlington Wine and Liquor, Vassar College, Bardavan Theatre and the A & P plaza in Pleasant Valley.  Mr. Rappleyea, attorney for the applicant, asked if there was any reason why the lead agency status couldn’t be circulated.  Discussion ensued.  Mr. Angell made the motion to declare the Board’s intention to be lead agency and to circulate the application to the interested parties as listed in Mr. Wilson’s most recent memo.  Seconded by Mr. Freehill.  All in favor:  Unanimous.   Mr. Angell asked if the Board should wait for reports from Mr. Clouser and Mr. Wilson before setting a date for a workshop.  After discussion, Mr. Angell made the motion to schedule a workshop for August 13, 2008 @ 7:30 p.m.  Seconded by Mr. Freehill.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.  Put on August agenda.

UPHILL FARMS MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ALTERATION:  Mr. Cunningham presented the revised map for the Board’s review.  Mr. Angell made the motion that based upon review of the application, the plans that have been submitted, short form EAF and Agricultural Data Statement, this project would result in no negative impacts on the environment and that a negative declaration be prepared.  Seconded by Mr. Royall.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.  Mr. Angell made a motion to approve this minor subdivision/lot line alteration.  Seconded by Mr. Royall.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.

MOLLY SHCAEFER MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ALTERATION:  Mr. Cunningham presented the revised map for the Board’s review.  Mr. Angell made the motion that based upon review of the application, the plans that have been submitted, short form EAF and Agricultural Data Statement, this project would result in no negative impacts on the environment and that a negative declaration be prepared.  Seconded by Mr. Royall.  Mr. Angell made the motion to grant final approval for this minor subdivision/lot line alteration.  Seconded by Mr. Royall.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried. 
Mr. Cunningham will deliver two copies of the signed map to the Planning Board Office.
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BUDNIK MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ALTERATION:  Letter from Highway Superintendent, Jim Myers was reviewed by Board members.  Board members requested  that notes be placed on the map regarding use of the  existing driveway and farm road and that the driveway location should be subject to the approval of the Town Highway Superintendent.  The map does not grant access rights over the gravel driveway and gravel farm road within parcel #2 for the benefit of parcel #1.  Mr. Freehill made a motion to schedule a public hearing for August 27, 2008.  Seconded by Mr. Angell.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.  Put on August agenda.

HEW SPECIAL USE PERMIT:  Applicant is asking for a special use permit to have an on-line gun store.  Discussion ensued.  Mr. Hew will need a site plan.  Mr. Freehill made the motion to schedule a public hearing for August 27, 2008.  Seconded by Mr. Angell.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Put on August agenda.  

STANFORD FREE LIBRARY SITE PLAN AND SPECIAL USE PERMIT:   Mr. Butts recused himself from this matter.  The concerns regarding the previous illegal subdivision will be referred to Ms. VanTuyl.  Put on August agenda.

There being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Angell and seconded by Mr. Freehill to adjourn.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.
