Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.  After discussion regarding an appointed Deputy Tax Collector, a motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Virginia Stern, to appoint Ritamary Bell as this unsalaried deputy.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

2. SUPERVISOR’S APPOINTMENTS: The following appointments were made by Town Supervisor Tetor: Deputy Supervisor will be Councilwoman Joyce Hadden. Town Board liaisons: Planning Board-Joyce Hadden; School Board liaison and the Fire Company-Virginia Stern; Recreation and Conservation Advisory Commission-Johanna Shafer; Highway and Zoning Board of Appeals-Robert Cadwallader.  Mr. Tetor will handle Buildings, Insurance, the Transfer Station and Cable TV.  The Town Board approved these appointments on a motion made by David Tetor, seconded by Virginia Stern, with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

3. OFFICIAL DESIGNATIONS FOR 2008: 

· The official newspapers - the Register Herald and the Poughkeepsie Journal: motion made by David Tetor, seconded by Virginia Stern.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

· The official bank will remain Stissing National Bank, with some accounts continuing to be managed by MBIA CLASS.  Motion made by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes. 

· The mileage rate – will remain at 50 ½¢ on the motion of David Tetor, second by Joyce Hadden.  Mr. Tetor added that this might change as the year continues.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

· The Emergency Interim Successors are # 1 - Joyce Hadden, # 2 - Robert Cadwallader and # 3 - Ritamary Bell, approved on the motion of David Tetor and seconded by Virginia Stern. Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

4. BOARD AND COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS: A motion was made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to approve the reappointments of the following:

Conservation Advisory Commission – 2 years terms for Elizabeth Ashton, Elizabeth Kilmer and Charles Shaw; Board of Assessment Review – 5 year term for George Osborne; Recreation Commission – 5 year term for Karen Gale; Zoning Board of 
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Appeals – 5 year term for Jerrold Lerner; and Scenic Road Commission – 3 year term for John Royall.  Mention was made that these boards/commissions may appoint their own chairman.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  The Fire Safety Board, consisting of members Dennis Smith, Kathy Spiers, Don Smith, Ed Hoxsie, Bob Stramm and Town Board liaison David Tetor, were appointed on a motion made by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor – yes.  The Board of Ethics members whose terms are expiring, Lindsay Baldwin and Joyce Fouts, still need to be contacted.

5. APPROVE KENNEL CONTRACT WITH PINE PLAINS VETERINARY: ASSOCIATES: A motion to approve the 2009 kennel contract with Pine Plains Veterinary Associates, with the additional clause of an intranasal vaccine for kennel cough if needed, was approved on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Joyce Hadden.  The Clerk will have one of the Pine Plains Vets sign as well.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

6. APPROVE “PROCUREMENT POLICY / GUIDELINES”: Supervisor Tetor read the ’08 Procurement Policy. A motion was then made by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden to approve the same “Procurement Policy and Guidelines” for 2009. Roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna – abstain; Virginia Stern – abstain; David Tetor - yes.  Discussion followed with Councilwomen Shafer and Stern asking about consultants’ services required bids and “unique opportunities for the Town”.  A motion was then made by David Tetor, seconded by Joyce Hadden, to delete “#9e – Unique opportunities…” and the motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.  Each department will receive a copy of these guidelines.

7. APPROVE MONETARY POLICY: The Town’s Monetary Policy was approved as written for 2009 on the motion of David Tetor, seconded by Virginia Stern, with mention made that each department will get a copy of this document as well.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

8. ASSOCIATION OF TOWN’S VOTING DELEGATE: A motion was made by Joyce Hadden, seconded by David Tetor, to appoint Virginia Stern as the Voting Delegate to the Association of Towns meeting in NYC in February.  No other Board members were planning on attending.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

9. MEETING RULES AND PROCEDURES: Supervisor Tetor read the policy in effect, and the Town Board approved to reaffirm these rules and procedures on the motion of David Tetor, second by Joyce Hadden.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

10. ESTABLISH INSURANCE PREMIUM PERCENTAGES: Eligible employees who have insurance through the Town’s plans will continue to pay 20% of the premiums, with the Town contributing 80%.  This was approved on the motion of David Tetor, second by Virginia Stern.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.

11. DUTCHESS COUNTY SHERIFF’S CONTRACT: Mr. Tetor had not yet received the new contract.  This item was tabled until the new contract is received.
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12. OTHER: The Town Board meeting schedule for 2009 was changed slightly to accommodate Supervisor Tetor’s September vacation.  The workshop meeting will be on Sept. 1st, with the regular meeting on Sept. 3rd.  It was also mentioned that the December ’09 meetings will be held on the 14th and 17th.  These changes were approved on a motion made by David Tetor, seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Robert Cadwallader – absent; Joyce Hadden - yes; Johanna Shafer - yes; Virginia Stern – yes; David Tetor - yes.


The new Tax Collector, Domenica Biro, was also in attendance.  She will be in the Town Hall from 3 PM to 6 PM throughout February.


A motion was made by David Tetor, seconded by Virginia Stern, to approve the following employees, working 52 weeks per year, receiving time off with pay, as follows:

Councilwoman Shafer read a letter from a Stissing High School student, Cory Haas, regarding volunteer hours for local students.  Mrs. Shafer volunteered to look into this matter for “internships.”


Councilwoman Stern asked about the Town’s website calendar, with Town Clerk Bell stating that she had not yet gotten to it.  She also asked about the Codes Committee’s minutes, letters and responses being put on the website.  Discussion followed.
