PLANNING BOARD MEETING OF 12-17-08

PRESENT:

Robert R. Butts, Chair, Conrad Levenson, James Fouts, Thomas Angell

Others Present:  Joyce Hadden, Town Board Liaison, David Clouser, Planning Board Consultant.

MINUTES:  Mr. Angell made the motion to approve the minutes of 11-19-08 as written.  Seconded by Mr. Levenson.  All in favor:  Unanimous.

PUBLIC HEARING:

CASCADIA FARMS LOT LINE ALTERATION -   Mr. Butts declared the public hearing open.  There being no comments from the public, Mr. Butts declared the hearing closed.  

BUSINESS:

RPG DEVELOPMENT INC.:  Mr. LaFalce stated that he has received Mr. Clouser’s letter of 12-17-08 and is addressing his concerns.  Mr. LaFalce has 

also had communication with the Health Department concerning the locations and drilling of the wells.  He stated that the lighting plan will be forthcoming.  RPG still awaiting the traffic study report. Mr. LaFalce stated that there are no significant changes to the plans.  The applicant was asked to provide a copy of the letter from NYSDEC National Heritage Program dated 9/20/06 as requested by the CAC. Mr. Butts asked Mr. Clouser to address the concerns of the CAC.  Under the special use permit, the applicant would like to add two take out restaurants to the special use permit.  Applicant was asked to submit an amended application for special use permit and site plan approval indicating exactly what they want.  Put on January 2009 agenda.

WATERLANDS MAJOR SUBDIVISION: Mr. Angell recused himself from this application.  The applicant submitted a status report.  Applicant has requested a final  90 day extension.  Mr. Butts stated that the 90 day extension would begin from the 12th of January.  As there was no quorum, Mr. Fouts made the motion to schedule a special meeting for December 30, 
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2008.  Seconded by Mr. Levenson.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.

MILLBROOK SCHOOL:  Mr. Clouser submitted a letter to the Board.  Mr. Schnoor was not present from the School.  Regarding the Master Plan and the cell tower, Mr. Angell asked how much involvement the planning board has?  Mr. Clouser stated that the interest would be in just the location.  Mr. Clouser will have contact with the company that will be installing the astro turf on the playing field.  Mr. Clouser stated that the area will be larger than the present one but should not significantly impact the drainage.  Mr. Clouser is to advise as to whether a permit or approval would be needed.    

CASCADIA FARMS:  Mr. Fouts moved that based upon review of the application, the plans that have been submitted, short form EAF and agricultural data statement, that this project would result in no negative impacts on the environment and that a negative declaration be prepared.  Seconded by Mr. Angell.  All in favor:  Unanimous.    Mr. Angell made the motion to approve the Cascadia Farms minor subdivision/lot line alteration as proposed.  Seconded by Mr. Levenson.  All in favor:  Unanimous.

LISMAN MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ALTERATION:
  Board members requested that the applicant provide a colored sketch to illustrate the existing and proposed lot configuration,  provide copies of deeds and  easements, indicate the location of wells and septics, and secure an approved driveway location for lot C.  The flag lot must conform to the Town’s zoning and subdivision laws.  The Board requested that the applicant reconsider its request to change the boundaries of lot E.  The Board requested that building envelopes be provided for Lots A and B.  A letter should be provided from Dutchess Land Conservancy confirming that the proposed changes will not violate the conservation easements.  This application will be referred to Dave Clouser when escrow check is received.

OTHER:

Planning Board discussed the escrow fees.  The Town Board will be requested to double the replenishment amounts.  Mr. Butts will contact Mr. Tetor with this request.  
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There being no further business, Mr. Angell made the motion to adjourn at 10:07 p.m.  Seconded by Mr. Fouts.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.
