MINUTES:  Mr. Fouts made the motion to accept the minutes of January 28th, 2009 as written.  Seconded by Mr. Levenson.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.



Mr. Angell made the motion to accept the Minutes of 12/17/08 as written.  Seconded by Mr. Levenson.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING:

Mr. Butts declared the public hearing open for RPG Development Inc.  Mr. LaFalce gave a brief presentation of this application.  This application will be a mixed use proposal.  Two new buildings are being proposed for this property.  Mixed use is retail offices, business offices and two small take out restaurants.  The sewage disposal system was detailed.  Mr. William Schmeelk of 6014 Route 82 questioned where the disposal area was in relation to his property.  Mr. Palombo explained.  Mr. Lisman of Millis Lane and Jan Weido of Church Lane asked for the architectural details of the building.  Parking was also discussed.  Mr. Eiger of Attlebury Hill Road  asked, if approved what would the time frame be before it is built.  Mr. Palombo stated perhaps 18 months.  Ms. Schaefer of Decker Road asked if the concerns of the CAC have been addressed.  Mr. Butts stated that they have been addressed.  Mr. Butts asked for any more comments.  There being no further comments, Mr. Butts stated that the hearing would remain open awaiting any responses for SEQRA.  This application will go to the County 
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Planning for a 239 M. referral as soon as copies of plans and other supporting documentation are received from the applicant.  Mr. Butts

stated that the Town’s zoning law states that a public hearing be held after the application is complete and as SEQRA has not been completed, the application is not complete and the meeting should stay open.  Mr. Angell made a motion to adjourn the public hearing until the next regularly meeting of the Planning Board of March 25, 2009.  As the legal notice was not submitted to the paper in a timely manner, it will have to be publicized again and notices must be re-mailed to nearby owners.  Seconded by Gerry Fernandez.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.  Mr. Setaro will contact NYSDOT.  

LISMAN MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT:  Mr. Horton presented a revised map to the Planning Board members.  Application and map will be referred to Mr. Clouser.  Mr. Fouts suggested a feasibility study be done because by making lot E  a .35 acre lot, it should be determined if there is room for a reserve area to put a septic system, should the present one fail.  Mr. Angell asked if the Board was setting a precedent.  Mr. Butts stated no.  Suggestion was made for an imposition of a covenant to preserve the barn as an alternative to reducing the size of lot E.  There needs to be an approved road entrance for lot C.  Locations of well and septic needs to be put on the map.  Letter from DLC approving this activity is needed.  Put on next month’s agenda.    

SHERWOOD FOREST:  Lengthy discussion ensued regarding how many times applicant could be granted an extension.  There really is no limit in the town code.  Mr. Angell made the motion to grant Sherwood Forest a six-month extension to submit his application for final approval.  This extension is granted recognizing  that this action does not impact the rights of the Town in any litigation in which the applicant and members or former members of the Stanford Planning Board are engaged, and with the further understanding that the Town of Stanford reserves the right to collect all appropriate fees from the applicant.  Seconded by Mr. Fernandez.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.
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KARPF PRE APPLICATION CONFERENCE:  Mr. & Mrs. Karpf own a piece of property on Karpf Place.  There is already a house on the property.  They would like to subdivide the parcel and build another house.  Board members suggested that the applicant pursue having the present residence as a guest house and build the primary residence rather than subdivide

There being no further business, Mr. Fouts made the motion to adjourn at 10:00 p.m. Seconded by Mr. Angell.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.
