PLANNING BOARD MEETING OF 4-29-09

ALSO PRESENT:  David Clouser, Planning Board Consultant, Neil Wilson, Planner,   John Furst, Planning Board Attorney, and Joyce Hadden, Town Board Liaison.

Mr. Butts called the meeting to order at 7:41 p.m.  Mr. Butts introduced Mr. Jerry Monaco to the Board members and Board consultants.  Mr. Monaco is  filling the position left vacant by Mr. Freehill.  Welcome Jerry!

PUBLIC HEARING:

SARTORINI MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ALTERATION:   Mr. Hall submitted the affidavit of publication.  Mr. Butts declared the public hearing open and asked for comments from the public.  There being no comments, Mr. Butts declared the hearing closed.     

RPG SPECIAL USE/SITE PLAN APPROVAL:  Mr. Butts declared the public hearing open for RPG Special Use/Site Plan Approval and asked for comments from the public.  Mr. Rappleyea, applicant’s attorney, submitted the language that the applicant has agreed to use for the note on the map in regards to interconnectivity issues.  The Board has also received recommended revision to this note from Mr. Furst and Board Member, Mr. Levenson.  There being no further comments, on motion made by Mr. Angell and seconded by Mr. Levenson and unanimously approved, the public hearing was adjourned to May 27, 2009.    
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BUSINESS:

RPG SPECIAL USE/SITE PLAN APPROVAL:      Mr. Butts stated that at this time the Board wishes to continue the SEQRA process.  Mr. Furst submitted to Board Members the draft of the negative declaration.  Board members reviewed the draft, made revisions and Mr. Angell made the motion to adopt this declaration as amended by the discussion during this evening’s meeting.  Seconded by John Royall.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.    Mr. Angell made a motion to schedule a special meeting for 5-19-09 at 8:00 p.m.   Seconded by Mr. Levenson.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  

MILLBROOK SCHOOL MASTER PLAN:  This application has been rescheduled for May 27, 2009.

LISMAN MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ALTERATION:  Board reviewed a letter from Mr. Clouser  dated  April 28, 2009.  Stated in his experience it has not been the practice to reduce the size of an already non conforming lot.  Lengthy discussion ensued relating to the proposed change to the boundary line for lot E.  Based upon the recommendation of Mr. Clouser, and the applicable zoning law provisions, the Board was not in favor of further reducing the size of this already non- conforming lot.  The applicant was asked to revise the map to eliminate this requested change.  Mr. Horton and Mr. Gates will discuss this with Mr. Lisman.  Mr. Angell made a motion to schedule a public hearing for May 27th, 2009.  Seconded by Mr. Fouts.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.  This application will be referred to the Fire Department and Building Inspector for an advisory opinion on the flag lot. 

SARTORINI MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ALTERATION:  Mr. Hall submitted a letter of authorization from Mr. Dinh as well as a letter from the Department of Health regarding existing septic systems.  Mr. Fouts moved that based upon review of the application, the plans that have been submitted, short form EAF and agricultural data statement, that this project will result in no negative impacts on the environment and that a negative 
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declaration be prepared.  Seconded by Mr. Angell.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Mr. Angell made the motion to approve the Sartorini Minor Subdivision/Lot Line Alteration as shown on map dated April 19, 2009.  Seconded by Mr. Fouts.  Discussion:  Mr. Royall pointed out that this property crosses a Central Hudson easement.  Board felt that this was not an impact.   All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried.  Mr. Hall made the suggestion that when public hearings take place, the applications should be placed first under the Business segment of the meeting.  Board will take this into consideration. 

STANFORD FREE LIBRARY PRE-APPLICATION CONFERENCE:  Mr. Williams showed a map of intent to Board Members.  Asked Board members for any comments.  Shared parking was encouraged.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Mr. Royall made a motion to accept the minutes of 3-25-09 as amended.  Seconded by Mr. Angell.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.  

There being no further business, Mr. Angell made the motion to adjourn at 10:55 p.m.  Seconded by Mr. Fouts.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.
