MINUTES:  Motion to approve the minutes from November 12, 2008 made by Kathryn Zeyher. Seconded by, Chris Flynn. All in favor: Unanimous.  
NEW BUSINESS:  

RPG DEVELOPMENT INC. – 6030 Route 82-applicants are requesting a front yard setback of 15 ft. A rear yard setback of 10 ft. and a parking setback of 4 ft. The plan is to construct a Town Center with two buildings that will provide a safe environment for shopping and offices for the Town Residents. Discussion took place between the Board and Mr. Michael Lavala, Architect, and Mr. Robert Polombo, owner of the property and RPG Development, Inc. of where exactly the variances were needed.  The discussion ended and a motion for a Public Hearing was made by Mr. Lerner. Seconded by Kathryn Zeyher. Mr. Flynn –Abstained. Rest of Board in favor: Yes, to be put on Agenda for April 8, 2009.  The sign that is involved for this project and the Zoning Law of the size of the sign was discussed. The ZBA feels that the Zoning Code needs to be updated relating to signs. A letter will be drafted to the Town Board regarding the sign and a decision will be made at next months meeting. 

DEMAKOS, MARY – 119 Ridge Road- representing Ms. Demakos is Thorn Harrington and Maria Harpolis. Applicant is requesting a 44 ft. setback variance to build a single family home. Mr. Harrinton showed the Board the plans to build on the lot. No questions from the Board. A motion made by Mr. Lerner for a Public Hearing, seconded by Mr. Flynn. All in favor: Unanimous. Will be put on the April agenda.


Vaccaro, Antonio – 157 Ohland Road –applicant is requesting a rear yard variance of 20 ft. and a side yard variance of 10 ft. to put up a 30 x 50 storage shed. Mr. Vaccaro does not want it visible from the road. Mr. Vaccaro also owns the surrounding property but cannot put the storage shed there unless there is a home on the lot. Mr. Lerner motioned for a Public Hearing for next month, Mrs. Liberta seconded the motion. All in favor: Unanimous. Mr. Vaccaro was then told that he should go for a lot line adjustment making the lot in question bigger and then he could put up the storage shed. where he would like. Will be put on the Agenda for April 8, 2009, at 7:30 pm for a Public Hearing.
