MINUTES:  A motion to approve the Minutes of April 8 with one minor error that was corrected was made by Kathryn Zeyher. In addition, Ms. Zeyher motioned to approve the Minutes of May 13. Seconded by Toni Liberta. All in favor. Unanimous.  
NEW BUSINESS:  
317 MAIN MALL CORP./MR. ROY BUDNICK- Mr. Mark Burdick representing applicant would like an interpretation of the Zoning Law regarding the definition of outdoor retail as it relates to a Farmer’s Market. Law states that no Special Permit is needed for outdoor retail if the Farmers Market is agriculturally related.  Mr. Burdick feels that since he is only selling Agricultural produce on the site of Mr. Budnick’s home in the center of town that he should not have to get a Special Use Permit. Mr. Lerner’s opinion is that since the produce is not grown on that site, that it is considered outdoor retail and does need a Special Permit. Mr. Kilmer agrees with Mr. Lerner regarding the Zoning Law, as does Ms. Zeyher, who states that she looked into other Zoning in Red Hook and she states the same as Mr. Lerner. If the farm is not on the same property as the Market, you should have a Special Use Permit. 
PUBLIC HEARING Continuance:
RPG DEVELPOMENT INC. – Mr. Michael LaFalce representing RPG introduced new plans for the sign setback variances for the Town Center. Mr. LaFalce showed how Building #1 would have 1-10 business signs above the front of the stores. Building #2 would have their signs perpendicular to the building as per the County’s advice. They have reduced the package by 30% per building. New plans will be sent to the Department of Planning and Development. Board will wait to see what the County has to say before they continue the Public Hearing. RPG will return next month on July 8, 2009, at 7:30 pm. to continue the Public Hearing.
