PLANNING BOARD MEETING OF 6-24-09

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

RPG DEVELOPMENT INC.  Mr. Butts continued the public hearing, asking for any comments from the public.  There being no comments from the public, Mr. Angell made the motion to adjourn the hearing to the next regularly scheduled Planning Board meeting of July 29, 2009.  Seconded by John Royall.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.

KARPF SPECIAL USE PERMIT:  Mr. Butts opened the public hearing asking for any comments from the public.  There being no comments from the public, Mr. Butts closed the hearing.

MILLBROOK SCHOOL MASTER PLAN:  Mr. Butts opened the public hearing.  There being no comments from the public, Mr. Angell made a motion to adjourn the public hearing for this application for the next scheduled Planning Board meeting of July 29, 2009.  Seconded by John Royall.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.

BUSINESS: 

RPG DEVELOPMENT INC.:

Mr. Clouser reviewed his letter of June 23, 2009.  He has suggested easements be placed on the properties for access, drainage, road maintenance, utilities, water, septic and lighting.  Unless the two parcels become one parcel, cross-easements would be needed.  At this point, the applicant will probably keep the lots separate.  Mr. Butts stated that there 
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should also be some kind of reciprocal maintenance agreement for the facilities.  Question was asked if there were further variances needed if the parcels are not joined.  Mr. Clouser stated no.  Mr. Clouser asked if anything is needed from the Health Department.  Mr. Setaro stated there would be a meeting next week and that question would be addressed.  Mr. Setaro stated he is looking forward to coming back next month and asking for a conditional approval.  Mr. Clouser stated he needs further information from the Health Department.  Mr. Butts stated that the Planning Board would begin work on a draft resolution.  It was noted that cross easements would need to be reviewed by the Town Attorney or the Planning Board Attorney.  It was also noted that there was no need for metes and bounds descriptions of the easements on the map.  The map note for access is to be added to the plans.  The wording of the map note is to be confirmed by the Board and Mr. Rappleyea.  Mr. Rappleyea believes that the applicant and the Board are in agreement.  Applicant is to bring samples of materials to next meeting for Board’s review.  Mr. Clouser is to review lighting for flag pole and tower.  Put on July 29 agenda.

KARPF SPECIAL USE PERMIT- GUEST COTTAGE:  Mr. Fouts moved that based upon review of the application, plans that have been submitted, short form EAF and agricultural data statement that this project will result in no negative impacts on the environment and that a negative declaration be prepared.  Seconded by Mr. Angell.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.  Mr. Angell made the motion to grant Mr. & Mrs. Karpf a special use permit for a guest cottage.  Seconded by Mr. Monaco.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.     

MILLBROOK SCHOOL MASTER PLAN:  Mr. Clouser reviewed his memo of June 24, 2009.  Mr. Schnoor and Mr. Clouser will address the issues and will return to the July 29, 2009 meeting.  

EINHORN MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ALTERATION:  Mr. Monaco stated he walked the property and stated that there were several building sites.  He did not see anything that caused him concern.  Mr. Angell made the motion to schedule a public hearing for July 29, 2009.  Seconded by Mr. Monaco.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.  
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LISMAN MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT LINE ALTERATION:  Mr. Clouser reviewed his memo of June 24, 2009.  Mr. Angell made a motion that the Planning Board refer this application to the ZBA with a letter describing the discussion the Planning Board had tonight.  Seconded by Mr. Fouts.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  

317 Main Mall Corp. – PRE APPLICATION CONFERENCE:  Mr. Burdick is proposing a Farmers’ Market to be located at 6031 Route 82.  He is in need of a special use permit and site plan approval.  Mr. Burdick also stated that there was consideration for  retail businesses being housed in the present building on this property.  This application will come at a later time.  Mr. Burdick will apply to the Town Board for a moratorium waiver.  Parking requirements were discussed.  SEQRA process must avoid segmentation of the actions.

DIVYANAND SPIRITUAL FOUNDATION INC. Pre- application conference.  This was considered as an application after Ms. Jansen’s presentation.  Mr. Angell made the motion to schedule a public hearing for July 29, 2009 conditioned upon completion of the application.  Seconded by Mr. Monaco.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Engineering letter addressing septic and well is needed.  Referred to the Town Board for waiver of the moratorium. 

OTHER:

Mr. Angell made the motion to accept the minutes OF 5-27-09 as amended.  Seconded by Mr. Levenson.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.

There being no further business,  Mr. Angell made the motion to adjourn at 11:45 p.m.  Seconded by Mr. Fouts.  All in favor:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.
