PUBLIC HEARINGS:

MILLBROOK SCHOOL MASTER PLAN-

Hearing on Millbrook School Master Plan was continued from August 26, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Butts opened the hearing by asking for comments from the public.  There being no comments, Mr. Fouts moved to adjourn the hearing to be continued at the October 28, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Levenson seconded the motion.  All in favor; Unanimous.  Motion carried. 

BUSINESS:

MILLBROOK SCHOOL MASTER PLAN-

The Board reviewed the Negative Declaration.  Mr. Butts noted that the public hearing would stay open until after the Negative Declaration has been adopted.  Amendments were made to the document.  Mr. Angell moved to adopt the Negative Declaration as amended.  Mr. Levenson seconded. All in favor; Unanimous.  Motion carried.  Mr. Butts explained that at the October 28, 2009 meeting the hearing should be closed, and a draft of a resolution should be available for approval. 

LISMAN LOT LINE ALTERATION-

John Gates and Kirk Horton presented a copy of the most recent site plan, and noted that the Zoning Board of Appeals had granted approval of the Boundary Line Adjustment on September 9, 2009. Mr. Clouser stated that he had reviewed the access easements on the properties, along with septic/well separation.  Mr. Gates and Mr. Horton discussed Mr. Lisman’s need for possible revisions to the lot configuration due to the conservation easement 
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appraisal, and decided that the matter needs to be discussed with counsel prior to the map being approved by the Board.  The application will continue on the agenda for October 28, 2009 Planning Board meeting. 

SEEBRUCH SPECIAL USE PERMIT-

Mrs. Seebruch is awaiting approval of a moratorium waiver from the Town Board, scheduled for hearing on October 8, 2009.  She presented a site plan to the Board, and explained that the prior business on the property was no longer in operation.  Mr. Butts stated that the Board could grant a SEQRA Negative Declaration.  Mr. Fouts reviewed the short form EAF with the Board.  Mr. Fouts moved to adopt a Negative Declaration based on the information submitted and the review of the EAF.  Mr. Angell seconded.  All in favor; Unanimous.  Motion carried.  Mr. Angell moved to reopen the public hearing at the October 28, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Levenson seconded.  All in favor; Unanimous.  Motion carried. 

317 MAIN MALL CORP. FARMER’S MARKET SPECIAL USE PERMIT-

Mr. Burdick presented a new sketch plan including parking only for the Farmer’s Market.  There was a discussion of the parking needs, with the conclusion that only 25 spaces are needed for the Farmer’s Market.  The Board discussed whether a SEQRA Negative Declaration could be made at this meeting, so that the Farmer’s Market could proceed.  Without sufficient information on future commercial development, the Board agreed that a segmented SEQRA review should be done.  The prepared Negative Declaration was amended to apply solely to the Farmer’s Market.  Mr. Angell moved to approve the document as amended.  Mr. Royal seconded.  All in favor; Unanimous.  Motion carried. Mr. Angell moved to reopen the public hearing at the October 28, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Levenson seconded.  All in favor; Unanimous.  Motion carried. 

DIVYANAND SPECIAL USE PERMIT-

Mr. Butts noted the letter received from Jolanda Jansen, requesting that the public hearing be reopened at the October 28, 2009 meeting. A new hearing was needed due to incorrect mailing procedures for the hearing held on July 29, 2009.  Mr. Angell moved to schedule a second public hearing for October 28, 2009.  Mr. Royall seconded.  All in favor; Unanimous.
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With no further business, Mr. Levenson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Angell seconded.  All in favor; Unanimous.  Motion carried.
