PUBLIC HEARINGS:

MILLBROOK SCHOOL MASTER PLAN PHASE II-

Mr. Butts reopened the public hearing, following the adoption of a negative declaration at the September 30, 2009 meeting.  There being no comments, Mr. Angell moved to close the hearing.  Mr. Levenson seconded.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried.

DIVIYANAND SPIRITUAL FOUNDATION-

Mr. Butts reopened the hearing previously held on July 29, 2009.  An affidavit of publication of the legal notice was submitted along with the return receipts from the notices that were mailed to property owners within 200 ft. of the applicant.  Ms. Jolanda Jansen opened the hearing by explaining that this second public hearing was necessary due to a flaw in mailing practice that prevented proper notification of neighboring property owners of the July 29th hearing.  Ms. Jansen illustrated the location of the parcel, at 207 Creamery Rd. in Stanfordville, and explained the proposed use of the single-family house as a spiritual center and retreat for the purpose of meditation, including accommodations for teachers and overnight guests. Ms. Jansen explained that more time was needed to hear the concerns of neighbors, and to reach agreement.

Mr. Butts noted that the hearing would be left open to allow for additional comments at the November 18, 2009 meeting.  Ms. Laura Gilhooly raised concerns that the tone of Creamery Road is that of a single-family

neighborhood; that zoning was put in as a protection; and that the proposed use could be hazardous to the children and residents that use the Road.  Two additional residents voiced their agreement with Ms. Gilhooly.  The applicant, Mr. Parkman, commented that he understands their concerns. 

With no further comments, Mr. Angell moved to continue the public hearing at the November 18, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Levenson seconded.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried.

317 MAIN MALL CORP.- FARMER’S MARKET-

Mr. Butts opened the hearing.  Mr. Burdick explained the proposed use of the parcel located at 6031 Route 82 in Stanfordville, as a farmer’s market.  Mr. Burdick explained that he had not yet obtained a stamped site plan.  There being no comments, Mr. Angell moved to continue the public hearing at the November 18, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Monaco seconded.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried. 

SEEBRUCH SPECIAL USE PERMIT-

Mr. Butts opened the hearing.  There being no comments, Mr. Angell moved to close the hearing.  Seconded by Mr. Fouts.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried. 

BUSINESS:

MILLBROOK SCHOOL MASTER PLAN PHASE II-

The Board reviewed the Resolution Granting an Amended Special Use Permit.  Mr. Angell moved to grant the Resolution as amended.  Mr. Fouts seconded.  A roll call vote as follows: Chairperson, Robert Butts; Aye, John Royal; Aye, Jerry Monaco; Aye, Conrad Levenson; Aye, James Fouts; Aye, Thomas Angell; Yes.  Motion carried. 

SEEBRUCH SPECIAL USE PERMIT-

Mr. Butts noted that the Town Board granted a moratorium waiver request on October 8, 2009, and that a negative declaration was made by the Planning Board on September 30, 2009.  
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Mr. Angell moved to grant a Special Use Permit for home occupation.  Mr. Monaco seconded.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried. 

LISMAN LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT-

Mr. Horton discussed with the Board the need to submit an amended application, to keep one lot line adjustment, and to drop the others.  Mr. Angell moved to schedule a public hearing for the November 18, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Monaco seconded. Discussion: Mr. Butts noted that there will be an early November meeting, and that the Board will need the amended application 2 weeks prior to the meeting, and asked if the applicant felt that this was sufficient time.  Without objection from the applicant, the Board voted.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried. 

RALPH CAPUTO PREAPPLICATION CONFERENCE- GROCERY STORE-

Mr. Caputo explained his proposed application to change the use of his currently operating laundromat, to that of an Italian deli and grocery.  Mr. Butts explained that the Board could not address all of the issues that could be of concern for such an application, but suggested that Mr. Caputo seek advice from a consultant, and that the proposed change would necessitate applications for both a special permit and site plan approval. 

DEBRA DILLINGER PREAPPLICATION CONFERENCE- 173 W. HUNNS LAKE RD.-

Ms. Dillinger explained her proposed use of a cottage on her Mother’s adjacent parcel as the location of her haircutting business.  Discussion ensued.  The Board recommended that Ms. Dillinger seek professional advice, and that she could choose to merge the parcels, or to move into the cottage and apply for a special use permit for home occupation. 

OTHER:

The Board reviewed the minutes from the meeting of August 26, 2009.

Amendments were made. Mr.Fouts moved to approve the minutes as 
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amended.  Mr. Monaco seconded.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried.  The Board reviewed the minutes from the meeting of September 30, 2009.  Mr. Angell moved to approve the minutes as prepared.  Mr. Levenson seconded.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried. 

With no further business, Mr. Angell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Mr. Levenson.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried.
