Carol Hanlon called the meeting to order at 7:40pm.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Mr. Angell moved to approve the minutes from the May 18, 2010 meeting as prepared.  Ms. Hanlon seconded.  All in favor: Ms. Hanlon, Mr. Butts, Mr. Royall, Mr. Angell, Mr. Gotovich, Mr. Lovett.  Abstained: Mr. Weido.  Motion carried.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: No public in attendance for comment.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 

1. David Clouser Sewer & Water Feasibility Study Update-

Ms. Hanlon reviewed the Master Plan Committee account balance, noting that money for the Sewer & Water Study by David Clouser was taken from the 2009 budget, but that Mr. Clouser noted that there is some portion that will be billed for 2010.  She informed the Committee that she sent a letter to the Town Board asking to change the contract expiration date to a year from June 2010, and to add a pricing clause that includes a note on negotiation.  She will forward the note to all committee members.

Ms. Hanlon explained that she has asked Mr. Clouser for the copies of the 2 maps he mentioned that he had in both printed and ‘pdf’ versions, a final summary report of the work he has done, and extra materials that are unfinished, but has not heard back from him yet because he has been sick.  Mr. Weido noted that Mr. Clouser should send the Committee the documents on the feasibility of mine reclamation work that he has completed. 

2. Greenway Compact Review-

Ms. Hanlon explained that Supervisor Stern has requested a statement from all Town Boards and Committees regarding adoption of the Greenway Compact.  The Committee discussed the Greenway Guides and agreed that more information on the requirements of joining and any possible drawbacks was desired.  Mr. Butts moved to recommend to the Town Board that an ‘All Committees’ meeting be scheduled with a Greenway representative, at the earliest possible date, to answer Committee and Board member questions, and that the Town Board ask that Committee and Board members review the document prior to the meeting.  Mr. Angell seconded.  All in favor: Unanimous. Motion Carried.  Ms Hanlon will draft letter to Supervisor Stern advising her of the committee’s resolution.

3. RFP Status-

Advertisement: Ms. Hanlon stated that the ad would be placed in the Poughkeepsie Journal on June 4, 2010, on the same day that an electronic post will appear on the Committee website, NY Planning website, and an announcement will be sent to a list of roughly 50 businesses.  The Committee discussed the benefit of adding a link on the Town website to the Master Plan Committee website, and Mr. Weido agreed to follow up. 

Process: Ms. Hanlon explained that all inquiries will be addressed by the Chair after review with the Committee, and that the question and answer will be posted on the website for all applicants to see.  The evaluation forms will be discussed at the June 15, 2010 meeting.  The Review Committee includes Mr. Levenson, Mr. Wilson, Mr. Lovett, and Ms. Hanlon, along with Mr. Butts who agreed to join.  The interview process was discussed.  The Committee agreed with Mr. Angell’s recommendation that interviews should be conducted by the whole Committee, after applicants are narrowed down.  Ms. Hanlon noted that Supervisor Stern would like two members from the Town Board to sit in on, but not participate in, the interviews.  The Committee agreed with the request.

4. Master Plan Revised Principal Goals-

Committee members reviewed the draft Master Plan principal goals as follows:

1) Preserve Rural Character

2) Protect Natural Resources

3) Plan and Guide for Future Growth

4) Promote Economic and Social Vitality  

Mr. Butts suggested an amendment to #3 to read: Plan for and Guide Future Growth.  The Committee agreed to keep principal goals broad, and to expand on the concepts in further sections of the Master Plan.  Mr. Weido moved to adopt the Draft Master Plan Goals as edited by Mr. Butts.  Mr. Angell seconded.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried.

5. Master Plan Committee’s Approach, Issues to Consider, Committee Member’s Input-

Ms. Hanlon asked members to suggest an outline for the Master Plan to reference issues to consider and elaborate on.  Mr. Weido suggested that members first review all documents from previous Committees on the Master Plan, and to decide as a committee in a time-limited manner, what to do with previous work.  Discussion ensued regarding wishes to incorporate the previous work, include a history of the evolution of the Master Plan, and to outline the current committee members’ concerns. 

Mr. Lovett presented a list of possible chapters for the outline as follows:

1) Introduction

2) Physical Setting

3) Demographics

4) Community Centers

· Town Center

· Hamlets

5) Housing

6) Protection of Farmland (*Promoting)

7) Protection of Natural Resources

Ms. Hanlon suggested the addition of History/ Historic Preservation.  Mr. Royall suggested that the Plan be put in the regional context.  Ms. Hanlon distributed the Pine Plains Master Plan table of contents for review. 

Mr. Gotovich outlined recent property sales, and agreed to compose a list for the Committee.  Mr. Butts offered to give a presentation to the Committee outlining the work of the Codes Committee.  Ms. Hanlon suggested composing a list of available online master plans for review.  Mr. Weido asked that previous committee work be reviewed and offered to conduct a ‘pilot’ review of Joel Russell’s document at the June 15, 2010 meeting. 

NEW BUSINESS: 

1. Ms. Hanlon set the next meeting date for June 15, 2010.

2. Mr. Butts moved to adjourn the meeting at 9:40pm.  Mr. Lovett seconded.  All in favor: Unanimous.  Motion carried.  
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
