Old Business 
Stanford Wildlife Preserve


Barry and Beth walked the site and decided on trail location and configuration and will arrange for path mowing with Jim.  Barry was concerned about the narrow-leaved cardamine spreading in the back field area of the property.  The plants are about to go to seed and could be easily spread by equipment or by foot.  He will walk the site to determine how it is progressing and how it should be handled.
Whitlock Preserve


The Japanese knotweed consists of an area roughly 6’ by 5’.  Barry will cut is back for the initial stage of control.

Eagle Scouts


Zach Bradore, his father, and another eagle scout met with Lisa and discussed the projects for the preserve: 2 new bridges, creating a brochure for the trails, building 6 new bluebird boxes, and refurbishing the east trail walkway.
