March 22, 2010

Karen made a motion to approve the February 2010 minutes as written.  Charlie seconded the motion and all were in favor.

Old Business 
Membership


The CAC welcomed new member Brenda Lynch.

Stanford Wildlife Preserve


Beth had spoke with Bonnie about options for setting up an account for the preserve property.  Charlie will look into possibly establishing a trust fund for the property.  Beth will follow-up with the Recreation Committee in regards to the building of a kiosk and development of the entrance area.
Whitlock Preserve


Barry spoke with a member of the Waterman Bird Blub who may be interested in working with the CAC on establishing and maintaining new bluebird boxes on the property.  Karen will look into the availability of bluebird boxes from Soil and Water Conservation.  Brenda will also look into donation possibilities for new boxes.

Master Plan Committee


Liaison Tom Dewhirst gave an update on the Town Boards latest action to bring back the members of the past Codes Committee along with accepting the applications of new members to bring the membership of the new committee to about 12 members.  The new Master Plan Committee is working on an RFP and looking into options for a consultant.  Charlie will attend the next meeting which is scheduled for the 30th of this month.  Lisa will draft a letter to the Committee informing them that the CAC is ready to move ahead when they are ready and will send this letter to Charlie to give to the Master Plan Committee.

CEA Designations


Charlie recommended that we currently focus on the CEA designation for the Stanford Wildlife Preserve in light of the current work being done with that property.  We will put it on the agenda for next month.

Eagle Scouts


There has been no new correspondence from the scouts.  Lisa will contact scout master Dwayne Badore to try to get an update.

Hudsonia Biodiversity Assessment Short Course


Barry attended the Hudsonia Biodiversity Assessment Short Course and gave the CAC an overview of the experience.  The participants used stereo-scoping to help find features such as vernal pools and outcroppings then field-checked the indoor map work.  They then related findings to land-use planning, discussed species needs and went through various hypothetical situations with the information gathered.  He will be writing up a summary for Virginia on the experiences from the class.

EMC


Barry went to the recent EMC Annual Roundtable Meeting.  All attending CAC representatives had previously submitted information on previous year’s goals and accomplishments as well as the goals for the current year.  It was a great opportunity to find out what other CAC are working on and what type of challenges are being dealt with.

New Business

Liaison Report


Tom reported that the Town Board just approved the newly formed Farm and Ag Committee which will focus on farm and agricultural issues within the town.  Lisa had developed the idea for this group and had recommended that they be a board rather than a committee so that they would have more power to make independent decisions and was upset with the committee designation.
