     MARRON, JAMES – 754 Hunns Lake Road – applicant is requesting a side yard variance of 9 ft. to build a two car attached garage.  Mr. Ray VanVoorhis, Architect, is representing Mr. Marron. Mr. Marron is also present. Mr. VanVoorhis explained to the Board that there is no other feasible area to build the garage as the lot is very narrow. Mr. Clark had a question regarding the front line measurements. Mr. VanVoorhis said that from Hunns Lake Road to the house it was approx. 67 ft. Mr. Clark pointed out that in the Lake area it is zoned for 75 ft., and that Mr. Morron will also need a front yard variance of 8 ft.  The Board also asks that he stake out the area.      GERMOND, JESSE – 11 Burdick Way-Applicant is requesting a lot line adjustment This will involve the transfer of 0.03 acres. from tax parcel #6768-03-172257, 6097 Route 82, (Lucydog Properties, LLC), which will make the parcel .44 acres, to parcel #6768-03-186270, 11 Burdick Way (Jesse Germond), which will make this parcel 1.12 acres. Mr. Germond explained to the Board that he needs this to make a wider access to his pole barn so he can drive his tracker and cars in and out easier. The Hearing opened to the Public. Mr. Dennis Gilhooley, Fire Commissioner, stated that the Stanford Firehouse across the street had no objections. The Public Hearing closed. Mr. Lerner motioned to grant the lot line adjustment.
