TOWN OF STANFORD TOWN BOARD

MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 9th, 2010 MEETING


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their regularly scheduled meeting at the Stanford Town Hall on Thursday, September 9th, 2010.  Supervisor Virginia Stern called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM, and asked for a moment of silence to reflect on those risking their lives for the greater good of us all.

Also in attendance were Attorney for the Town William Bogle, Highway Supt. Jim Myers and Building Inspector Don Smith.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS:  The September 2010 Abstract of Claims and the Planning Board Escrow Abstract were both approved on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Abstract #9 included the following: General Fund check numbers 20999-21053, in the amount of $72,559.99; Highway Fund, check numbers 21054-21075, in the amount of $ 30,955.95; and Street Lighting, check # 21076, in the amount of $667.22.  Grand total of Abstract #9: $104,183.16.  Planning Board Abstract #9A, check numbers 729 -722, in the amount of $4,111.10.  Motion carried with all in favor.  The supervisor said the $522.50 bill was taken off the abstract because of a lack of approval signatures for a bill for the installation of the Supervisor's computer. The discussion that followed was about "the cost of the installation of the supervisors computer". "The additional $522.50 was not authorized or approved...it brought the cost of the computer to $1600.00+$522.50 to almost $2,200.00" Supervisor Stern said "the bill will be revised and a more detailed bill submitted"

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
  A correction was made by Councilwoman Johanna Shafer to the Minutes of the August 12th, 2010.  The Clerk agreed to change the wording of David Bova’s statement under the last Privilege of the Floor, page 7, last paragraph: “…doesn’t really know if the vote is smart or stupid...”   A motion was then made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Chris Flynn, to approve the 8/12/10 Minutes as amended.  Motion carried with all voting in favor.  The Minutes of the August 21st Public Hearings for the New Garage and Cablevision were approved as written on the motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst, with Chris Flynn abstaining.  Motion carried.  The Minutes of the September 9th Special Meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, with Mark D’Agostino abstaining.  Motion carried.   

LIAISON REPORTS:  Councilman Flynn was unable to attend any meetings as he had been working nights.


Councilman D’Agostino reported from the recent Recreation Commission meeting: a summary of the season was very positive, black-topping of the new basketball and skateboard area would be next week, the Haunted House plans were coming along, and the Rec. was ready for Community Day.  From the Master Plan Committee, Mr. D’Agostino stated that MPC member Jan Weido had spoken with both Bob Palombo and Dan from Hard Rock, gaining permission to go on their properties at either 7:30 AM or 5:30 PM some day for the most committee participation, and that Chairwoman Carol Hanlon had said that Sten Wilson had received a memo regarding his removal from the Committee.  They had also discussed the costs of two mailings, and that they had $3,000 allotted for office supplies, for information being sent to residents.  Also discussed were the upcoming budget figures for the planner and engineer Dave Clouser.  They were holding off on final figures until they spoke with the planners, that they had narrowed down to three finalists.


Councilman Dewhirst stated that at the recent CAC meeting, they had spoken of putting up a fence by the berm at the Stanford Wildlife Preserve entrance as someone had already run into it, and a path would be mowed through the back fields.  Their Community Day booth would also have information from the Cornell Cooperative Extension.  They also had found no issues of the referred proposed subdivision on Duell Road and were in favor of it.


Councilwoman Johanna Shafer said that the Planning Board Minutes were not yet available as she had been unable to attend.  However, from the Fire Commissioners’ 
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meeting, she reported that the Fire Company was looking into having drug testing done by St. Francis’ Workplace, where they already have their physicals done.  They were also

going to add two new tests that can predict heart attacks.  She added that they had been busy with calls: 6 MVAs, 12 fires and over 26 EMS calls.


Supervisor Stern gave her report: the School District still does not have any numbers from the Federal Education Jobs bill; the Town had also received a $500 donation from the company making the film “Summer Child” and read their letter of thanks for filming all around town; Northern Dutchess Alliance would be holding a water and wastewater forum at Omega on Sept. 15th; Community Day, Sept. 18th, would have a flea market, civic groups, food, local artists and music; that the two blocks on the table were 1) a new one, made by Ed Hawks, and 2) the old “repaired” one, fixed by Jeff Spiers; and Jim Shockley’s painting was hung up by Larry McKeough and a plaque was installed below it.  As a reminder, she said that she would be at the Town Hall on Saturday, Sept. 11th from 10 to 12PM if anyone needed to speak with her, as well as the Clerk’s office being open.  As these were the Jewish high holy days, she added Happy New Year to the Town’s Jewish residents.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:  Mike Shafer, Decker Road, spoke of Councilwoman Shafer’s “Need to Know” flyers that were factual notes of recent Town Board meetings, the Supervisor’s computer, the Highway Garage meetings and the past Greenway vote.


Eileen McCarthy, Bockmill Lane, wanted to make note that the Fire Company and the Fire Commissioners were very different.


Ginny Speed, Hunns Lake Road, spoke of offensive bumper stickers on two cars on Hunns Lake Road, and asked if anything could be done about them.


Mark Stern, Market Lane, mentioned that flyers he had out up around town regarding the Supervisor’s Saturday hours had been taken down, and that petitions on the bulletin board had been defaced.  He added that it seemed like people were taking law and order into their own hands, and was glad that the meetings were being videotaped so people know what’s happening.

PUBLIC HEARING:

PROPOSED LOCAL LAW #4 – ZONING AMENDMENTS


A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to close the regular meeting and enter into the scheduled Public Hearing for Proposed Local Law #4 for Zoning Amendments; this law is proposed by Virginia Stern and Johanna Schafer.  Motion carried with all voting in favor.    Attorney Bogle then read the proposed law to amend Sections 164-13 and 164-19.1 regarding accessory structures, and Section 164-19.4 for the “Storage of materials and reclamation or restoration of premises.”  

Jim Myers III – asked are there exceptions if piles of dirt or manure from farms were included under this law.

Supervisor Stern – this does not apply to agriculture.

Atty. Bogle - they do not fall under the defined terms of excavation.

Mr. Myers – asked if this applied to on-going construction?  Has had fill brought in for three years and was still working on it.

Mrs. Stern – added that this was to have the property restored within one year.

Atty. Bogle – can add an amendment to tie in with the building permit period.

Mr. Myers – stated that you did not need a building permit to bring in fill.

Atty. Bogle – can add a time period but up to the Town Board.

Councilwoman Shafer – that is reclaiming your land, not excavating, this is an improvement.

Councilman D’Agostino –This proposed law indicates it has to be done within 1 year.
Mr. Myers – replied that he’s been doing it for three years.

Atty. Bogle – this deals with excavating and moving earth; the matter of bringing in fill would be up to the Town Board.

Mr. Myers – it’s improving the site and not an eyesore.

Mr. D’Agostino –The problem is if you go by what the proposed local law says you would be in violation and regarding farming, it does not indicate it excludes farms.
Mrs. Stern – a stipulation could be included to exclude farms.

Mrs. Stern – spoke of the section referring to storing and stockpiling one year on site.

Mrs. Shafer – not stored but being used.

Mr. Myers – it’s being mulched and seeded.
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Mrs. Shafer – this needs an amendment.

Councilman Dewhirst – asked about a shooting range such a large pile of dirt for protection.  Is this in violation?

Mrs. Stern – don’t you need a building permit for a shooting range?

Mr. Dewhirst – it’s just a target built up with dirt to reduce any dangers.  It’s been there for a very long time.

Mrs. Shafer – there are concerns; we should table this for next month; perhaps listen to the public now as no one brought up these issues at the workshop; this needs to be tabled, 

needs to be reworked.
Erin Dewhirst, Trestle Lane – asked if she had piles of topsoil for flowerbeds or repairs and they were not seen from the road. You might have to inspect everyone’s pretties for these types of dirt piles.  Asked about the purpose of this law.

Mrs. Shafer – this is a valid point; this is for people who excavated years ago by the road, and left them in an unsightly condition; we all have piles of dirt.

Mrs. Dewhirst – are there enough of these problems to warrant a law?

Mrs. Shafer – one person had been repeatedly asked but most have been moved.

Mrs. Stern – there are problems with definition and scope of this law.

Mrs. Dewhirst – asked the general consensus on the Board.

Mrs. Stern – or how big does a dirt pile have to be before it’s an eyesore?

Andy Lawson, N. Anson Road – under forestry, mentioned brush piles from storms or nuisance trees.  Is that covered under this law?

Atty. Bogle – really a matter of definition and how it’s to be regulated.  A threshold, certain activities can be below or above; needs defining to cover that.  Look to see what is needed with visibility, from the road, from a neighbor’s house.

Charles Hanlon, Hobbs Lane – if a person climbed the tree and could see a neighbors’ brush pile, dirt piles; I have them and hope to either use them or burn them.  Asked about an abandoned farm with an open pit; why isn’t that looked at?  Should enforce the laws we have.  On Market Lane, there was a house with a lot of junk in front; who is enforcing those current laws now? 

Mrs. Stern – Town law does not cover excavation on a property that wasn’t restored, except for mining.  These are issues of definition and scope.  There are ways to deal with a hole, dumping, and parts of zoning matters that will be looked into.  Many instances can be brought up at these public hearings and that’s important.

Mr. Dewhirst – one person said “welcome to the country; another “enforce the laws we have.”  Government tries to run one’s life, what you can do or can’t do; people should think for themselves; we’ve had enough government.

Mr. Myers – NYS Building Code says that material brought to a site is reclaimed earth after a year. ... If you want to enforce it, it is considered reclaimed earth and there is nothing you can do about it anyway.
Mrs. Dewhirst - asked about the “containers” part of the law: what if something is in your yard, behind a fence?  Is the concern if it’s visible?  What are the reasons?  What if the container is well maintained and presented, shouldn’t be a concern, like a garden shed that has been re-done.  What’s the reason for this concern?  Behind a fence is not the Town’s business.

Atty. Bogle – one issue is that a building permit might be needed for an accessory structure; also a re-purposed container can be unsightly.  Can it be modified?  Some towns have rules for aesthetics, such as a house paint color.  This law is not for that; rather that without this law, any type of container could be permitted, like a large trailer.  There was enough of a concern regarding aesthetics.

Mr. Myers – the Fire Company has a storage container.  Are you going to enforce this on the fire Company.
Atty. Bogle – would have to look at the regulation.  The issue is once it  (local law) is in place
Mrs. Stern – clear that both of these amendments are not ready; scope and definition should be looked.

Mr. Myers – thinks that there are other worse eyesores in the town; should enforce other laws.

Mr. Shafer – agrees with the trailer problem; but certain cases existed, but there’s probably very few.

Mr. Hanlon – should address the problem, but there are too many laws now.  People question what they can and cannot do on their own property.

Mrs. Shafer – needs to be a balance, but if nothings done that’s egregious, then others could do the same.  What’s an exception then could become the rule; we need a balance.
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Jim Myers, Jr., Hwy. Supt. – will be upset if I have to get rid of the shed for my motorcycle.

Councilman Flynn – are there contingencies for something to be grandfathered in?

Atty. Bogle – The question is, do you want to develop a sunset provision, or state, anything after a certain date, such as manufactured homes: replace one of the same size on the same area; if different, there could be questions.

Mrs. Stern – what is clear about these are they are not ready to be voted on; needs to be reworked.

Mrs. Shafer – these should have been brought up at the workshop.

Mr. D’Agostino – we’re in a public hearing now.

Mr. Dewhirst – we can’t object until we hear what the people have to say.   Who’s going to enforce, who will check things?  We pay taxes and the majority of the people aren’t abusing their rights.  One person has and it’s been going on for a long time and can’t agree with their neighbor.  Not right to pass a law for one person.  Having laws for dirt, containers, forestry is ridiculous, forestry is being taken care of by DEC.
Mrs. Stern – a public hearing is to listen to the people, and if the majority of the Board don’t want this to happen, that’s fine; we can vote on that.

Mrs. McCarthy – wants to hear what the Town Board has to say about the law.

Mr. Hanlon – would hate to see a law drafted for the town because of one person.

Mr. D’Agostino – sounds like that and the public is not in favor of this proposed law at all.
Mr. Myers – has not heard one person in favor of this.

Mr. Shafer – I am in favor of something that really works for the purpose it was intended, but it might need something else done.

Mrs. McCarthy – would I have to come to a workshop to hear the Board’s comments if the Board members can’t talk now?

Mrs. Stern – are you addressing me?  I did not say I don’t want to hear anyone speak.

Mrs. Shafer – Privilege of the Floor is different; the Board does not respond then, but at a public hearing we can speak.

Mrs. McCarthy – I thought you were shutting them down; I just wanted to hear their comments.

Mrs. Stern – I did not mean to interrupt Councilman Dewhirst; never wants to be an impediment to anyone speaking; wants to be very clear about that.

Mrs. McCarthy – I want to hear the Board’s comments, other than it’s not ready to be voted upon.  

Mel Eiger, Attlebury Road – this is a touchy issue, beauty in the eyes of the beholder.  Many scenarios: ugly containers in front yard and the neighbor wants to sell their house, wouldn’t you feel funny, try to work it out with them?  A law like this should not exist; perhaps there’s another avenue to solve the problem.  Depends on what side of the fence you’re on.  As for Jim, bringing dirt to his house and his neighbor might want to sell; they agree and Jim could stop bringing more in, or smooth it out, or put a container in front of it.  This is something that you can agree on, and you rarely agree on anything.  You must reconsider, maybe other approaches: this law won’t do anything.

Mrs. Shafer – Eileen, would you like the Board members to state how they feel about this?  People with concerns have brought these kinds of matters up and the Board has an obligation to address them; maybe some other way to do it.

Mr. D’Agostino – we’ve never had anything like this brought to our attention.

Mrs. Shafer – not as a Board but as a board member; the Board has an obligation.

Mrs. McCarthy – the previous Board never dealt with it?

Mrs. Stern – I don’t think that the previous Board did, but the Building Inspector has been struggling with these issues for a long time, and was not resolvable between neighbors, so this was one suggestion.  We should close this and decide what to do or not do with this.

Mrs. McCarthy – would it be brought up again at a future workshop?

Mrs. Shafer – perhaps, but how do we address residents concerns.

Mr. Flynn – to Don Smith, the Building Inspector – have you had a lot of complaints about this?  Sheds or containers on properties?

Mr. D'Agostino-Two? 
Don Smith-Yes
Mr. Flynn – what about dirt piles, other than my neighbor.

Mr. Smith – inherited that logging issue.  They were going to do timber harvesting, but then built a road instead, but did not reclaim the hillside on Shelley Hill. You have to be careful with logging as the DEC does not regulate it because we have our own law, only 
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if you cross a wetland.  If someone comes in and takes down 40 – 50 trees on a weekend, then we hear about it and they are long gone.  We have a good law for timber harvesting.

On Haight Hill, the problem took care of itself, roughly the same situation.

Mr. D’Agostino – just trying to gauge how many complaints there have been.  Two on the shed and one on the other?

Mr. Smith – the shed has been ongoing.


A motion was then made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to close the public hearing and go back into the regular meeting.  Motion carried with all in favor.

HIGHWAY: 

1. HIGHWAY DEPT. REPORT: Hwy. Supt. Jim Myers reported that they had been blacktopping on Sisters Hill, North Anson and Nine Partners, riprap a ditch on Tick Tock, various potholes, culvert work on Hobbs and South Anson, mowed all over and took some trees down.  Highway’s doing pretty good. 

2. MOWER BIDS:  Three bids had been submitted for a zero turn mower with a 60 pro commercial deck.  Hwy. Supt Myers recommended the Pine Bush Equipment bid for a diesel one in the amount of $12,706.79 as it would be more efficient.  All the mowers had broken so he had purchased a $1500 mower as quick fix for the Rec., the Town Hall, the cemeteries, Whitlock and the Wildlife Preserve.  The money was available as a 2010 expenditure in the buildings line.  A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Christopher Flynn, to purchase this mower, with all voting in favor.  Motion carried.

3. OTHER:  Councilman Dewhirst spoke of the Highway Department’s need for three new trucks.  After discussion, Mr. Dewhirst will look into shopping around for a truck that might have been ordered for another town and then couldn’t afford it.  Councilwoman Shafer stated that she was impressed with the Highway inventory, and the auditor’s suggestion for a capital project fund was a good idea.  This will be discussed again at the October workshop.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

1. SCHEDULE INTERVIEWS FOR A GRANT WRITER:  After discussion, Chris Flynn and Johanna Shafer will interview the two grant writers that sent in resumes.

2. SCHEDULE INTERVIEWS FOR COMPUTER CONSULTANT: After discussion, Mark D’Agostino and Virginia Stern will schedule interviews with the two companies that replied to the ad, with Mrs. Stern adding that she had a third name as well.

3. HIGHWAY COMMUNICATIONS: Supervisor Stern stated that $1200 a month was too much to have to spend for the Highway Dept. radios.  Councilman Dewhirst spoke of his having looked into a tower at the Landfill and spoke of the particulars of this project.  Attorney Bogle reminded the Board about the Town’s telecommunications law’s processes.  Councilman Flynn asked about temporary service without going through the bidding process due to an emergency.  After further discussion, it was agreed that this would be discussed again.

4. WEBSITE POLICY UPDATES: Mark D’Agostino and Johanna Shafer had been working on a policy and procedures, would put the drafts together, present them to the Board, then to the Town Attorney, then back to the Board for a vote.  Councilman 

D’Agostino wanted to work with Mel Eiger on getting videos on to the Town’s website, with Councilman Flynn adding that there were concerns with YouTube.  Mr. D'Agostino-We all agreed at the workshop I would do this, Do we have to vote? Supervisor Stern-No
Mr. D’Agostino will come up with more information, as far as costs or servers, and get back to the Board.

5. CAPITAL PROJECT RESOLUTION:  Lengthy discussion followed regarding this resolution.  This would only establish the fund and not put any money in it now.

Atty. Bogle read the following resolution:

Resolution #25 for the Year 2010
CAPITAL PROJECT RESOLUTION

HIGHWAY CAPITAL PROJECT
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FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A CAPITAL PROJECT FUND FOR THE TOWN OF STANFORD HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

WHEREAS, The Town Board of the Town of Stanford has reviewed, among other things, the current Town Highway Garage located at Creamery Road in the Town

of Stanford, County of Dutchess, and State of New York, as to the suitability for the Town Highway Employees, the Town Highway Equipment, including the required maintenance, repair, storage and protection of the same, and 

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Stanford has determined that a new Highway Garage is needed, as the existing Highway Garage, which was built originally as a building for milk production and retrofitted to be a highway garage is deficient in space, size, workflow, and other conditions, and is not suitable to be further remodeled, but needs to be replaced, and the Town had, in its General Fund accumulated fund balances over the years in anticipation of having to pay for the construction of a New Town Highway Garage or other Highway Department Capital Expenditures, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has empowered a committee to consider the construction of a new Town Highway Garage (the “New Town Highway Garage”), and such committee has come back to the Board to recommend that the New Town Highway Garage be located near the existing Town Highway Garage on property owned by the Town of Stanford, and that the Town hire an engineer to design plans for such New Highway Garage, and consider plans to pay and finance the costs of the same, including but not limited to the costs for feasibility, location, survey, engineering, legal, accounting, bidding, construction, and fitting out of the New Town Highway Garage, and the Town Board elects to create a Capital Project and Capital Project fund under New York State Law for the Town of Stanford Highway Department.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, this 9th day of September, 2010 by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, County of Dutchess and State of New York, as follows:

1. The Town Board hereby creates a Capital Project for the Town Highway Department for the Town of Stanford, which shall be called the “Town of Stanford Highway Capital Project.” Included in that Project is the proposed new Highway Garage.

2. That the proposed useful life for the New Highway Garage Project is at least twenty (20) years pursuant to N.Y. Local Finance Law § 11 (a) (2). 

3. That the total anticipated budget for the Capital Project is not to exceed Two Million and no/100ths ($2,000,000.00) Dollars.

4. That the Town shall create a separate fund for such Capital Project, and account for the funding and expenditures in that fund. The Town shall maintain separate accounts for the expenditures out of the fund for such items such as feasibility, engineering, construction, accounting, and legal costs. Any expenditure in connection with this project, including but not limited to the feasibility, engineering, surveying, plans, bidding, legal, including Bond Counsel, accounting, construction management, contractors, or the like shall be paid by the Town from the Capital Projects Account.

5. That the Town shall, on the further resolutions of the Town Board, determine what portion of the Capital Project will be paid from the General Fund and transfer such monies to the Capital Fund as it deems appropriate, and if needed, to determine by further resolution if it needs to finance any portion of 

           the Capital Project, and if so, for Bonds, Bond Anticipation Notes, or other

     borrowing permitted by the State of New York Local Finance Law, and to

     approve the same under the provisions of the N.Y. Local Finance Law. Any       

           determination to finance any portion of the cost of the Capital Project shall be

     consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law of the State of New 

     York.

6. The Town Highway Garage Project is a Type II Action and is an activity for the replacement of an existing structure “in kind” on the same site which does not exceed the threshold of Section 617.12 of 6 NYCRR Part 617 of the Rules and Regulations implementing the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA), and as such, at this time, is exempt from further SEQRA Action.

The question of the adoption of the foregoing resolution was moved by Supervisor Virginia Stern and seconded by Councilwoman Johanna Shafer, and was duly put to a vote on roll call, which resulted as follows:

This Resolution, having received the affirmative votes of all of the members of the Town Board, was thereupon declared duly adopted by the Town of Stanford Town Board and certified this 9th day of September, 2010.

Mr. D'Agostino requested the meetings be posted in advance for the public to attend and at a reasonable hour, post information on the website. The committee should address how to use the existing highway employees to cut down on costs to the taxpayers as well as use local contractors hopefully Stanford residents if possible even though SEQRA may not be required, some sort of environmental study should be considered for the benefit of the public and those on Creamery Road.
6. WIND TURBINE: The Attorney had looked into how other towns have addressed this matter, and getting definitions for accessory structures was a matter of future zoning discussions.  Atty. Bogle added that this particular application, according to the current zoning, is not permitted now and would be denied.  Mention was made that this was the fifth application for a similar project, and would be discussed again in October.  

7. RETIREMENT RESOLUTION: Discussion continued on this matter, with Councilman D’Agostino  making the following motion" We accept the resolution that was presented and include the court  clerk at the Standard Work Day of 6 hours and the days credit of 20.17" on another amended resolution, along with the elected officials (Town Clerk and Highway Superintendent) and the appointed official (Bookkeeper). Supervisor Stern disagreed with the premises presented.  Lengthy discussion continued on this matter, with a second to Mr. D’Agostino’s original motion being made by Chris Flynn, with the resolution as follows:

8. BUILDING INSPECTOR’S 911-NUMBERING REPORT:  Don Smith reported that he had started to check all residences in the Town in February and had completed by the 
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end of May.  45 residences that were not in compliance were sent letters, and all have complied.  New residents, through municipal search letters, are informed of their house numbers before a C.O. is issued.

6. ETHICS COMMITTEE VACANCY: Tabled.

7. COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT: A motion was made by Johanna Shafer, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to set a Public Hearing for Monday, September 20th, 2010 at 7:30 PM to solicit comments for a Community Development Block Grant.  Motion carried with all in favor. 

8. OTHER: Attorney Bogle reminded the Board that the current moratorium expires in November, and would have a draft prepared for October, if they so wished.  A public hearing could be set at that time.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: Tabled due to the late hour.

COUNTY LEGISLATOR’S REPORT:  D.C. Leg. Mike Kelsey explained his position as a member of the committee that worked on the election expenses’ charge-backs to the towns.  They came up with more equitable figures for the towns when they reconfigured the County Executive’s original formula.  He explained that since the clothing sales tax exemption had been repealed, the towns were getting more money from sales taxes, and gave an example that Stanford’s was up $6,675 for the second quarter of the year.  These increased revenues would offset the $7,199 that the County was charging for the elections.  Leg. Kelsey added that they were looking for additional ways to save money on election inspector training.  Leg. Kelsey also spoke of the bond before the Legislature for jail security and housing out inmates: the current jail can hold 257 inmates but the County now has 427, which have to be housed out of the County. Discussions continue on adding on to or building a new jail.  The D.C. Resource Recovery Agency received a scathing report and the Legislature would be looking to get an independent report done on the facility.  He also briefly spoke on the vote for the Dutchess Community College dorms, the Medical Examiner’s need for a new building, and the 2011 County budget.


The Executive Session was also tabled due to the length of the meeting.

With no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, at 11:35 PM.  Motion carried with all voting in favor.
