Master Plan Revision 


Planners Nina Peek and C.J. Hoss of VHB and members of the Master Plan Committee attended the meeting to discuss the current status of the Master Plan revision process and the potential involvement of the CAC in this process.  They are currently meeting with the various Town boards/commissions and community organizations to gather information to help them move ahead with the revision process.
