MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 11TH, 2011 MEETING


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on August 11th, 2011 at the Stanford Town Hall.  Supervisor Virginia Stern called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM, and asked for a moment of silence for the families of the servicemen who dies in Afghanistan.

Also in attendance were Attorney William Bogle, Jr. and Building Inspector Don Smith.

REPORTS:

1. TOWN BOARD LIAISON REPORTS:

Councilman Flynn stated that he had been unable to attend his meetings.

Councilman D’Agostino reported from the recent Master Plan Committee meeting.  He added that the Recreation Commission had been postponed until Aug. 16th.

Councilman Dewhirst said that the July CAC meeting had been canceled.

Councilwoman Shafer gave her report from the Planning Board and the June and July Fire Commissioners meetings.

2. SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: Supervisor Stern spoke of the Town’s need for volunteers to serve on several boards and commissions, as well as thanking the Master Plan Committee members for their work, which is almost completed.  Also mentioned was the Town Hall planned tree planting, courtesy of an Urban Forestry grant, as well as the upcoming budget workshops and Community Day on Sept. 17th. 

3. HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT: Hwy. Supt. Jim Myers was unable to attend but Councilman Dewhirst spoke of the many ways that the Highway Superintendent had saved the Town money over the last several years.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

1) MORATORIUM WAIVER REQUEST FROM RPG DEVELOPMENT TO BUILD A DECK TO HOLD A WALK-IN COOLER AT THEIR PROPERTY ON 

97 HUNNS LAKE ROAD


A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to close the regular meeting and go into the first scheduled public hearing for RPG Development.  Motion carried with all voting in favor.


Charles Shaw, Millis Lane, on behalf of himself, Bruce Lisman, Bart Germain, Daphne Murphy, Robert Burger and Ezra Barnes – asked for a clearer understanding on this public hearing: the Board’s decision, the description of the waiver request, if it was written, did it document an urgent need?  Also asked if the Town Board would declare SEQRA lead agency status.  Spoke of segmentation of the project: applied for a building permit for three decks, went to the ZBA for three decks, but to the Planning Board for only one.  Also spoke of this application as being close to historic buildings, having septic issues, County roadway issues, perhaps NYS Liquor Authority notification matters.  Mr. Shaw requested that the public hearing be left open for another ten days.


Robert Palombo, one of the owners of RPG Development – addressed several points: was following protocol for 120 sq. ft. elevated deck for walk-in cooler, and did not have any violations with any agency.  Has 20 employees, 17 of whom live in Town.


Michael Shafer, Decker Road – asked about the special counsel’s opinion given the Town on this matter.


Fr, John Bida, Hunns Lake Road – presented a letter that stated his hope for a denial of this waiver request.


With no other public comments, a motion to close this public hearing and into the second public hearing was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Motion carried with all in favor.
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2) MORATORIUM WAIVER REQUEST FROM PETER PENNOYER ABD KATHERINE RIDDER TO DEMOLISH AN EXISTING STRUCTURE AND CONSTRUCT A NEW RESIDENCE ON THEIR PROPERTY AT 

366 LUDLOW WOODS ROAD


Robert Butts, attorney on the behalf of these applicants, offered to make a presentation, but Supervisor Stern felt that the Board was clear on the application.


With no other public comments, a motion to close this public hearing was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Christopher Flynn.  Motion carried with all in favor.
4. COUNTY LEGISLATOR’S REPORT: Legislator Mike Kelsey spoke of the jail study and the costs of out-of-county housing for inmates, the vehicle replacement/maintenance bond, the introduction of a local law regarding buffer zones for military funerals, and that the County’s suicide rate has increased.

DISCUSSION ITEMS:

1. NOISE ISSUES: After discussion, it was agreed that the Board members would come to the September workshop with ideas or suggestions.  Mention was also made that the Building Inspector had not yet received any official complaints from Halas Lane but it was important to get any to him, with copies to the Town Board.

2. RECEIPT OF URBAN FORESTRY GRANT: Virginia Stern made a motion to have a tree planting ceremony on Saturday, October 15th, seconded by Johanna Shafer, as the Town had been awarded a $1,000 grant.  Two spring flowering fruit trees and three hardy maples will be purchased and planted.  Motion carried with all in favor.

3. BUDGET WORKSHOP DATES: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst, to approve the dates discussed at the workshop meeting: 8/12/11 for salaries with 8/23 if needed, 9/22, 9/28, 10/14, 10/20, 10/26 and 10/28 if needed.All meetings at 7:30 PM.  Motion carried.

4. VACANCIES ON THE PLANNING BOARD, CAC AND SCENIC ROAD COMMITTEE: Only one application for the CAC had been received, and the CAC would be conducting an interview.  The ad would be placed again for volunteers.

5. CAC SECRETARY VACANCY: No applicants yet; this will be advertised again.

ITEMS REQUIRING VOTES:

1. MORATORIUM WAIVER REQUEST ~ RPG DEVELOPMENT: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Tom Dewhirst, to consider this moratorium waiver.  Discussion followed, with this original motion being withdrawn.  A motion was then made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst to approve this moratorium waiver.  Roll call vote as follows: Mark D’Agostino – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Christopher Flynn – recused himself from the vote; Johanna Shafer – abstained; Virginia Stern – yes.  Motion carried.    

2. MORATORIUM WAIVER REQUEST ~ PENNOYER AND RIDDER: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to approve this moratorium waiver.  Roll call vote as follows: Mark D’Agostino – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Christopher Flynn – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes.  Motion carried.

3. VOTE ON MORATORIUM EXTENSION ~ LOCAL LAW PROPOSED #2 OR #2 ALTERNATE: Brief discussion ensued regarding the alternate proposed law #2 that contained three exceptions: lot line alterations, 2-lot subdivisions and area variances.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND USE REGULATIONS

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford [the “Town”], has adopted Zoning as a comprehensive codification to address orderly development in the Town of Stanford, which is codified in Town Code, Zoning, Section 164, and 


WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford, as well as surrounding towns, have been presented with applications by individuals and or businesses who seek development of land for residential and commercial purposes, and 


WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford has been presented with concerns by residents and people in the Town concerning open space, soil and water conservation and facilities, affordable housing, steep slopes, cluster development, municipal or private roads, right to farm, agricultural issues, including but not limited 4-H and Future Farmers of America, and such concerns, among others, are not properly addressed in the current subdivision and land use or planning regulations of the Town Code, and


WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford realizes the need for orderly development of land, consistent with its Master Plan, and to consider development for the current and future times, which must be balanced with the other concerns of the residents and people in the Town of Stanford, and


WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford seeks, through its Zoning Code, Subdivision of Land, Land Use Regulations and its Master Plan, to preserve the essential character of the Town of Stanford, balancing such interests of its residents, and 


WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford seeks to revise its Zoning Code, Subdivision of Land and Land Use Regulations to update it consistent with the needs and concerns of the Town, its residents, and the surrounding towns, and 


WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford has received numerous inquiries and applications for the new subdivisions of land, which will entail the creation, establishment, placement, construction of roads, houses, buildings and other structures, and it is reasonably expected that the Town of Stanford will receive additional inquiries and applications in the near future, and


WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford believes that the current Zoning, Subdivision of Land and Land Use Regulations do not adequately reflect the Town’s needs, goals, or concerns as to orderly development, and 


WHEREAS, the Zoning Code of the Town of Stanford has been read and interpreted that if there is no specific provision for the stated or permitted use as defined therein for a certain activity or use, it is prohibited, and


WHEREAS, the Town wishes to implement laws and regulations to more effectively protect the health, safety and welfare of the community, and to assure the orderly development of land for residential and commercial purposes in the Town of Stanford, and


WHEREAS, the Town Board initially believed that a reasonable time for the Town to complete its aforementioned review, and for the Town to study, gather public comment and input, to hold hearings, and to have reasoned decisions on the same, and to enact any required legislation resulting therefrom was deemed to be 180 days from the date such local law enacting said moratorium is filed with the office of the Secretary of State; and


WHEREAS, the Town has requested information from the public, the Ad Hoc Master Plan Review Committee, the Planning Board, the Zoning Board of Appeals, and the CAC, as well from surrounding Towns, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford developed and empowered an ad hoc Master Planning Committee, as well as several other committees or sub-committees, such as affordable housing, agricultural or farming, which have meet to study the possible changes to the Zoning Code, and such Master Planning Committee and other committees or sub-committees have recommended revisions to the Zoning Code to regulate land use development, zoning, and other factors including the Master Plan within the Town of Stanford, and


WHEREAS, the committees were formed, met and deliberated, and made recommendations, and the Town has received information and held joint meetings of the Town Boards or Commissions, committees and interested persons, as well as its Planning 

Consultant assist the Town in the review of the comments and information and for 
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proposing a local law, and has analyze the same, and


WHEREAS, the Town Board held a public hearing on all of the information on the Comprehensive Plan, the work of the Codes Committee, and took public comment and input on the same on February 28, 2009, a meeting which was held on a Saturday to afford the most opportunity to attend, and has accepted public comment by submissions, and 


WHEREAS, the Town Board is in the process of taking all of the comments, discussions, reviews and recommendations from all committees, interested parties, and the public under the current moratorium, and has had its consultant draft and propose new legislation and consider the same for adoption, which is still being formulated at this time, and


WHEREAS, the Town passed a local law enacting a 180 day Moratorium for the in the Town of Stanford on the issuance of permits by the Town of on applications for the development of land for residential and commercial purposes in the Town of Stanford, for the purpose of allowing the development of amendments to the Zoning Law [Chapter 164], Subdivision of Land Law [Chapter 140] and Land Use Regulations concerning the regulation, approval and permitting of such development and uses with an effective date of July 14, 2006, which by its terms would have expired on or about January 14, 2007, and the Town Board having by Local Law after a public hearing having extended such moratorium for an additional six months on December 27, 2006, which was filed in the New York Secretary of State on January 2, 2007, and would have expired on or about July 2, 2007, and the Town Board having by Local Law after a public hearing having extended such moratorium for an additional six months on June 14, 2007, which was filed in the New York Secretary of State on June 20, 2007, and would have expired on or about December 20, 2007, and the Town Board having by Local Law after a public hearing having extended such moratorium for an additional six months on December 18, 2007, which was filed in the New York Secretary of State on December 19, 2007, and would have expired on or about June 17, 2008, and the Town Board having by Local Law after a public hearing having extended such moratorium for an additional six months on June 8, 2008, which was filed in the New York Secretary of State on June 14, 2008, and the Town Board having by Local Law after a public hearing having extended such moratorium for an additional six months on December 7, 2008, which was filed in the New York Secretary of State on December 11, 2008, and the Town Board having by Local Law after a public hearing having extended such moratorium for an additional nine months on June 8, 2009, which was filed in the New York Secretary of State on June 11, 2009, which was to be a final extension through and including March 11, 2010, and the Town Board having by Local Law after a public hearing having extended such moratorium for an additional nine months on November 23, 2010 by the vote of the Town Board on such local law after a public hearing, which was filed with the New York Secretary of State on December 2, 2010, and 


WHEREAS, the Town Master Plan Committee having hired a consultant, and held public hearings, and is preparing a final Draft of the Master Plan to the Town Board for its consideration, however the same is not expected to be complete until October, 2011 at the earliest, and additional time will be needed to hold public hearings to adopt the same, as well as consider draft legislation for the implementation of any changes to Zoning or Subdivision Laws, and 


WHEREAS, the Town believes it to be in the best interests of all involved to make a careful study and consideration of the matter, and in doing so it needs additional time for the same, and as such needs to extend the Moratorium for an additional period of Nine (9) Months, which the Town believes is the shortest period needed to complete such legislation, complete its SEQRA review, hold the required public hearings on the Master Plan adoption and the Local Law adoption, which will be a comprehensive amendment to Zoning and other sections of its Code dealing with land use and planning. The Town Board needs the time to meet as a Board, review the recommendations, discuss the same with the consultant, draft proposed local laws, set public hearings, complete SEQRA review, and adopt the same, and the time period sought for this extension is the minimum time necessary for the proper review, planning and implementation of the same, and 


WHEREAS, this moratorium is not meant to be prohibitive or exclusionary in nature, and during the moratorium, applications shall be accepted and considered by the Town Board, the Zoning Board of Appeals, the Planning Board, and the Building 
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Inspector. This Moratorium is enacted to balance the aforementioned interests and rights, and done in the narrowest possible way so as to preserve and protect such interests and rights, pending final determination by the Town Board. To avoid any extreme hardships, a variance or waiver of this Moratorium is provided for in this Local Law. The Town Board, has during the period of this Moratorium, accepted, reviewed and decided such waiver requests, and will continue to do so if requested. In accepting an application during the period of this moratorium, however, no action shall be taken other than as permitted herein. Further, if an application is accepted and processed, it shall be done pursuant to Zoning Code in effect at the time of such consideration or final determination and 


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Stanford referred this proposed Local Law (Number     of 2011) to the Dutchess County Department of Planning pursuant to N.Y. General Municipal Law Section 239-m, and the County responded and commented and determined that it was a matter of Local Concern, and the Town Board held a public hearing on this proposed Local Law on August 8, 2011 at a Town Board Meeting, and 


WHEREAS, 
the adoption of the extension of the land use moratorium is a Type II action under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act [SEQRA], and as such, no EAF, review or negative declaration is required or completed.


NOW, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford that it hereby adopts Local Law Number     for 2011 for a Nine (9) Month moratorium extension, effective upon the date of filing of this local law with the Secretary of State.

The Resolution was passed by the affirmative vote of the Town Board and thereby adopted.

4. STATE PARKS GRANT ~ APPROVE GRANT WRITER: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Chris Flynn, to approve grant writer Mike Haggerty’s fee of $1,400 to apply for a State Parks (matching) Grant to replace the liner of the Rec. pond.  The approximate total cost of this liner is $81,000.  Mention was made that this matching grant can include work done by the Highway Department.  Motion carried.

5. COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT ~ APPROVE GRANT WRITER: A motion to approve grant writer Mike Haggerty’s fee of $1,000 to apply for a handicapped accessible “splash pad” for the Rec. pool was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Mention was made that this grant application will be the subject of an already approved public hearing scheduled for September 8th, 2011 at 7:30 PM.  Motion carried with all voting in favor.

6. TRUCK BOND RESOLUTION: The following resolution was offered to purchase a 3-year statutory installment bond for the purchase of a new Highway truck, as follows:

FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF A STATUTORY INSTALLMENT BOND OF THE TOWN OF STANFORD, NEW YORK IN THE AMOUNT OF $202,206.32, FOR THE FINANCING OF THE PURCHASE OF THE 2012 International 4X4 TRUCK MODEL #7500 SFA 4X4 EQUIPPED WITH FRONT PLOW AND WING AND SPREADER.”
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WHEREAS, The Town Board of the Town of Stanford has received a request from the Highway Superintendent to purchase a new truck for the Town of Stanford, at a price not to exceed $205,000.00, for the purpose of purchasing a 2012 highway truck, meeting the specifications as set forth by the Town of Stanford, which is a 2012 International 4X4 Truck Model #7500 SFA 4X4 Equipped with front plow and wing and spreader (the “Truck”) pursuant to New York State Contract bid and modified by Hudson River Truck & Trailer and to be financed by the issuance of a statutory installment bond in an amount not to exceed $205,000.00, and 


WHEREAS, the Truck as outfitted and delivered from Navistar, Inc. according to the New York State Bid, for $121,955.06, and modified by Hudson River Truck & Trailer in the amount of $80,251.26, for the total purchase price of $202,206.32, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford, to finance the purchase of the aforesaid Truck as outfitted and delivered in the sum of $202,206.32, desires by this resolution to issue a statutory installment bond [the “Statutory Installment Bond”] for the financing of the purchase of such Truck as outfitted, and to approve other matters in connection therewith;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, this 11th day of August, 2011 by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, County of Dutchess and State of New York, as follows:

Section One:

A Statutory Installment Bond in the total amount of $202,206.32 payable over three (3) years shall be issued by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford for the purpose aforesaid in the sale by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford of a Statutory Installment Bond to finance the purchase of the 2012 International 4X4 Truck Model #7500 SFA 4X4 Equipped with front plow and wing and spreader from Navistar, Inc. pursuant to New York State Contract bid of $121,955.06, and modified by Hudson River Truck & Trailer in the amount of $80,251.26, for the total purchase price of $202,206.32 as authorized by this Resolution adopted August 11th, 2011, entitled:

"FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF A STATUTORY INSTALLMENT BOND OF THE TOWN OF STANFORD, NEW YORK IN THE AMOUNT OF $202,206.32, FOR THE FINANCING OF THE PURCHASE OF THE 2012 International 4X4 TRUCK MODEL #7500 SFA 4X4 EQUIPPED WITH FRONT PLOW AND WING AND SPREADER.”

Section Two:

This Statutory Installment Bond is not issued in anticipation of a bond for an assessable improvement.

Section Three:
The Statutory Installment Bond will be dated on a date to be determined by the Town Supervisor, but not earlier than September 2011, and will mature three (3) years following the date of the execution of the bond with prepayment received and will bear interest at a rate to be determined by the Town Supervisor, but not exceeding four and one-half (4.50%) per cent per annum, payable at maturity, and will be payable as to both principal and interest in lawful money of the United States of America  at Bank of Millbrook, Dutchess County, New York, or any other lending institution authorized to lend in the State of New York,  and will be signed in the name of the Town of Stanford by the Town Supervisor and by the Town Clerk and will be sealed with the Corporate Seal of the Town of Stanford.

Section Four:

The statutory installment bond shall be substantially in the form as annexed hereto.

Section Five:

The period of usefulness of the 2012 International 4X4 Truck Model #7500 SFA, equipped as noted above, is fifteen (15) years, pursuant to Section 11(a)(28) of the New York Local Finance Law.  The proposed maturity of the obligation authorized by this Resolution will not be in excess of five (5) years.

Section Six:

Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law of the State of New York, the power to authorize the issuance of and sell statutory installment bond authorized by this bond resolution dated August 11th, 2011, are hereby delegated to the Supervisor of the Town of Stanford, its Chief Financial Officer.  Such bond shall be of such terms, forms and contents, and shall be sold in such manner as may be prescribed by said Supervisor consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law of the State of New York.

Section Seven:
The full faith and credit of the Town Board of the Town of Stanford are hereby pledged for the payment of the principal and interest of the statutory installment bond.  The statutory installment bond may be redeemed as provided by the Local Finance Law of the State of New York.

Section Eight:
The Town Supervisor of the Town of Stanford is hereby authorized to sell such statutory installment bond at private sale for not less than par and accrued interest at a rate not exceeding the rate specified above.  The Town Supervisor is authorized to deliver such statutory installment bond to the purchaser upon payment of the purchase price and accrued interest as above specified.  The receipt of the Town Supervisor shall be a full acquittance to the purchaser who shall not be obliged to see to the application of the purchase money.  The Town Supervisor shall be authorized to execute any and all documents or instruments reasonably required by the purchaser or its attorneys in connection herewith, and to perform any and all steps necessary to obtain financing incident to this purchase.

Section Nine:

The validity of the statutory installment bond authorized herein may be contested only if:

(a)
Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the Town of Stanford is not authorized to expend money, or

(b)
The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of the publication of such resolution, or certificate, as the case may be, are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity, is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or

(c)
Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Section Ten:

A summary of this Resolution shall be published in the newspaper pursuant to Local Finance Law Title 6.

Section Eleven:
This resolution shall take effect immediately.

Section Twelve:
This is a Type II Action is an activity for the purchase of a motor vehicle from Government Bid, such replacement of a highway vehicle is “in kind” for use by the Highway Department and is a Type II action under Section 617.5 of 6 NYCRR Part 617 of the Rules and Regulations implementing the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA), and as such, at this time, is exempt from further SEQRA Action.

Section Thirteen:
  This resolution and the expenditures of money for the purpose of purchasing the above-described 2012 International 4X4 Truck Model #7500 SFA as equipped are not subject to a mandatory or permissive referendum.
