The Conservation Advisory Commission convened their monthly meeting at the Town Hall on April 18, 2012.  The meeting was called to order at 6 PM by Chairperson, Lisa Kilmer.

Minutes Approved:  Marcy 21, 2012 and March 28, 2012 – Motion by Lisa Kilmer to accept minutes as revised, seconded by Mike Picinelli, all in favor.
