Stanford Wildlife Preserve:

Lisa will look into funding in our budget for printing information on ticks, blue bird info and post hours of operation. Both of these gentlemen attended the meeting with concerns about the Darling/Kading Mine situation.  Their concerns were: Noise, chemicals, ground water, vibration, wildlife disruption and property value.  They wanted to determine who would be responsible for any and all of the above if they had a claim.  Both of these properties are close to the mining area.  Lisa stated that we could not determine this, the DEC was handling all inquires at this time and referred them to the DEC. They informed the Board that they had already contacted the DEC, but were not totally satisfied with the answers they had received.  Again, Lisa stated that at this time we were not even allowed on the property to give an opinion.  They invited the Board to come to their property and see for themselves what caused their concerns.  The Board will go to both properties on March 28th, 2012 as requested.  Lisa stated that Mr. Kading will not let the Committee Members on the property until June or July and had a complete listing of his requirements that are to be met prior to arriving. (This letter was sent Certified Return Receipt) Lisa will be meeting with Charlie and look at the maps and do a letter to the DEC.  Barry would like to do a Habitat Map of the area surrounding the mine to get a better idea of the threats to wildlife.
