3. APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS:  A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to approve the payment of the March Abstract of Claims, as follows: General Fund, check numbers 22480 – 22523 [JC Fund, ck.# 22481] in the amount of $31,217.39; Highway Fund, check numbers 22524 – 22544, in the amount of $250,238.58; Stanford/Bangall Light District, ck.# 22545, in the amount of $685.07; and Capital Project Account-New Garage, check numbers 22546 – 22549, in the amount of $178,055.50.  Grand total of Abstract #3 of 2012: $460,196.64.
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The March 2012 Planning Escrow Abstract, check numbers 807 – 810, in the amount of $1,984.00, was approved for payment on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Mark D’Agostino.  Roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Motion carried.

4. OTHER: Master Plan Committee Robert Butts presented the draft Master Plan to the Town Board in Chairwoman Carol Hanlon’s absence.  Also presented to the Town Board was the Master Plan’s resolution that they accepted this draft on February 7th, 2012 and that it would be passed to the Town Board for adoption.  A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to acknowledge receipt of the Draft Master Plan.  Roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Motion carried. This would be discussed at the March Town Board meeting.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: Mel Eiger, Attlebury Hill Road, read a letter to the Board asking for their support for nomination to the Dutchess County Legislature to replace retiring Legislature Gary Cooper.
