JOINT SPECIAL MEETING WITH THE TOWN BOARDS OF THE TOWNS OF NORTHEAST, PINE PLAINS AND MILAN

Each nominee addressed the assembled Board members, after which the twenty Board members voted.

The Town Board members present cast three ballots, and the final vote was that David Sherman garnered the largest percentage at 53.66% and will be County Legislator for District #19 until the end of 2012.
