SPECIAL MEETING

 MONDAY, MAY 7TH, 2012


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for a Special Meeting on Monday, May 7th, 2012 in order to hold a scheduled public hearing for proposed Local Law #3 of 2012.  Supervisor Virginia Stern called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

PUBLIC HEARING: Proposed Local Law #3 of 2012: To amend Local Law #1 of 1999 ~ to increase the number of members on the Scenic Road Advisory Committee under section 163-67(B) from five (5) members to seven (7) members


A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to close the Special Meeting and enter into the Public Hearing.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows:  Supervisor Virginia Stern – yes; Councilwoman Johanna Shafer – yes; Councilman Joseph Norton – yes; Councilman Tom Dewhirst – yes; Councilman Mark D’Agostino – yes.

PROPOSED LOCAL LAW #4 OF 2012:  The Town Clerk read the following resolution:

Resolution Number 25 for 2012

Local Law Number 3 for 2012

A LOCAL LAW TO INCREASE THE NUMBER OF MEMBERS TO THE SCENIC ROAD ADVISORY COMMITTEE UNDER SECTION 164-67 (B) FROM FIVE MEMBERS TO SEVEN MEMBERS

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford has a Scenic Road Advisory Committee set up to advise the Town and assist the Planning Board regarding scenic roads. It currently has no more than five (5) members, pursuant to Town Law Section 164-67 (B). The Town Board has received a request to expand that Committee to a maximum of seven (7) members, and 

WHEREAS, the Scenic Road Advisory Committee and criteria were made part of the Zoning Regulations of the Town, and

WHEREAS, a public hearing has been held, and the Town wishes to expand the maximum size of the Committee, and

WHEREAS, a referral has been made to Dutchess County Department of Planning, pursuant to General Municipal Law Section 239-m, and

WHEREAS, the County has determined that the matter is of local concern, and 

WHEREAS, a second public hearing was noticed and held on May 7, 2012 by the Town Board, 

NOW, BE IT ENACTED by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, Dutchess County, State of New York, that Local Law #3 for 2012 for the increase in the maximum number of members of the Scenic Road Committee pursuant to Town Law Section 164-67 (b) is hereby changed to seven (7) members. This Local Law shall become effective immediately upon being filed in the Office of the Secretary of State.

On May 7, 2012, a motion was made by Supervisor Virginia Stern, and seconded by Councilman Mark D’Agostino, to approve this Local Law.  A resolution to adopt this local law was read by the Town Clerk of the Town of Stanford. Resolution Number 25 for the year 2012, and by it Local Law Number 3 for the year 2012, was adopted on the 
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affirmative vote of the five Town Board members in a roll call vote as follows:  Supervisor Virginia Stern – yes; Councilwoman Johanna Shafer – yes; Councilman Joseph Norton – yes; Councilman Tom Dewhirst – yes; Councilman Mark D’Agostino – yes.

Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
12. CORNELL COOPERATIVE EXTENSION RAIN BARREL WORKSHOP: The Town Board members gave their permission for a rain barrel workshop to be held on Town Hall grounds the same day as the Lions Club Flea Market, June 9th, 2012 on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

22. BARTON LANE: After discussion, a motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton, to table the resolution, #18 of 2012, made at the April 12th Town Board meeting for Barton Lane to become a private road.  Roll Call Vote as follows:  Supervisor Virginia Stern – yes; Councilwoman Johanna Shafer – yes; Councilman Joseph Norton – yes; Councilman Tom Dewhirst – yes; Councilman Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Motion carried.

With no other action taken, the Board adjourned their workshop meeting about 9:30 PM.
