 PUBLIC HEARING’s

ROOSEVELT, SIMON -335 Shuman Road – CRISP Architects representing applicant.  Applicant would like to renovate and add to his Caretaker Cottage. He needs a front set back of 30’ and Square Footage variance for the lower floor of 119 sq. ft. 
      CRISP Architect representative, Jessica Senatore is representing Mr. Roosevelt.  Mr. Clark reviews all the events that have taken place for the last 3 months. The Public Hearing opens and there is no comments made. Mr. Clark then motions to approve the above variances. Seconded by Jim Myers III. All in favor: Unanimous. 
TRANQUILLO, RONALD-181 Decker Road –Mr. Tranquillo is requesting a side yard variance of 17’ for an existing detached garage and deck in back of the garage that was built by the former owners who never received a permit or C/O.  Mr. Tranquillo is in the process of selling this home and needs these permits.  The Board was granted permission to visit the property.  Public Hearing  opened with no comments made. Mr. Clark motions to approve the side yard variance of 17’ for the garage and the deck in back of the garage.  Kathryn Zeyher seconds the motion. All present in favor. 
MUNZER, FRANK-32 Anderson Road- applicant requesting a 10’ side variance and a 61’ front yard variance to build a detached garage. Mr. Munzer explained where he wanted the garage and how it will make it easier for him and his wife to bring in things from the car. The Public Hearing was opened. Mr. Clark recused himself from the decision as he is a neighbor of Mr. Munzer but takes this time to say that Mr. Munzer’s property is in a low-lying area of land and he has no other option on where to put the garage. Mr. Clark says he is in favor of this garage being built.  Jim Myers III then motions to approve the variance. Adam Munderback seconds the motion.  All in favor. One Board member is recused.
