MINUTES TAKEN AT THE WORKSHOP

DECEMBER 17, 2012

The Stanford Town Board convened for a workshop meeting on Monday, December 17, 2012 at 7:30 PM.  All five Board members were present.

The Board made the following decisions during the workshop:

2013 TOWN BOARD MEETING DATES AND HOLIDAY SCHEDULE: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to approve the 2013 Town Board Meeting schedule and the 2013 Holiday schedule.  (Copies attached)  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

2013 SALARY LIST: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst, to approve the 2013 salaries for employees.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


The Board entered into an Executive Session at this point in the meeting on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton, at 7:42 PM, regarding possible litigation.  The only audience members that were invited to stay were Robert Palombo and Planning Board members Bob Butts and John Royall.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  A motion to exit the Executive Session at 8:15 PM was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Virginia Stern.  Motion carried with all in favor.  Their decision during the Executive Session would be rendered at the end of the workshop meeting.

PAYROLL CHANGE: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton, to have the company PAYCHEX do the payroll starting in 2013, and to authorize the Supervisor or another designated person complete the paperwork.  The cost would be $2,900 per year for roughly 35 employees.  roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – no; Johanna Shafer – no; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Motion carried.

DEPUTY TOWN CLERK POSITION: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to reinstate the funding for the second deputy Town Clerk position.  After discussion, Supervisor Stern withdrew the motion and would make it at the regular Board meeting.

2013 SHERIFF’S’ CONTRACT: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to accept the 2013 administrative fee schedule from the County Sheriff.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – abstained.

HEALTH CENTER BUILDING: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst, to decline the offer from the Community Foundation to take over the building.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – abstained; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – abstained.

NOVEMBER MINUTES: The following changes were made to the November 5th, 2012 Minutes as follows on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton:

· Page 3, #9: Add “An opinion from the Association of Town Attorney Michael Kenneally was asked to be read into the Minutes as follows: “As has been discussed in the past, the town clerk does not have the discretion to ignore a resolution of the town board ordering the amendment of the minutes.  The board should impress upon the town clerk that these are the town board’s minutes, not the clerks and that the clerks responsibility to take minutes is ministerial.”

For the November 8th, 2012 Minutes, the following changes were to be made:
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· Page 2, #1: Remove ‘…Tentative budget and with the…” and add “since it was supposed to have been filed with the supervisors tentative budget but was not…”
· Same page and number: “added funding for the… (remove “overtime for the…)… and add “… to plow the roads this winter…”
Roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – no; Johanna Shafer – no; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Joseph Norton at 9:30 PM, seconded by Virginia Stern, to go into an Executive Session regarding a personnel matter.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  The Board exited their Executive Session at 9:45 PM on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Virginia Stern.  Motion carried with all in favor.

Virginia Stern made a motion to have the charges rescinded from Robert Palombo’s tax bill.  The motion was seconded by Joseph Norton with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – abstained; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


The Board adjourned the workshop meeting at 9:45 PM.
