2. SUPERVISOR’S APPOINTMENTS: These appointments were tabled due to Supervisor Stern’s absence.

3. OFFICIAL DESIGNATIONS FOR 2013: 

Official Newspapers: Four newspapers, the Poughkeepsie Journal, the Northern Dutchess News and the Hudson Valley News were named the Town’s official papers on the motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  


Official Banks and Investment Limits: the Bank of Millbrook, M & T Bank (third party collateral), and MBIA NY CLASS on the motion of Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton.   Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


Mileage Rate: to keep the mileage rate the same as 2012 - 51¢ per mile for approved employee reimbursements when on Town business, on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


Emergency Interim Successors: These designations were tabled in Supervisor Stern’s absence on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton.

Fire Safety Board: Robert Stramm, Don Smith, Dennis Smith and Dennis Gilhooly for one-year terms. Ed Hoxsie and Kathie Spiers did not reply; advertise if they decline.


Advertisements will be placed for vacancies on the CAC and Fire Safety Board if needed and had already been run for two vacancies on the Board of Assessment Review. 

Motion carried on all above reappointments and approvals to advertise with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Motion carried.

5. APPROVAL OF KENNEL CONTRACT: The 2013 Kennel Contract with Pine Plains Veterinary Associates was approved on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton. 6. APPROVAL OF MONETARY POLICY:  The Monetary Policy for 2013 will remain the same on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton.  Motion carried 
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with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

7. APPROVE PROCUREMENT POLICY: This matter was tabled on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton.  Roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
8. APPROVE OF MEETING RULES AND PROCEDURES: After brief discussion, the third paragraph under “Public Forum” was to be removed (“The significant workload at each meeting does not permit the Board to actively engage…”).  The motion for this change was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst, with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Motion carried.

9. ASSOCIATION OF TOWNS’ VOTING DELEGATE AND ALTERNATE: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton, to appoint Virginia Stern as the delegate to the February conference and Johanna Shafer as the alternate. Roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Motion carried.

10. ESTABLISH INSURANCE PERCENTAGES FOR 2013: On a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst, the insurance premiums for full-time employees will remain at 20% employees’ contribution and the Town paying contributing 80%.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

11. SET TRANSFER STATION FEES FOR 2013: The Town’s Transfer Station’s fees was tabled and would be discussed at another meeting on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
