Stanford Sand & Gravel, owned by Myron Layton, proposes to expand their permitted 20-acre sand and gravel mine situated on 104 acres controlled by the permittee to include 0.5 acres of the property line buffer and 3/3 acres of the adjoining property to the north at the rear of 6 Hunns Lake Road, owned by Barbara Post.  The property is currently vacant, open grassland and woods.  Approximately 75,000 cubic yards of sand and gravel will be removed from the Post Property over the life of the mine.  Onsite processing via crushing and screening will continue to be conducted.  Reclamation of the mined area will consist og grading and placement of topsoil, and reseeding the floor.  The stated reclamation objective is open space.
