SPECIAL EMERGENCY MEETING

MARCH 26, 2013


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for a Special Emergency Meeting on Tuesday, March 26th, 2013 at the Stanford Town Hall.  In Supervisor Virginia Stern’s absence, Councilman Thomas Dewhirst made a motion to have Councilman Mark D’Agostino run this meeting.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – absent; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes. Councilman D’Agostino then called the meeting to order at 4:35 PM.


Roll Call Vote:  Supervisor Virginia Stern – absent; 

  Councilwoman Johanna Shafer – absent;

  Councilman Joseph Norton – yes; 

  Councilman Tom Dewhirst – yes; 

  Councilman Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Motion carried.


The Special Meeting was called to address the matter of Supervisor Stern being admitted to the hospital.  Councilman Norton read the following resolution and made a motion to adopt it as follows:

RESOLUTION #15 OF 2013

Temporary Administrator Appointment


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Stanford is concerned with the fact that the Town Supervisor was suddenly hospitalized, and


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Stanford was informally notified by the Town Clerk that the Town Supervisor had been hospitalized, and


WHEREAS, the Town Comptroller notified the Town Board on 3/25/13 at 17:46 GMT (or 1:46 PM Eastern time) that the payroll must be reviewed prior to processing, and


WHEREAS, Councilman Joseph Norton, having been previously appointed as acting temporary administrator, took a half day off from work and met the Comptroller at 1:30 PM on March 26th, 2013 in order to review documents as payroll was due.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Councilman Joseph Norton be appointed Temporary Acting Administrator if the Supervisor becomes hospitalized, with Councilman Norton having the ability to verify and sign checks, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution be certified by the Town Clerk and be presented to the Bank of Millbrook.

Discussion followed with Councilman D’Agostino seconding the motion on the resolution, and added that he would like to have payroll verification added to this resolution.  With that amendment approved, a roll call vote was held as follows:
