MINUTES FROM THE TOWN BOARD WORKSHOP MEETING

WHERE ACTION WAS TAKEN ~

MONDAY, JUNE 10th, 2013

The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their regularly scheduled Workshop Meeting on Monday, June 10th, 2013.

Four of the Board members were present:  Mark D’Agostino, Thomas Dewhirst, Johanna Shafer and Virginia Stern.  Councilman Joe Norton would arrive later in the meeting.


During the workshop meeting, the Town Board took action on the following matters:

HISTORICAL SOCIETY USE OF TOWN HALL: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Tom Dewhirst, to approve the Historical Society’s request to use the Town Hall for their monthly meetings as well as any other dates that they may need for other events, if space is available.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – absent; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

HISTORICAL SOCIETY’S REQUEST FOR THE TOWN TO APPLY FOR HISTORICAL ROADSIDE MARKERS: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to start the Historical Society’s application by having Supervisor Stern execute the land use permission letter for two of the planned markers on Town property.  Mention was made that a copy should be given to the Attorney for the Town.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – absent; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

HISTORICAL SOCIETY’S REQUEST TO WAIVE FEES AT PLANNING AND ZONING BOARDS: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to waive all Zoning Board and Planning Board application fees for their project, the Attlebury Schoolhouse.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – absent; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

APPOINTMENTS TO THE C.A.C. AND THE BOARD OF ETHICS: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to pre-approve the appointments of James Sansum to the Conservation Advisory Board and Karen Orton to the Board of Ethics pending their respective Boards’ recommendations of appointment of these two applicants.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – absent; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

APPOINTMENT TO THE ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst, to pre-approve the appointment of Michelle Inzeo to the Zoning Board of Appeals as long as the Z.B.A. was in agreement with this.  A roll call vote was held as follows: Virginia Stern – no; Johanna Shafer – no; Joseph Norton – absent; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  With a two to two vote, there was no vote on this matter.

RESOLUTION # 31 OF 2013

UNIFORM NOTICE OF CLAIMS RESOLUTION

WHEREAS General Municipal Law, §53 requires towns to file a certificate with the Secretary of State designating the Secretary of State as an agent for service of a notice of claim; and 
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WHEREAS, General Municipal Law, §53 requires the certificate to include the applicable time limit for filing the notice of claim and the name, post office address and electronic mail address, if available, of an officer, person, for the transmittal of notices of claim served upon the Secretary as the town’s agent; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to General Municipal Law, §50-e(1)(a), the applicable time limit for the filing of a notice of claim upon a town is 90 days after the claim arises, or in the case of a wrongful death action, 90 days from the appointment of a representative of the decedent’s estate; 

Now therefore Be It RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, County of Dutchess designates Ritamary Bell, in her capacity as Town of Stanford Town Clerk, to receive notices of claims served upon the Secretary of State by mail at P. O. Box 436, 26 Town Hall Road, Stanfordville, NY 12581 and email at stanfordtownclerk@yahoo.com.   

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby directs the Town Clerk to file the required certificate with the Secretary of State informing him or her of the town’s designation and applicable time limitation for filing a notice of claim with the town on or before July 14, 2013.

SCHUMACHER PAVILION RENTAL: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to have Erica Schumacher as the “resident sponsor” for her Poughkeepsie church group to rent the Rec. pavilion, and allow the church to provide a certificate of insurance, and in future years, this request will be reviewed annually.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – absent; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

RECREATION:

SWIM TEAM ASSISTANT COACH RAISE: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to approve Rec. Director Karla Triola’s request to give a 50¢ an hour raise to Erik Rosenkranz as assistant Swim Team coach.  Mrs. Triola added that this was only a $32.50 budget increase for the summer season, and this money would be found elsewhere within the Recreation budget lines.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – absent; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

RECREATION:

TRUCK REPLACEMENT: After discussion, the Rec. Director will speak with Councilman Dewhirst and Highway Supt. Myers about looking for a new replacement truck.

FOREVER YOUNG CLUB NOTICES: Permission was granted to the Forever Young Club to post their notices on the Town’s website and on the Town Hall bulletin board on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

CEMETERY MOWING: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Joseph Norton, to amend the motion in the May 9th, 2013 Minutes to have Christopher Horn mow all of the five cemeteries that are the Town’s responsibilities.  The other person approved to do the mowing cannot at this time.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
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ALTERNATIVE ENERGY SUPPLIERS: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Joseph Norton, to have the Town Clerk place an ad for alternative electrical 

suppliers.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

HIGHWAY: 

CORRECTION TO MAY MINUTES FOR LOADER REPAIR COSTS:  A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to have the cost of the Volvo loader repairs corrected to be $19,248.83, as stated on the bottom of page 6, #12.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

HIGHWAY:

WOOD CHIPPER PURCHASE: The Town Board gave its approval for the Highway Department’s purchase of a new wood chipper in the amount of $36,438.00 from Westchester Tractor, Inc., the lowest bidder, on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Joseph Norton.  This purchase will be paid from Highway budget line 01-04-5140-42.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

TRANSFER STATION STICKERS FOR FIRE COMPANY AND E.M.T. VOLUNTEERS: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to approve a complimentary Transfer Station sticker to every EMT and fire volunteer member of the Fire Company.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the May 9th, 2013 meeting were amended as follows:  under “Privilege of the Floor” 1) from Mel Eiger: “Mr. Eiger then made comments that Councilman Norton, Dewhirst and D’Agostino felt were personally insulting, and because Mr. Eiger continued making such statements, a motion was made by Joseph Norton…” and 2) “…from Paul Coughlin as follows “I received another nasty flier in my mailbox.  I am a resident of Stanfordville and am AGAINST any noise restriction ordinance.” With these additions noted, a motion to approve the Minutes as amended was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – no; Johanna Shafer – no; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


The Minutes of the May 13th Draft Master Plan Informational Meeting were approved as written on the motion of Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Virginia Stern.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

BATHROOM RENOVATION PROJECT: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Joseph Norton, to have the re-design volunteers Becky Movall and Conrad Levensen, along with Board members Stern and Norton on this project.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to go into an Executive Session of the Board at 9:35 PM regarding potential litigation, current litigation and the job performance of a particular person.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


The Board exited their Executive Session at 10:04 PM and went back into their regular session on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Motion carried with all voting in favor.

OTHER:
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A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, that the Town Board accepts the opinion of the Attorney for the Town concerning payment of past Medicare Part B premium payments and requests that the Attorney for the Town write a 

letter to any retirees that have claimed past Medicare B premium payments and explain the Town’s position.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, that the Town advertise for a comptroller position using the previous ad and place them in the three local weekly papers.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – abstained.


With no other matters to discuss, the Board adjourned at 10:10 PM on the motion of Virginia Stern, second by Joseph Norton.  Motion carried with all voting in favor.
