SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES 

SEPTEMBER 9TH, 2013


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for a Special Meeting on Monday, September 9th, 2013 at the Stanford Town Hall.  Supervisor Virginia Stern called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

PUBLIC HEARING:

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT APPLICATION:

Recreation: Splash Pad and Walkway


Supervisor Stern made a motion to close the Special Meeting and enter into the scheduled Public Hearing for the Recreation Commission’s 2014 Community Development Block Grant application.  The motion was seconded by Mark D’Agostino with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
Richard Bell, Recreation Commission member, who was drafting the grant application, gave a brief overview of the proposed project: for a “Splash Pad” with a paved walkway to it at the Rec. Park.  The CDBG is a federally funded program administered by Dutchess County Planning Department.  Both Mr. Bell and Supervisor Stern had met with the Planning Department and they suggested that a survey of the town’s residents be included.  The surveys have been distributed and are due back on Sept. 30th, with the CDBG application due on October 19th.

Nancy Kryzak, Hobbs Lane – stated that she had been in the Red Devon and saw a survey there but did not know anything about the proposed project; wanted to know if there was any way to let others know about it but suggested that it be put on the Town’s website.  Said that she had not used the Rec. in years but loves the idea, adding that it could be a “social thing” but again stressed that this survey needs to be seen by more people for more responses.  Mrs. Kryzak also mentioned that it could be a gathering place for seniors, and perhaps with designated hours for them.

Mr. Bell – will also be at Community Day on Saturday.

With no other comments, a motion to close the Public Hearing was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, at 7:40 PM and go back into the Special Meeting.

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford Town Board held a Public Hearing at the Stanford Town Hall on September 9th, 2013, which was duly advertised in the Town’s official newspaper, and

WHEREAS, many successful Community Development Block Grant applications had been submitted and completed by the Town of Stanford, and

WHEREAS, public comment was heard by the Town of Stanford Town Board at the September 9th, 2013 Special Meeting, and

WHEREAS, the Minutes of said Public Hearing reflect all comments, and the vote at the Special Town Board meeting on September 9th, 2013, at which the Town Board agreed to pursue the planned project to construct a senior citizen and handicapped-accessible “Splash Pad” at the Town’s Recreation Park and a paved walkway to the water 
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feature that would also be handicapped and senior-accessible, and approval of this application was made by the Town Board in the form of this resolution.

NOW BE IT RESOLVED that this application for a 2014 Community Development Block Grant be approved by the Town of Stanford Town Board in resolution form as prescribed by the Dutchess County Department of Planning application process, on this 9th day of September 2013.

5. DRAFT MASTER PLAN COMMITTEE: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to add Duffy Layton as a member of the Draft Master Plan Committee to represent the mine owners in Town.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  


A motion was also made, at the Committee’s request, by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton, to have Michelle Turck serve as the secretary for this committee, at her current hourly salary of $15.60 per hour, for 25 hours of work through December 2013, if she is interested in accepting this position.  This unbudgeted expense will be paid from the Master Plan Committee budget line 00-07-8030-40 by a transfer to the budget line 00-07-8030-10 for this expense.  If Ms. Turck is not interested, the Clerk was instructed to advertise for the position to start at $12.48 per hour.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


A motion was also made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst, to reimburse Darren Press for the cost of making DVDs from the Master Plan informational meeting videotaping that he had done.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – abstained; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  Mention was made that this expense will also be paid from budget line 00-07-8030-40.


Mark Burdick will also get the Town Board two cost estimates for reproducing the draft Master Plan document.

6. ACCEPT AUDITOR’S REPORT: A motion to accept the audit from auditor Rae D’Achille on August 19, 2013 was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

7. ADVERTISE FOR C.A.C. SECRETARY: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Joseph Norton, to have the Clerk advertise for a secretary for the Conservation Advisory Commission.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

8. ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS MEMBER PRE-APPROVAL: A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton, to “pre-appoint” Michelle Inzeo to the Z.B.A., contingent upon the ZBA’s approval at their next meeting.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

9. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the July 11th, 2013 Town Board meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

The Minutes of the August 8th, 2013 were approved with the following changes: 

· page 2, #2 – under Solar Proposals: …”Supervisor Stern making a motion to study the issue and explore the matter in more detail along with Councilman Mark D’Agostino.
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· page 4, #3 – under Tickets for Historical Society’s Cemetery Walk:…Under advice from Town Counsel, the Town is not authorized to sell tickets for the Cemetery Walk.
With these changes noted, the 8/8/13 Minutes were approved on a motion made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


The Minutes of the August 19th, 2013 Special Meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Thomas Dewhirst.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Virginia Stern – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Joseph Norton – yes; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


With no other business at hand, a motion to adjourn this Special Meeting at 9 PM was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Joseph Norton.  Motion carried with all present voting in favor.
