Official Banks and Investment Limits: The Bank of Millbrook, M & T Bank (third party collateral), and MBIA NY CLASS on the motion of Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.   Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  The Supervisor suggested that some of the many Bank of Millbrook accounts could be consolidated at some point.


Mileage Rate: to keep the mileage rate the same as 2013 - 51¢ per mile for approved employee reimbursements when on Town business, on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger. 5. APPROVAL OF KENNEL CONTRACT: The 2014 Kennel Contract with Pine Plains Veterinary Associates was approved on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan 
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Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  

6. APPROVAL OF MONETARY POLICY:  The Monetary Policy for 2014 will remain the same on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  

7. APPROVE PROCUREMENT POLICY: The Town’s Procurement Policy would remain the same on the motion of Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton, but could be discussed again at some point in the future.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  

8. APPROVE OF MEETING RULES AND PROCEDURES: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to keep the Meeting Rules and Procedures the same for 

2014.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  

9. ASSOCIATION OF TOWNS’ VOTING DELEGATE AND ALTERNATE: A motion was made by Joseph Norton to appoint Johanna Shafer the Town’s voting delegate at the February Association of Towns’ meeting.  However, Mrs. Shafer stated that she is unable to attend.  At this point, no one would be attending.

10. ESTABLISH INSURANCE PERCENTAGES FOR 2014: On a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton, the insurance premiums for full-time employees will remain at 20% employees’ contribution and the Town paying contributing 80%.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  

11. SET TRANSFER STATION FEES FOR 2014: The Town’s Transfer Station’s fees will remain the same as in 2013 on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  

12. OTHER: After discussion, the Town Board members agreed that the Town Hall would be closed on Friday, January 3rd, 2014 due to a snow emergency.  The Town Clerk will notify the employees.


Supervisor Norton spoke of his coming to Stanford over 20 years ago, of the old-timers that he had known, of running for election years ago and going door-to-door, of the preservation of open space and of the Town being untouched by toxic materials, of respect and disagreeing pleasantly and that of growing together as tough issues are faced.


With no other business at hand, a motion to adjourn at 8:00 PM was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger. Motion carried with all in favor.
