MINUTES OF THE FEBRUARY 15th, 2014 MEETING

The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Saturday, February 15th, 2014.  This meeting, originally scheduled for Thursday, Feb. 13th, was cancelled due to a snowstorm and rescheduled for this date.  Supervisor Norton called the meeting to order at 9 AM.

A moment of silence was requested by Supervisor Norton to remember and thank our Highway crew for the work they’ve done for 16 hours per day.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:

No one was heard at this time.

LIAISON REPORTS: Councilman Ryan Orton reported from the recent Recreation Commission meeting: winter soccer had 44 participants, Creative Crossings would be holding their next show in the Grange Hall this weekend and next, and that an ad had been placed for Rec. summer staff – applications due 3/10/14. Mr. Orton also added that there was an upcoming baked chicken dinner at the Grange, that the UCC was hosting a spaghetti dinner and the Historical Society is having speakers on Bannerman Island on 2/23.

Councilwoman Weinberger stated that the Fire Commissioners meeting was next week.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: Nothing to add at this point other than the Highway Department was down 2 trucks.

MOTION TO ACCEPT AGENDA:


Joe Norton made a motion to accept the agenda, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS APPLICANTS: Joseph Norton made a motion to pre-appoint both Patrick Tierney and Michelle Inzeo to the two vacant positions on the ZBA, subject to the ZBA’s input at their next meeting.  Mary Weinberger seconded the motion.   Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. APPOINT BOARD OF ETHICS MEMBER: On the motion of Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, Timothy Gifford was appointed to the Board of Ethics.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.

2. ACCEPT RESIGNATION FROM THE FARM & AG. COMMITTEE: Joseph Norton made a motion to accept the resignation of Dolores Straley from the Farm & Ag. Committee with regret, seconded by Ryan Orton  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.  Mention was made that this position would be advertised for in the local paper.

3. ACCEPT RESIGNATION FROM THE CONSERVATION ADVISORY COMMISSION: Joseph Norton made a motion to accept the resignation of Brenda Lynch from the C.A.C. with regret, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.  Mention was made that this position would be advertised for in the local paper.

4. EMPLOYEE HANDBOOK UPDATE FOR EMERGENCY CLOSINGS: Joseph Norton made a motion to advertise for a committee comprised of himself and no more than 5 other
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people to update the Employee Handbook regarding emergency closings.  The motion was seconded by Mary Weinberger, with a roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.  Motion carried.
5. TWO WEBSITE RESOLUTIONS: Councilman Orton introduced the following resolution:

RESOLUTION #1 OF 2014

TOWN WEBSITE COORDINATOR

WHEREAS, the Stanford Town Board approves suggestions made by the Supervisor for various Town positions including all those on the 2014 “Appointment List” at the annual Reorganizational Meeting In January, and

WHEREAS, the Town Website Coordinator is presently not on the appointment list to be approved by the Town Board at the Reorganizational Meeting;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the position of Town Website Coordinator be approved yearly by the Town Board at the Reorganizational Meeting upon recommendation of the Supervisor, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Clerk assist the Town Website Coordinator when necessary.

After brief discussion, Councilman Orton agreed that to be fair, the Board should discuss and vote on this matter when Councilwoman Shafer was present.  All were in agreement to table this until March.

Mr. Orton then introduced a second resolution as follows:

RESOLUTION #2 OF 2014

   TOWN BOARD VIDEOS ON VIMEO

WHEREAS, videos of each Town Board meeting are posted on the Town Website in a Vimeo account, and

WHEREAS, videos for 2014 have been posted by a former Town Board member;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board appoint a third party person with no direct connection to the Town to place videos of Town Board meetings on the Town website through a Vimeo account paid for by a Town Board member serving on the Board at that time, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Board member holding a Vimeo account is reimbursed for the cost of holding such an account as long as said person is a member of the Town Board and proper documentation for the account is supplied.

The Board was in agreement again to hold this matter off until March when Councilwoman Shafer would be back.

6. RECREATION MATTERS:

1) MILLBROOK SCHOOL’S REQUEST TO USE THE BASEBALL FIELDS: Supervisor Norton offered the following resolution:

RESOLUTION #3 OF 2014 –

MILLBROOK SCHOOL’S REQUEST TO USE THE TOWN’S BASEBALL FIELDS

Motion made by: Joseph Norton

Seconded by: Mary Weinberger


WHEREAS the Town of Stanford has received a request for use of the Town’s baseball fields from the Millbrook School, and


WHEREAS the Town Recreation Commission has reviewed the proposal, and


WHEREAS the Millbrook School is currently constructing dormitory facilities and its athletic fields are unsuitable due to excavation requirements at the present time, and


WHEREAS the Town of Stanford has a past history of helping our neighbors and the proposed Millbrook School use schedule will not interfere with any Town of Stanford program.


THEREFORE NOW BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Stanford Town Board approves that the Millbrook School uses the Town’s baseball field facilities and that the Millbrook School furnish the proper liability insurance and releases as per the Attorney for the Town’s recommendations.

Roll Call Vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.

Resolution #3 of 2014 approved by the majority votes of the Town Board of the Town of Stanford members present and certified this 15th day of February 2014.
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2) BIDS FOR REPLACEMENT OF RECREATION BUILDING ROOFS: After having received three bids for the roof repairs at the Rec., Supervisor Norton made the following resolution:

RESOLUTION #4 OF 2014

RECREATION BUILDINGS ROOF REPAIRS

Motion made by: Joseph Norton

Seconded by: Ryan Orton



WHEREAS the Town of Stanford Recreation Department identified the need for the Recreation facilities at the Rec. office and Bath House and the two dugouts at the Senior League field behind the Stanford Grange Hall to have their roofs replaced, and


WHEREAS the Stanford Recreation Director, Karla Triola, submitted three proposals for the Town Board’s consideration from 1. Bob Turner d/b/a Ra’s Repair - $8,125 with 50% down; Maresca Exteriors Inc.: $6,500; and ELF Custom Builders - $13,000 with 50% down; and


WHEREAS the proposals were received by the Town Board at the February 2014 Town Board meeting, which was rescheduled to February 15th, 23014 because severe weather conditions closed the Town Hall on Thursday, Feb. 13th, 2014 and necessitated canceling the regularly scheduled meeting, and


WHEREAS the proposal from Maresca Exteriors Inc. is the most satisfactory to the Town Board as the lowest responsible bidder and required no down payment.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the contract to replace and install new roofs at the Rec. office and Bath House and the two dugouts at the Senior League field behind the Grange Hall be awarded to Maresca Exteriors Inc.  The successful bidder will submit proof of liability insurance and workman’s’ compensation to the Town Supervisor’s office prior to commencing the work, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the successful bidder be notified that the work needs to be completed on the dugouts by April 10, 2014 and the Rec. office and Bath House by June 10, 2014.  This is necessary because the Recreation facilities open for swimming on June 20th and baseball commences on April 12th.  It is the Town’s desire to minimize any potential liability in separating construction activities from recreational activities enjoyed by the Town residents.

Roll Call Vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.

Resolution #4 of 2014 approved by the majority votes of the Town Board of the Town of Stanford members present and certified this 15th day of February 2014.

3) DOCK BRACKETS: Rec. Director Karla Triola had obtained a price of  $175.40 for heavy-duty “ramp shore brackets” plus shipping for repairs needed to the Rec. docks. As this was needed, the Board suggested that this purchase be made and paid for somewhere within the Recreation budget on the motion of Joseph Norton, second by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.

6. NY CLASS RESOLUTION: The following resolution was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton, as follows:

RESOLUTION #5 OF 2014

NYCLASS RESOLUTION

WHEREAS the Town of Stanford is a member of the NYCLASS (New York Cooperative Liquid Assets Securities System), and

WHEREAS the NYClass notified the Town of Stanford that is amended the agreement as “Amendment Dated as of March 14, 2014 to the New Cooperative Liquid Securities System Municipal Cooperation Agreement as Amended and Restated as of April 23, 2013, “ And

WHEREAS, the amendments made the changes to conform to NY State General Municipal Law, to further amend the Investment Policy without further amendment to the cooperative and to allow for potential creation of other investment options as market conditions change, and

WHEREAS the NYClass requires a Town Board resolution and/or minutes approving the amendments, and
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WHEREAS the Town Supervisor and Town Attorney reviewed the materials and recommend the Town Board approve the amendments.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Stanford Town Board approves the amendments to the NYClass agreement and retains, under the NY Class agreement, the right to withdraw from the agreement and remove their invested Town funds.

Roll Call Vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.

Resolution #5 of 2014 approved by the majority votes of the Town Board of the Town of Stanford members present and certified this 15th day of February 2014.

8. CEMETERIES CLEAN-UP: After discussion and on the advice of the Attorney for the Town, a motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, for the Town Board to solicit bids for the necessary cemeteries’ work and restoration, and to have the bidders include workmen’s comp and liability insurance coverage.  Mention was made that this work would not include privately owned cemeteries.  Roll Call Vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.  Motion carried.

9. BUILDING INSPECTOR FEE SCHEDULE: This will matter will be brought up again in March but any increases will not impact Town residents.

10. R.F.P. FOR TOWN HALL BATHROOMS AND GENERATOR: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton, to have the Supervisor write up a bid for the Town Hall bathrooms’ renovations.  Roll Call Vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.  Motion carried.  Another motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to have the Supervisor write up a bid for a generator for Town Hall.  Roll Call Vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.  Motion carried.

11. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the January 9th Town Board Meeting and the February 10th Workshop Meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to close the regular meeting and go into an Executive Session at 9:38 AM regarding the Supervisor’s computer files and labor negotiations.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.


At 9:55 AM a motion was made to close the Executive Session by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Mary Weinberger – yes.


With no action taken, a motion to adjourn the regular meeting at 9:56 AM was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Motion carried with all present voting in favor.
