MINUTES OF THE MARCH 13th, 2014 MEETING

The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Thursday, March 13th, 2014.  Supervisor Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

A moment of silence was requested by Supervisor Norton in memory of two Town residents that had recently passed away, Mark Stern and John Egan.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:

Mike Shafer, Decker Road – added that calling hours for Mark Stern would be on Saturday at Burnett and White Funeral Home in Rhinebeck from 6 to 9 PM.

LIAISON REPORTS: Councilman Ryan Orton reported from the recent Recreation Commission meeting: Baseball’s opening day will be 4/12, and the Easter Egg Hunt will be moved to 4/13; winter soccer is over and the volunteers were thanked. The ZBA approved appointing Michelle Inzeo and Patrick Tierney. Creative Crossing’s next exhibit is “Catching the Wind” by Jesse Germond for the next two weekends.  The Library will have knitting classes for high schoolers, AARP tax preparation on Fridays, a wildlife lecture on 4/12 and the chess club and the “geek squad.”  The Forever Young Club will be hosting their St. Patrick’s Day lunch at Uncle Sonny’s on 3/18, the PPCSD will have a “breakfast for dinner” at the Grange on 3/21, the Nursery School’s fundraiser is illusionist Ryan Dutcher on 3/22, the Historical Society will be hosting a lecture on genealogy and family research on 3/30 and the Grange’s Spring Penny Social on 4/5 will be to benefit an Eagle Scout project for the Grange’s new sign.


Councilwoman Shafer was unable to attend any meetings in February as they were away but stated that the Planning Board had extended the Library’s site plan review for another 2 years and had acknowledged a letter received for the Bangall Post Office on a National and State Historic Place Registry.

Councilwoman Weinberger stated that the Fire Commissioners meeting was next week.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: Supervisor Norton reported that the Highway Department had already responded to 12 storms and were currently working on unclogging culverts.  Mr. Norton added that we were facing serious fiscal issues ahead.

Attorney for the Town Bogle requested adding a resolution regarding a tax certiorari matter. The proposal must be in compliance with the NYS Building Code requirements and NYS Prevailing Wage requirements.  The successful bidder will be required to furnish proof of liability insurance before any work is undertaken.

WHEREAS the Town of Stanford Town Board has reviewed the fire inspection rate of $75.00 for inspections, and


WHEREAS the Town of Stanford Town Board has reviewed the municipal search fee of $75.00 for residential searches and $125.00 for commercial searches, and


WHEREAS the Town Board of the Town of Stanford will be bringing the Fire Inspection rates and the Municipal Searches fee more in line with the surrounding towns in Dutchess County

BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Stanford Town Board approved the fire inspection rate to increase from $75.00 to $175.00 for a fire inspection every three years, and
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that the municipal search fee to increase from $75.00 for residential searches and $125.00 for commercial searches to $100.00 for residential searches and $200.00 for commercial searches.

7. TOWN HALL BIDS: 1. BATHROOMS’ RENOVATION: The following resolution was read by Supervisor Norton:      RESOLUTION #10 OF 2014

THE ACCEPTANCE OF BID FOR THE TOWN HALL BATHROOM RENOVATIONS


WHEREAS the bathroom facilities of the Stanford Town Hall are in violation of the NYS Building Codes as well as the Dutchess County Health Department regulation, and


WHEREAS the Stanford Town Board wishes to remedy this violation as an example of common sense, a desire to preserve the Town Hall and to set an example to the residents that the Town of Stanford is not above the law as it tries to enforce the building codes and regulation, and


WHEREAS a Request for Proposals (RFP) was approved at the February 2014 meeting by unanimous vote of the Board members attending, and


WHEREAS three bids were received and opened as per the RFP instructions on March 6th, 2014 as follows: base bids: 1. Ken McShea / House Doctor - $27,648.00





   2. Oram Contracting - $34,100.00





   3. Gannon Plumbing & Heating - $63,500.00


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the bid submitted by Ken McShea / House Doctor is accepted by the Town of Stanford as the lowest responsible bidder and that Ken 
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McShea / House Doctor will complete the task to upgrade the Town Hall facilities in conformity with the NYS Building Code requirements and the NYS Prevailing Wage requirements.


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the contractor will submit all required documentation prior to the actual commencement of work and will meet with the Town Supervisor, any Town Board members and the Town Building Inspector to review the project prior to commencement.

8. USE OF TOWN HALL FOR SCHOOL BOARD ELECTION AND VOTE: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton, to approve the use of the Town Hall by the Pine Plains Central School District for their annual School Board election and Budget vote on May 20th, 2014. The Town Clerk will notify the School’s District Clerk of this approval.

13. DELETED FILES – SUPERVISOR’S COMPUTER: The following resolution was read by Supervisor Norton:                   RESOLUTION #11 OF 2014

SUPERVISOR’S OLD COMPUTER FILES

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford seeks transparency and openness in all its dealings before the public, and

WHEREAS, the Email files in the Office of the Town Supervisor were deleted on or about 12/31/2013 and other documents were moved/removed and/or disposed of, and 

WHEREAS, New York State Law is clear on the disposition of all Town documents and records. A record as defined, can be in any mode or medium, and the length of time it is kept is not dependent on the mode or medium, but rather the record. Electronic documents must be kept the same as paper documents. And 

WHEREAS, The Public Officer’s Law defines what is a record. NY POL FOIL Section 84-4. “Record” means any information kept, held, filed, produce or reproduced by, with or for any agency or the state legislature, in any physical form whatsoever including, but 
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not limited to, reports, statements, examinations, memoranda, opinions, folders, files, books manuals, pamphlets, forms, papers, designs, drawings, maps, photos, letters, microfilms, computer tapes or discs, rules, regulations or codes. And

WHEREAS, NY has a record retention policy which is available at http://www.archives.nysed.gov/a.records/mr_laws_acal57A.shtml  and requires the Town officials to keep the documents under N.Y. Local Governments Records Law Section 57.25 (2), no local official can destroy or dispose of government record without the consent of the Commissioner of Education and the MU-1 Schedule. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the deletion of the town records be communicated to the appropriate state and local government agency.

AND FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that since the Town would have the obligation to restore and maintain the records in any litigation or e-discovery request, the Town make every effort through its Town Attorney to have Earthlink, the Town internet provider, restore the deleted files.
AND FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Minutes note that the records were deleted prior to the arrival of the new Board of January 1, 2014 and that Supervisor Norton, Council Person’s Weinberger, Shafer and Orton are blameless.

AND FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board stresses the need for all Town Officers and employees to maintain a separate e-mail address for town communications. This is advisable because a record request in NY can seek personal e-mail addresses by FOIL when it is used for Town Business.  There is no expectation of privacy for anyone using any Town owned computers and relevant electronic equipment.

WHEREAS, Parkinson’s disease is a progressive neurological movement disorder of the central nervous system, which has a unique impact on each patient; and

WHEREAS, according to the Parkinson’s Action Network, the Parkinson’s Disease Foundation, the American Parkinson’s Disease Association and the National Institute of Health, there are over one million Americans diagnosed with Parkinson’s disease; and

WHEREAS, symptoms include slowness, tremor, difficulty with balance and speaking, rigidity, cognitive and memory problems; and

WHEREAS, although new medicines and therapies may enhance the life for some time for people with Parkinson’s, more work is needed for a cure; and

WHEREAS, increased education and research are needed to help find more effective treatments with fewer side effects and ultimately a cure for Parkinson’s disease; and

WHEREAS, a multidisciplinary approach to Parkinson’s disease care includes wellness, support and caregiver groups; and

WHEREAS, April has been proclaimed as World Wide Parkinson’s Awareness month for all to recognize the need for more research and help in dealing with the devastating effects of Parkinson’s disease.

WHEREAS the Town of Stanford Town Board has previously hired Donald McGrath as an Appraiser in such actions, however there is a conflict with Donald McGrath in the above matters, and a separate Appraiser must be hired, and 

WHEREAS, the Appraisal Firm known as Hudson Valley Appraisal Corporation, Michael J. Bernholz, President, SRA, CCIM, MAI, is a NYS Certified General Real Estate Appraiser, and is an MAI Appraiser, has submitted his qualifications and costs as are attached. The fees are Preliminary pre-appraisal consultation at a cost of $2,000.00. A Preliminary Appraisal, in summary format, at $4,000.00, and for a Court Ready, self-contained Appraisal at $7,000.00. Post appraisal consultation is billed at $150.00 per hour, and expert testimony at $1,000 for one-half day or less, and $1,800.00 for full day, or any portion over a half day; and 

WHEREAS, an Appraisal and consultation are essential to any negotiations or settlement of the matter, and if the matter must go to trial, expert testimony is required, and the Town of Stanford must have an expert for consultation, settlement negotiations, review and discussion of the Petitioner’s Appraisal, and if necessary, trial ready appraisal and expert testimony at trial, and 

WHEREAS, professional services, such as an appraiser for trial work, are exempt from competitive bidding, and such appraiser has no conflicts to the actions pending.
