MINUTES OF THE JUNE 12th, 2014 MEETING

The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Thursday, June 12th, 2014.  Supervisor Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

Also in attendance was Attorney for the Town William Bogle, Jr.

A moment of silence was requested by Supervisor Norton to remember all our service people overseas and those retuning home.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:

Dave Tetor, Route 82 – wanted to state for the record that as a former Supervisor, he had never deleted or destroyed any records from his office.  As a courtesy, he said that he had given his successor Virginia Stern a tour of this office and told her the location of files and that there was nothing missing when he left office.

Erin Dewhirst, Jameson Hill Road – thanked the Board for their wise spending of taxpayer dollars in the improvements to the Town Hall driveway and parking lot and the bathrooms.

LIAISON REPORTS: Councilman Ryan Orton stated that the Library would be having a program, the “Spirit of Butterflies” on Saturday, June 16th, the Fire Company is having a chicken barbeque on 6/21 and that the Grange would be hosting their annual Strawberry Festival on 6/22.  They will also be having the first Community Day planning meeting on June 30th.  Keep the high school students in your prayers as they are going through their Regents exams and finals.  He was not able to attend the recent Rec. and ZBA meetings but the Rec. had three successful sign ups for the summer programs. 

Councilwoman Shafer reported from the May 28th Planning Board meeting: no comments were heard during the public hearing for the Millbrook School’s expansion application, which were then reviewed again.  The meeting also included discussion on a boundary line change application and a site plan / special permit application.  Mrs. Shafer was not sure if the CAC had a May meeting but they will be having one in June.

Councilwoman Weinberger had no report.

Supervisor Norton stated that the Highway Department had been cutting back shoulders on Ridge Road and were working on the Town Hall driveway.  He had also attended several of the Draft Master Plan Review Committee meetings: they were asking good questions and having good discussions.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: Supervisor Norton stated that he was glad that summer was here and that the Board would be working on stabilizing the outside of the Town Hall.

The County Legislator and the Highway Superintendent were not in attendance.

MOTION TO ACCEPT AGENDA:


Ryan Orton made a motion to accept the agenda as presented, seconded by Joseph Norton. Councilwoman Shafer requested that the Board abide by a November 2010 Town Board resolution that agenda items be posted prior to the meetings so that both the Board and the public have ample opportunity to study the issues.  After a brief discussion on Roberts Rules of Order, Mrs. Shafer requested that the matter of Hard Rock Sand & Gravel be added to the agenda. With all in agreement, the motion to accept the agenda with the Hard Rock addition carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.
OLD BUSINESS:
1. RESOLUTION FOR BANGALL TRAFFIC ISSUES: The following resolution was offered by Councilwoman Johanna Shafer:

RESOLUTION #16 OF 2014

A RESOLUTION FOR THE ADDITION OF TWO STOP SIGNS ON HUNNS LAKE ROAD IN BANGALL

Motion made by: Councilwoman Johanna Shafer

Seconded by: Supervisor Joseph Norton
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WHEREAS it is one of the responsibilities of town government to work for the safety of the roads within its Town, and

WHEREAS the Town Board has received multiple letters of complaints regarding the safety of the section of Hunns Lake Road within the hamlet of Bangall at Bangall Amenia Road and Millis Lane, and

WHEREAS there has been an accident at this site, and

WHEREAS these safety concerns have been long standing, and

WHEREAS a citizen generated committee was formed to address concerns of traffic safety in the hamlet of Bangall at the intersections of County Routes 65 and 86 and County Routes 65 and 53, and

WHEREAS these three roads are all County Roads;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Stanford petition the County Department of Public Works for the placement of two stop signs on Hunns Lake Road to make this a four way stop area.

AND FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Town requests that one sign be placed on the south east side of Hunns Lake Road across from Millis Lane and the second sign on the northwest side of Hunns Lake Road across from Bangall Amenia Road.

Roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  Resolution #16 of 2014 adopted by the unanimous votes of the Town of Stanford Town Board members and certified this 12th day of June 2014.

2. HARD ROCK SAND AND GRAVEL: The inheritors of Hard Rock have approached the Town about buying the sand and gravel mine.  Councilwoman Shafer felt that this was a decision for the Board to discuss as the draft Master Plan describes this as a potential development site as well as a portion of the well head is there.  She added that Stanfordville Machine may also want to use the area for future expansion.  Further discussion will ensue.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. RESOLUTION TO APPOINT A TEMPORARY ADMINISTRATOR IN SUPERVISOR NORTON’S ABSENCE: The following resolution was offered by Supervisor Norton:

RESOLUTION TO APPOINT A TEMPORARY ADMINISTRATOR FOR THE TOWN BOARD WHEN THE SUPERVISOR OF THE TOWN IS ABSENT, UNAVAILABLE OR INCAPACITATED

Motion made by: Supervisor Joseph Norton
Seconded by: Councilwoman Johanna Shafer
WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Stanford wishes to provide for orderly government in emergency situations where the Supervisor of the Town is absent, unavailable or incapacitated.  The term Supervisor, as defined by this Local Law, includes the term Deputy Supervisor, if the Town Board establishes such position, and

WHEREAS, The Town Board of Stanford adopted Local Law Number 1 for the year of 2012 for the appointment of a Temporary Administrator when the Supervisor was absent, unavailable, or incapacitated, and

WHEREAS, Supervisor Joseph Norton will be traveling to China in the summer of 2014, and will be absent and unavailable to the Town of Stanford during that period, and a Temporary administrator is needed during that period of time to carry out the functions for the Supervisor in his absence.

NOW, 
 be it resolved by the Town of Stanford Town Board that it acts as follows:

1. The Town Board hereby appoints Mary Weinberger to the Temporary Administrator during the Supervisor Joseph Norton’s absence, with all of the powers and duties as designated by the Local Law Number 1 of 2012, or as is separately approved by this resolution.

2. The Temporary Administrator shall contact the Town’s banks or financial institutions and sign whatever authorizations, signature cards or other documents that maybe required to effectuate this appointment.

3. The appointment shall end and terminate when Supervisor Joseph Norton returns from China and is present in the Town of Stanford.

On June 12th, 2014, a motion was made by Joseph Norton and seconded by Johanna Shafer to approve this resolution appointing the Temporary Administrator.
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Roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  Resolution #17 of 2014 adopted by the unanimous votes of the Town of Stanford Town Board members and certified this 12th day of June 2014.

2. MOTION TO HAVE THREE BOARD MEMBERS KEEP A LOG BOOK FOR THE RETIREMENT SYSTEM:  A motion was made by Supervisor Norton to have himself and Council members Orton and Weinberger keep a log book for three months of their Town Board activities so that the Standard Workday Resolution can be completed and forwarded to the NYS Retirement System.  The motion was seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.  Motion carried.

3.  BUDGET RESOLUTION FOR CDCHP HEALTH INSURANCE ACCOUNTS: The following resolution was read by Supervisor Norton:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board approve the transfer of $10,000.00 from the General Fund to the budget line 00-08-9060-80 General Fund – Hospital and Medical Insurance, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Board approve the transfer of $17,000.00 from the Highway Fund to the budget line 01-08-9060-80 Highway – Hospital and Medical Insurance.  

   Roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.         


Resolution #18 of 2014 adopted by the unanimous affirmative votes of the Town of Stanford Town Board members and certified this 12th day of June 2014.

4. ENGINEER’S REPORT ON THE TOWN HALL BUILDING: As a point of information only, Supervisor Norton stated that the Town Hall structure is OK according to the Structural Evaluation prepared by Fusco Engineering.  The biggest problems are the outside stucco and the gutters.  The stucco areas should be re-stuccoed and the gutters need to be removed and replaced.  Further discussion will continue.

5. TELEPHONES’ PROPOSAL: The following resolution was read by Supervisor Norton:

New telephone system

Motion made by: Joseph Norton

Seconded by: Johanna Shafer
WHEREAS, the current phone system equipment of the Town of Stanford was installed in l992 and served the Town well and

WHEREAS, the current equipment system is expensive to maintain because there are few spare parts available; and

WHEREAS the Town of Stanford requires a modern communication system to service the normal and usual needs of the Town as well as potential emergencies; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford examined solicited communication proposals for the last year and a half; therefore

NOW BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Stanford accept the proposal from Superior telephone Systems of Salt Point, New York to install a NEC SVS 8100 telephone system with a 4 port inmail voice mail system and 15 (24 button digital display phones).  Superior Telephone will supply a three (3) year warranty on all parts and labor and the installed system will be configured with 8 CO lines, l6 digital ports and 4 analog ports for the quoted price of $9,915.13.

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6. INSURANCE CLAIM: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to seek proposals to have the Town Hall roof repaired to replace the missing roof tiles caused by recent storm damage.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.

7. EMAIL FROM FORMER BOOKKEEPER: An email was received from Bonnie Hall on May 30th and was read by the Town Clerk.  The email stated that the Supervisor’s emails should be retrieved and any expense incurred could be taken from the Town Board salary line or the IT expenditure line in the budget.  After discussion, a motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton, to have Attorney for the Town William Bogle issue a subpoena to Earthlink to have these emails retrieved.  Roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes. Motion carried. 

8. GRANGE’S REQUEST FOR COMMUNITY DAY: Councilman Orton recused himself from discussion on this matter as he is a Grange officer.  After discussion, a motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to give the Grange $1,000.00 from the Celebrations line in the ’14 Budget to help them with the Community Day activities.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – abstained; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.

9. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the May 8th, 2014 Town Board meeting and the June 9th, 2014 Town Board Workshop meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes.

With no other business, a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:12 PM was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with all voting in favor.
