A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to appoint Oliver Orton as Tax Collector.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – abstained; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to not appoint a Deputy Tax Collector in anticipation of advertising for said position.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – no; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, not to fill the position of Registrar as the function is already filled by the Town Clerk and is a redundancy of duty.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – no; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

2. SUPERVISOR’S APPOINTMENTS AND TOWN BOARD LIAISONS: Supervisor Norton made the following appointments: Mary Weinberger – Planning Board; Johanna Shafer – Conservation Advisory Commission; Mark D’Agostino – Recreation; Transfer Station and Cablevision – Ryan Orton.  Supervisor Norton will cover the Zoning Board of Appeals, Insurance and the buildings.  Councilman Orton requested to stay with the Rec. Commission but Supervisor Norton stated that it was time to rotate liaisons.
3. OFFICIAL DESIGNATIONS FOR 2015:
Official Newspapers: Motion by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton – Poughkeepsie Journal, Northern Dutchess News and the Hudson Valley News.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

Official Banks: Motion by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger – Bank of Millbrook, M&T Bank as third party collateral and MBIA NY Class.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

Mileage Rate: Motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino  – to keep the mileage rate at 51 cents for those traveling to conferences and schooling and for the Building Inspector and the Dog Control Officer.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – abstained; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

Emergency Interim Successors: Motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino – 1. Mary Weinberger, 2. Mark D’Agostino and 3. Stephan Gotovich.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

4. APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS: After reviewing the Clerk’s list of who requested re-appointments, a motion was made by Joseph Norton to advertise if anyone wants to go on the Planning Board.  Councilman D’Agostino suggested advertising for all the positions open: the CAC, the Grievance Board and the Scenic Roads.  Discussion followed. The motion was amended by Mr. Norton to include the above noted positions, with a second by Mark D’Agostino.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – no; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

5. APPROVE 2015 KENNEL CONTRACT WITH PINE PLAINS VETERINARY ASSOCIATES: The Kennel Contract was approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton, signed by Supervisor Norton and the contract will be sent to Pine Plains Vets for their signatures.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – abstained.

6. APPROVAL OF MONETARY POLICY FOR 2015: Supervisor Norton read the Policy and it was adopted as read with no changes from 2014 on his motion, seconded by Ryan 
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Orton.  .  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – abstained.

7. APPROVE PROCUREMENT POLICY FOR 2015: The Procurement Policy was also adopted as written for 2015 on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton.  .  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

8. APPROVE MEETING RULES AND PROCEDURES: The Meetings’ Rules and Procedures was also adopted as written for 2015 on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

9. ASSOCIATION OF TOWNS’ VOTING DELEGATE AND ALTERNATE: Mention was made that all of the documents had been received from the Association of Towns but no one would be attending the February meeting.  A motion to accept this decision was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

10. ESTABLISH INSURANCE PREMIUM PERCENTAGES FOR 2015: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to continue with the Town full-time employees paying 20% of their premiums and the Town contributing 80%, subject to potential revisions with the pending contract negotiations.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

11. SET TRANSFER STATION FEES FOR 2015: With no changes made, the Transfer Station fees will remain the same for this year on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

12. CORRECTION TO 2015 SALARY SCHEDULE – DOG CONTROL OFFICER: An error had been made on the salary schedule and the DCO’s salary was corrected to be $1,592.22, a 2% increase, on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary 
Weinberger.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

13. VACATION POLICY:  The Town’s part-time employees’ vacation policy, same as instituted in 2008, granting one week’s paid time off was approved for 2015 on the motion of Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

14. OTHER: Councilman D’Agostino requested that one of the DVDs on the Board meetings be sent directly to him so that the Board meetings’ videos can be uploaded in a timelier manner.   His request was approved on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

The Board then briefly discussed items for the agenda for Thursday’s meeting: approve the books of the Court, the Building Inspector and the Clerk, the bathrooms, the comptroller position and an email regarding the tennis courts.

Supervisor Norton also suggested that the Town Hall have a blue light in one of the windows to support the police.
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A motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:10 pm was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
