MINUTES OF THE MARCH 12TH, 2015 MEETING

The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Thursday, March 12th, 2015.  Supervisor Joseph Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM and asked for a moment of silence to remember the men and women defending us all over the world, especially his brother.  May God favor them.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: 
Jan Brooks, Grange chaplain – invited the Board to the Grange’s open house on Sunday, March 29th at 2pm at the Cold Spring School, and that they had received the high honor of being a “distinguished Grange” for the 5th year in a row and second in the country for community service projects.  The National Master of the Grange will be present as well.
Nanci Kryzak, Hobbs Lane – complemented the Highway Dept. on their immediate repair of her mailbox and was surprised and grateful for their work.  She also mentioned that she hoped that the Scenic Road Committee would work together efficiently to enhance the beauty of the Town.
LIAISON REPORTS: 
Councilman Ryan Orton did not have any committee reports but spoke of other community events: the Grange Open House, as mentioned before; the Forever Young’s St. Patrick’s Day luncheon at Uncle Sonny’s on Tuesday, 3/17 for $18.00; and the Library’s events – an Alzheimer’s Association presentation on 3/17, BeeBee the Clown show on 3/18 and a presentation by the State Police on internet safety the same day.  The Library’s March movies are continuing every Thursday from 2 – 4 pm.

Councilwoman Johanna Shafer had no report from the CAC as they will meet next week.
Councilwoman Mary Weinberger reported that the Planning Board had a special meeting the previous evening for the Millbrook School’s dining hall center project.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: Supervisor Norton stated the Highway Department had made heroic efforts this winter.  $65,000 had been spent for salt, over their budget but can be moved from other budget lines to cover the shortfall.  They have been grading roads, putting down stone and chipping brush.  Overtime costs were up significantly but the Town is till OK.
MOTION TO ACCEPT AGENDA: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to amend the agenda to include a change in the wording for the draft Master Plan Review Committee’s resolution from the Board as well as a discussion on the County’s proposed tax free credit.  Councilwoman Shafer requested that the Board follow up on the Scenic Road Committee appointments.  With these three additions noted for the agenda, a roll call vote was held as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Ryan Orton - yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.  Motion carried.

1. DRAFT MASTER PLAN REVIEW COMMITTEE MOTION CHANGE: The Draft Master Plan Review Committee requested that the Board change the wording of their December motion from  “…that the Draft Master Plan Review Committee draw up specifications for the services of a professional planner” to “draw up a request for proposals from a professional planner…”. This change was approved on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Johanna Shafer.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Ryan Orton - yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.

2. COUNTY’S PROPERTY TAX FREEZE CREDIT: Supervisor Norton read a letter from Co. Exec. Molinaro regarding a proposed homeowner’s tax freeze credit in 2016.  The first meeting will be on March 27th and hopes that all of the Board members can participate in these meetings at some point.  Further discussions will follow.
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OLD BUSINESS:

1. DUTCHESS COUNTY ALL HAZARDS MITIGATION PLAN: Supervisor Norton read the letter from William Beale, Emergency Management Coordinator.  After brief discussion, a motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to have the Town formally accept being in this mitigation plan subject to all Board members’ participation.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Ryan Orton - yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.

2. ACKNOWLEDGE PARKINSON’S AWARENESS THANK YOU LETTER: Supervisor Norton read the letter from the Parkinson’s Disease Support Group, thanking the Town for passing a resolution last month designating April as Parkinson’s disease Awareness Month.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. SCENIC ROADS COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS: As all the other boards and commission members, other than the Scenic Roads, had been reappointed at the Monday night workshop meeting, Councilwoman Shafer added that the Scenic Road committee had not met in years but still felt that the members should be reappointed.  She then made a motion to reappoint Nanci Kryzak, Cynthia Tripp and John Royall to the Scenic Roads Committee, and the motion was seconded by Ryan Orton.  Roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – abstained; Mary Weinberger – abstained; Johanna Shafer – yes; Ryan Orton - yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.  Motion did not carry.  This matter will be put on the April agenda.

2. PCB REMOVAL RESOLUTION: After brief discussion, the Board agreed that they needed more time regarding this matter.  It will be out on the April agenda.
3. IRISH HILLS LLC LEAD AGENCY REQUEST: The Town received a letter from the DEC regarding a lead agency coordination request for the mine next to the Town Hall, Irish Hills, LLC. After brief discussion, Supervisor Norton asked Attorney for the Town Bogle to look at the amended original application and request an extension from the DEC.
4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the February 12th Meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – abstained; Ryan Orton - yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.

The Minutes from the 3/9/15 workshop meeting were briefly discussed.  Supervisor Norton felt that the phrase “…retroactive to January 2015” could be removed.  With this change noted, the Workshop Minutes were approved on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Ryan Orton - yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.

5. EXECUTIVE SESSION: A motion was made at 8:19PM by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to close the meeting and enter into an Executive Session regarding three matters of potential litigation.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Ryan Orton - yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.


A motion was then made at 8:58 PM by Joseph Norton, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to exit the Executive Session, and with no action taken.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – yes; Ryan Orton - yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.


A motion to adjourn was then made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with all present in favor.
