MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 10TH, 2015 MEETING

The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Thursday, September 10th, 2015.  Supervisor Joseph Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM and asked for a moment of silence to remember his friend, a veteran who had passed away a month ago and who represented the many young people who have gone off to serve our country.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: 
No one spoke at this time.
LIAISON REPORTS: 

Councilman Ryan Orton mentioned the following community activities: the Rec. Commission has started working on the Haunted Fortress – clean-up times have been scheduled for Thursdays, 4pm until dusk and Saturdays from 10 AM on; the Library is starting up their Thursday movies and their book club, as well as having an internet basics class, a watercolor class, 2 sessions for children’s’ story time, a gardening program and a fancy Nancy tea party for kids. 

Councilwoman Mary Weinberger did not have any report. 
Supervisor Norton stated that the Highway Dept. was getting ready for winter, as well as cutting brush and fixing potholes.  Salt costs were up 50% and the County is looking into other plans for getting salt.  
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: Supervisor Norton’s briefly spoke of the Town’s preparation for the new budget and that budget workshops will be scheduled. He added that the exterior of the Town Hall has been completed and the Board would start to look at fixing up the interior.  Also, the Carpenter Hill cemetery had been done.  He also asked everyone to remember the anniversary of September 11th. 
MOTION TO ACCEPT AGENDA: A motion was made by Joseph Norton to accept the agenda, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent. 
NEW BUSINESS:
1. EMPLOYEE IDs: Tabled until next month.
2. LIBRARY PETITION: Supervisor Norton stated that this is just a notification that this item will be on the ballot for the November 3rd election as the Library is requesting an increase of $19,000 from the Town, for a total amount of $142,000.
3. COMMUNITY ACTION AGENCY: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to give the Agency the previously budgeted amount of $1,000.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.

4. BULLS HEAD ROAD BRIDGE PROJECT: The County DPW will be holding an informational meeting, then a public hearing, on Wednesday, September 23rd, starting at 6:30 PM at the Stanford Town Hall.  They will be constructing a new bridge on Bulls Head Road across the Wappinger Creek that will impact nearby landowners as well as have an impact on local traffic.  The Supervisor then read the public hearing notice.

5. RDA / ACCELA SOFTWARE: As the Town’s current bookkeeping software, RDA, is no longer properly supported, a motion was made by Joe Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to authorize the Supervisor to look into the costs and the procedure to replace this program with the Accela program as a possibility.   Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton 
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– yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.

7. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the August 13th Board meeting and the September 8th Workshop meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Johanna Shafer – absent; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent.
