MINUTES OF THE FEBRUARY 11TH, 2016 MEETING
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their regularly scheduled meeting on Thursday, February 11th, 2016.  Supervisor Joseph Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM with a salute to the flag.  He then asked for a moment of silence because Board member Mary Weinberger’s son passed away on Tuesday and asked all to keep the family in our thoughts.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: 
Greg Bull, 2 McIntyre Way – had questions for the Board: in this new year with a fresh slate, was interested in what each Board member had as their goals or vision for the Town.  Supervisor Norton responded that this Privilege of the Floor was not a question and answer time for the Board, only to hear comments.  Councilman D’Agostino also responded that he could contact each Board member by phone or email.
LIAISON REPORTS: 










            Councilman Orton stated that the CAC was scheduled and planned to meet next week.  He did report on the following community events: the Library will be having stories and crafts for kids on Wednesday, the 17th and a kid’s chess club on Tuesdays, mid Feb. through mid-March, tax payer help each Friday through April 8th, and their continuing movies on Thursday afternoons on 2/18 - “Woodlawn” and on 2/15 “The Intern”; the Bangall Methodist Church is having a spaghetti dinner on Feb. 20th; the Grange will be having a chicken marsala dinner on Feb. 21st; the Forever Young Club’s remaining Feb. meeting will be on the 23rd, at which they will be discussing their upcoming bus trips; and the Stissing Theater Guild will be putting on the musical “Mary Poppins” in March.
Councilman D’Agostino reported from the Recreation Commission’s January meeting that they will be having a safety and inventory monitoring check list done daily throughout their summer season at the Rec. Park, and that they had received a $75 donation from Jamie O’Neill in memory of her father, Jim Elvin.  Councilwoman Weinberger would also be working with the Rec. on improvements to the Senior Room.  He added that the Town Clerk’s office will be open on the 1st and 3rd Wednesdays from 4 – 8 pm and on the 2nd and 4th Saturdays from 10 am – 2 pm, and that the Board had passed a resolution that anything over $20 will have to be paid for by check.
Councilwoman Linda Eurich stated that the prior evening’s ZBA meeting granted ***variances for the Millbrook School’s dormitory for their faculty.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: Mr. Norton gave his thanks to the Highway Dept. for their work, and added that 3 trucks had broken down and one had even caught on fire.  As fiscal officer, he could see trouble this year as the State law mandates that a town budget cannot exceed either a 2% increase, or the current rate of inflation, which is at .2%, whichever is lower, and that there was very little room to meet this cap.  He also mentioned of the great sadness over the loss of a child.

MOTION TO APPROVE AGENDA: A motion was made by Joseph Norton to accept the agenda with the following additions: the Town Hall sign, and run an ad for a position that he will explain later.  Mark D’Agostino asked that the use of credit cards be added as well.  With these additions to the agenda amended to his motion, it was seconded by Mark D’Agostino.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  
NEW BUSINESS:

1. RECREATION: CASH AND REGISTER TAPE TO COMPTROLLER: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, that after every Recreation event, the cash register tape and money is to be handed into the Comptroller for deposit.  Discussion followed regarding the way other departments handle their deposits.  A roll call vote was then held as 
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follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
2. RECREATION: TRUCK AND WATER FILTRATION SYSTEM: Joseph Norton made a motion to have the Town pay for half of the cost to repair the Rec. truck, and the other half to come from the Recreation fund.  The motion was seconded by Mark D’Agostino with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.  The ultra-violet water filtration system needed for the Rec. Park bathhouse would be installed as per the specs drawn up by Morris Associates and approved by the County Health Dept. for up to $15,000.00 as per the motion of Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino.  Roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
3. DOG ISSUE: After discussion, a motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to require the Town Clerk to issue a dog license to Jean Knapp, the correct licensee upon the recommendation of the Town Attorney and according to the Town Board, from Michael & Marie Knapp as this matter had been before them for several months.  After further discussion, a roll call vote was held as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
4. APPROVE NORTHEAST ELECTRICAL: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton, to approve the addition of Northeast Electrical Inspections LLC to the Building Inspector’s distribution list for approved electrical inspections in the Town.  Roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
5. QUAKER CEMETERY: As a matter of information, it had been discovered that the Quaker Cemetery next to Elvin’s, that the Town had been maintaining, was actually owned by the Orthodox Society of Friends, the Quakers on Bulls Head Road.  It was recommended that the Town cannot care of the property due to liability issues, but further discussions will follow.
6. MILLBROOK SCHOOL PRIVATE ROADS RESOLUTION: The following resolution was read by Supervisor Norton:    TOWN OF STANFORD TOWN BOARD
RESOLUTION #1 OF 2016

TO NAME PRIVATE ROADS / COMMON DRIVES FOR ‘911’

WHEREAS, Dutchess County has implemented the E-911 Emergency Response and Call monitoring for the entire County, and

WHEREAS, THE County of Dutchess has reviewed the road names and addresses in the Town of Stanford to ensure correct recognition and identification of parcels on roads located in the Town of Stanford, and

WHEREAS, the County of Dutchess has requested the Town of Stanford to name private roads in the Town of Stanford for compliance with E-911, to enable E-911 response system to identify parcels, and

WHEREAS, the names assigned below to the private roads has been suggested by Millbrook School of said roads in the Town, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town of Stanford that these roads be known as follows:

   “Pulling Circle”      for a new private drive that would start at Millbrook School Road and go west to “West Road” creating a circle back to itself

 “ Service Lane”          for a new private drive that would start at Millbrook School Road just north of “Pulling Circle” going southwest to “Pulling Circle”

  “Athletics Lane”     for a new private drive that would start at Leavitt Road just south of West Road” going east to Millbrook School Road

And keeping West Road starting at Leavitt Road going east and stopping at what will be known as Pulling Circle

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town of Stanford, by naming the above roads, assumes no responsibility or liability for the construction, maintenance, repair or use of said private roads; that said private roads named herein are not in any way deemed to have been dedicated or accepted by the Town of Stanford, and that this resolution is made only to provide a means of identifying these private roads for emergency response purposes, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Clerk forwards a copy of this resolution to the E-911 Coordinator at D. C. Real Property Tax Office.

ADOPTED by the affirmative votes of the four Town Board members present and certified by the Town Clerk this 11th day of February 2016.

7. COPIER USER CODES: Since Councilwoman Weinberger was absent, this matter was tabled until next month.
8. CAC LETTER OF INTEREST:  A letter of interest for the CAC secretary position was received by the Supervisor from Mollie McMurray.  Mr. Norton then made a motion to appoint her as the CAC secretary, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
9. DRAFT MASTER PLAN REVIEW COMMITTEE LETTER OF INTEREST: A letter of interest for the Draft Master Plan Review Committee was received by the Supervisor from Michelle Inzeo.  Mr. Norton then made a motion to appoint her to this committee, replacing Kathy Zeyher as the ZBA representative.  His motion was seconded by Ryan Orton, with a roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

10. TOWN HALL / REC. USE FORM: This item was more of a matter of discussion with some of the following items being mentioned: a more generic form, alcohol use, insurance coverage and waivers, and that this policy needs to be tightened up before the Rec. season opens.  It was added that all of this should be coordinated in the Comptroller’s office.

11. DEPOSIT OF CASH: Another matter of discussion was the deposit of cash, and that the Transfer Station is making daily deposits, and asked the Town Clerk and the other departments to do the same if possible.

12. LIQUOR STORE: Supervisor Norton mentioned that only as a matter of information, a letter had been received that the owners of the Mexican restaurant stating were interested in having family members open a liquor store next to their restaurant on Route 82.
ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA:

13. AD IN NEWSPAPER:  Supervisor Norton made a motion for the Board to allow him to place an ad in two of the local weekly papers for a part-time confidential secretary to the Supervisor.  His motion was seconded by Mark D’Agostino.  Roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.

14. NEW TOWN HALL SIGN: Councilwoman Eurich had solicited three estimates for a replacement Town Hall sign for the foot of the hill but she stated that only one response had been received. After brief discussion, a motion was made by Linda Eurich, seconded by Joseph Norton, to have Anthony Silvia Signs in Pine Plains make the new sign, not to exceed $800 total.  Roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
15. CREDIT CARD USE: Discussion followed regarding the Town’s acceptance of credit / debit cards for payments.  This matter will be put on the agenda for the March workshop.
8. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The January 4th Reorganizational Minutes were discussed.  A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to amend them as follows: 1) first page, New Business, Appointments: under the second bullet, remove “…Assessor/Bar Secy. Ritamary Bell…”; 2) pg. 2, 3rd bullet, Mileage Rate, change to “…Mark D’Agostino seconding the motion”; 3) pg. 3, #8, Monetary Policy, add “…security cameras in various departments that handle money…” With these changes noted the 1/4/16 Minutes were approved 
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with a Roll Call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Ryan Orton – yes.


The Workshop Minutes from 1/11/16 were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.


The Minutes of the January 14th regular meeting were approved with the following change on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino: pg. 3, #5 – Use of Town Hall: “… to state that to use the Town Hall an application / proof of insurance…on an annual basis to protect the Town from liability.” With this change noted, the Minutes of 1/14/16 were approved with a roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
OTHER: Supervisor Norton made mention that as per the Town’s Procurement Policy, the use of purchase orders is required.  Further discussion followed regarding reimbursement for purchases made on personal credit cards, especially by the Rec. Dept.  Councilman D’Agostino will bring this to their attention.

With no other business at hand, a motion was made by Joseph Norton to adjourn at 8:40 PM, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Ryan Orton – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes.
