
TOWN OF STANFORD TOWN BOARD

MINUTES TAKEN AT THE OCTOBER 10th, 2016 WORKSHOP MEETING

The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their regularly scheduled workshop on Monday, October 10th, 2016 at 7:30 PM.  
All five Board members were present: Joseph Norton, Mary Weinberger, Linda Eurich, Mark D’Agostino and Ryan Orton. 
The Town Clerk distributed copies of the 2017 Tentative Budget to the Board members after having received it on October 3rd and submitted to her by the Supervisor on September 30th. 
The agenda items for the October 13th Board meeting were discussed.

It was agreed by the Board that they would have a Budget Workshop Meeting on Tuesday, October 18th at 6:30 PM.  The supervisor will let all of the departments know.

A motion was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton, to reiterate from the September 8th meeting that draft minutes in which changes are to be made must be approved by the Town Board before posting on the website.  Once amended by the Town Clerk and given to the Town Board for review and once approved, the Town Board will post to the website.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Ryan Orton – yes.
Councilman D’Agostino went over the changes to the July 14th and August 11th Minutes and handed out copies.  The Minutes of the Special Meeting on September 6th were to be changed to add the following  under the public hearing for proposed law #2:  under the supervisor’s comments, “… to have a solar array that could reduce energy consumption by 50% that could benefit 800 homes…”  Mr. D’Agostino will also re-do the September 8th Minutes.  The September 12th Minutes were approved as written.  A motion to approve these changes was made by Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton.   Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Ryan Orton – abstained.
