MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 13TH, 2016 MEETING
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their regularly scheduled meeting on Thursday, October 13th, 2016.  Supervisor Joseph Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM with a salute to the flag.  He then asked for a moment of silence to remember our troops still overseas, as well as a friend that had died a year ago who was a true hero.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: 

Johanna Shafer, 21 Decker Road – asked for an update on the Bulls Head Road bridge project.  The supervisor replied that it would start next spring.  She also stated that she had found information on how to report abandoned homes: 877-226-5697. The bank or owners will be found and charged for the clean-up.  She reported 3 properties she knew of in town.

Therese Fallon, 6042 Route 82 – As a Grange member, a new Lions Club member and working at Big Rock, spoke on behalf of the Community Day Committee: thanked the Board for putting the banner across the road and thanked the supervisor for his speech.  There will be more Community Day meetings starting in January and hopes that the Board can attend and mentioned that it cost the Grange $4,000 to put on Community Day and any contribution would be appreciated.  She also added that next year they were planning on having the West Point parachute team.

Greg Bull, 2 McIntyre Way – asked if the Town could look into putting more lights in the Town Hall parking lot and going up the hill to make it safer.
REPORTS: 










            Councilman Orton reported that the CAC would be meeting on the 19th and have been reorganizing with Chair Anne Bernstein after not having met for quite a while. The Forever Young Club has an upcoming meeting on October 18th and today they were at an Octoberfest.  The Bangall Methodist Church was having a concert on October 21st and the Grange’s Turkey dinner would be on Oct. 16th at 2 PM.  A Meet the Candidates night at the Grange will be on 10/25 at 7:30 PM.  The Library would be having a kids’ movie and an adult movie night on Oct. 29th.
Councilman D’Agostino stated that “the Rec committee and the Haunted House committee had been receiving undeserved criticism from certain individuals about how the rec operates its programs and now the haunted house volunteers are receiving criticism. I remind people we had 3 volunteers resign and I would ask these certain individuals to stop calling and harassing them. They volunteer for the children of the town and don’t deserve your criticism.  The haunted Fortress opens this Friday, the 14th, at 6:30 PM.”
Councilwoman Weinberger stated that Joe Norton had been to the Planning Board in her place, and he reported that the Planning Board had two projects: the never formally abandoned Bentley Lane and a 400 acre parcel that the owner wants to carve out a 10-acre flag lot on for a home.
Councilwoman Eurich reported from the recent ZBA meeting.  Four applications were pending: Brook Farm, a variance for Kinsey for enclosing a porch, Kilpatrick’s request for a variance for an addition, and Bentley Farm’s request to build on a 4.39 acre parcel.

Supervisor Norton said that SPARC Park has had preservative applied and that much clean-up of old junk at the Highway Garage had been done.
REPORTS:

1. NYS DOT – TACONIC UPGRADES: Supervisor Norton read a letter from the NYS DOT that they would be upgrading all of the signs along the Taconic through next year.
2. WESTCHESTER MEDICAL CENTER INVESTMENT PLANS: Councilwoman Weinberger reported that WMC Health Network would be investing $170 million for expansions in their Kingston and Port Jervis hospitals.
3. OPTIMUM / ALTICE PRICING INCREASES: The Supervisor stated that Cablevision’s parent company, Altice, will be charging for installations, service calls for additional outlets, restoration and for new customers, a service project plan fee. Mrs. Weinberger added that she had received a call from Cablevision that she thought might have been a scam.
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4. TOWN BOARD MEETINGS’ CABLEVISION SCHEDULE: Mr. Norton stated that Stanford was the only town left on Cablevision, and that the meetings are aired on Wednesdays at 9 AM on channel 21.

5. HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE DAY: The next household hazardous waste collection day would be on Saturday, Oct. 29th from 8 am to 1:30 pm at the DCRRA on Sand Dock Road in Poughkeepsie.  Pre-registration is required for $10.

6. WORKERS’ COMP INCREASE: Mr. Norton said that the Town’s workmans’ comp insurance would be increasing 11% but that the Town was appealing it.
MOTION TO ACCEPT AGENDA: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich, to accept the agenda with Mr. D’Agostino asking that the August 11th meeting Minutes be added, and Mrs. Eurich asked that #3, the Town signs, be removed.  With these changes noted, a roll call vote was held:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Ryan Orton – yes.  Motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. ASSESSOR GOTOVICH – REVAL UPDATE: Assessor Gotovich gave a progress report on the reval project:  the contractor is in the analytical phase and will bring the report to his office in late November/early December. They’ve already met with the County and the State tax services as they have oversight on the project.  All information will then be sent to the property owners by February 1st and residents can make appointments for daytime, evenings and weekends.  A few questions were asked with the Assessor responding.
2. ADVERTISE FOR REC. POSITIONS AND CAC: The Clerk will place ads in both the Hudson Valley News and the N/S Dutchess News for a Rec. Commission member, a Rec, Director and a Rec. secretary as well as a CAC secretary.
8. D.C. DEPARTMENT OF EMERGENCY RESPONSE – CITIZEN PREPAREDNESS TRAINING: Just a reminder that the Town will be hosting a citizens’ emergency preparedness class on Wednesday, October 26th from 6 – 9 PM.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. TOWN CEMETERIES: Councilman D’Agostino stated that proposals were being solicited for the restoration of some headstones by the Historical Society, and that they were filing for a grant in preparation of getting roadside markers.

1A. PLANNING BOARD SECRETARY TRAINING: A motion to allow the new Planning Board secretary, Molly McMurray, to go to training was approved on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Ryan Orton – yes.  Motion carried.

2. PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE AT SPARC PARK / HIGHWAY DEBRIS REMOVAL: The Board acknowledged and approved the sealing of SPARC Park by the Highway Department as an emergency measure that was covered by funds in the budget on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Ryan Orton.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Ryan Orton – yes.  The Board also acknowledged and approved the Highway Superintendent’s clean-up and removal of debris from an area at the Garage on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.   Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Ryan Orton – yes.
3. HIGHWAY SIGNS: removed from agenda 

4. BUDGET WORKSHOP: It was agreed that the Board will meet for a budget Workshop on Tuesday, October 18th at 6:30 PM.
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5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of July 14th as amended were approved on the motion of Mark D’Agostino, seconded by Joseph Norton.
