MINUTES OF THE JULY 12TH, 2018 MEETING
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Thursday, July 12, 2018.  Supervisor Joseph Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM with a salute to the flag.  He asked for a moment of silence to remember a friend who died, along with his wife and nephew.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:
  
Vincent Ferris, Ohland Road – this year’s Community Day on Sept. 15th will be the 60th one and the Grange would like to do fireworks to celebrate, and asked the Town Board if funds were available to help defray the cost.  Other organizations, including the Lions Club, were planning to donate.  The cost will be $5,000 and was hoping that at the next Community Day meeting he would be able to tell them of the Town’s financial help.  All donors will have their names in the Community Day booklet for helping so the Town would be recognized.  The Lions and Big Rock were co-sponsoring a “Burger Night” on July 21st to raise funds for these fireworks. Councilman Coughlin asked about fundraising.

Richard Buck, 20 Aberdeen Lane – sent a letter to the Board about his displeasure with the selection of the Town banners “Support Our Troops” that can often lead to supporting the military plans of our country.  He continued that he had submitted a proposal to the Board.


Carl Merritt, 168 Creamery Road – replied that he could not disagree more with these statements.  Our troops deserve to be recognized.  POW flag is hanging outside; this has hit a sensitive nerve; his family has all served.  Couldn’t believe that we shouldn’t support our troops; would like to speak to him outside the meeting.

Mike Shafer, 21 Decker Road – Mr. Buck did say that we should support our young men but talking about the banners is a good idea.


Dino Martini, Shelley Hill Road – did not hear all that Mr. Buck said.


Mr. Buck – does support our young men but not the billions spent in the Defense Dept., and doesn’t support certain wars, such as Iraq, Afghanistan, Serbia, Libya, etc. and the serious war crimes.


Mr. Martini – responded that he was off base.  The Town put up the banners; makes no sense as this has nothing to do with military budgets, etc.


Mr. Merritt – thanked the Board for everything they’ve done and the town is going in the right direction.  The Board doesn’t get paid enough for their 24/7 job with their minimal salaries.

LIAISON REPORTS:


Paul Coughlin did not have any reports.

Mark D’Agostino reported from the Planning Board that they had a pre-application for a Spanish/Mexican store on Route 82 but they would need to review the codes and regulations as canned goods and liquor cannot be sold in the same location.


Linda Eurich said that the ZBA had a public hearing for two variances for a single family home on Shelley Hill Road: for a 16’ rear and a 43’ detached garage that were approved.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: 
Mr. Norton only had a brief Highway Dept. report that they were blacktopping and cutting brush.
MOTION TO ACCEPT THE AGENDA: Motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Paul Coughlin, to accept the agenda, with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – absent; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.  
OLD BUSINESS:
1. PERMA – WORKERS’ COMP: A notice had been received from our insurance company that the Town did not have any workers’ comp claims this year, with the supervisor adding that our rates should stay the same or even go down a bit.
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2. BOARD OF ELECTIONS TRAINING: The Town Board approved the use of the Town Hall for election inspector training on October 2nd, 2018 at 1 PM.  Councilwoman Eurich added that if anyone was interested in being an inspector to call the Board of Elections to take this required training.
3. INTER-MUNICIPAL AGREEMENT WITH DUTCHESS COUNTY PLANNING: The following resolution was read by Attorney Hagstrom:

RESOLUTION #7A OF 2018
AN AGREEMENT WITH DUTCHESS COUNTY

FOR PLANNING AND ZONING ACTIONS

THIS AGREEMENT, made this 12th day of July,2018, by and between the COUNTY OF DUTCHESS, a municipal corporation with offices at 22 Market Street, Poughkeepsie, NY 12601 (hereinafter referred to as the “COUNTY”) and the TOWN OF STANFORD, a municipality within Dutchess County, whose address is 26 Town Hall Road, Stanfordville, NY 12581, (hereinafter referred to as the “MUNICIPALITY).

WHEREAS, New York State General Municipal Law Section 239 requires local municipalities to refer applications for certain planning and zoning actions to the Dutchess County Department of Planning & Development for review, and


WHEREAS, the New York General Municipal Law Section 239 further requires the County to assess all such applications as to whether the requested action would have a “county- wide” or “inter-county” impact and comment on same, and


WHEREAS, the current referral process results in the processing of applications each year from towns, villages and cities to the County, a portion of which have neither county-wide or inter-community impact, and


WHEREAS, New York State General Municipal Law authorizes the County to enter into agreements with local municipalities in order to determine which, if any, of the local municipal action subject to referral may be deemed strictly matters of local determination, and therefore, not subject to the referral process, and


WHEREAS, the County hereby proposes to eliminate the necessity of the County’s review and comment on such local actions, and


WHEREAS, it is hereby mutually agreed by and between the parties hereto as follows:

1.
TERMS OF AGREEMENT:  This agreement shall be effective as of the date of execution, and shall terminate on December 31, 2018, unless otherwise terminated as set forth herein.  The term of his Agreement shall be extended automatically for a successive year, for a total of three (3) years.  If either party decides to terminate this Agreement, either party shall send a written notice of termination to the other party at least thirty (30) days before the end of any term.  This Agreement shall terminate upon thirty (30) days written notice by either party to the other.

PAYMENT:  None.


3.
REFERRALS TO BE ELIMINATED:  The following actions shall be eliminated from the referral and review process:



a. administrative amendments (zoning amendments regarding fees, procedures



penalties, etc.);


b.  special use permits, use variances and area variances for residential uses; and



c.  renewals/extensions of site plans or special permits that have no changes from



previous approvals.


4. 
REFERRALS NOT TO BE ELIMINATED:  The following actions shall not be eliminated from the referral and review process: 



a.  comprehensive/master plans;



b.  zoning amendments (standards, uses, definitions, district regulations, etc.);



c.  rezonings;


d.  other proposed local laws and/or authorizations adopted pursuant to zoning



(wetlands, historic preservation, affordable housing, architectural review,



 etc.);



e.  site plans (all); and



f.  special permits, use variances and area variances for all non-residential uses.

NOTICES:  Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, notice required to be given pursuant to this Agreement shall be made in writing and addressed to the following or such other person as the parties may designate:
