MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 9TH, 2018 MEETING
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Thursday, August 9th, 2018.  Supervisor Joseph Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM with a salute to the flag.  He asked for a moment of silence to remember John Perry and his wife and nephew who recently died.  John had put a deck on for him and he was missed.  He also asked for all to remember our service personnel in harm’s way.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:
  
Ryan Orton, Grange secretary – gave the Board an update on Community Day and said that plans were almost complete.  He also said  that he has sent the supervisor the information from a company in NJ regarding  the fireworks show.

Mike Shafer, 21 Decker Road – mentioned that things happen during meetings and people should be offered a chance to respond.

Antonio Ingenito, Rec Comm. member – he was there in case anyone had any questions or needed clarification on anything.


Wendy Burton, Hunns Lake Road – spoke again of how disappointed she was regarding  a second Privilege of the Floor.  Stated that the Board meetings are the only times our elected officials conduct business in public and they should be eager to hear what their fellow citizens have to say.

Dino Martini, Shelley Hill Road – disagreed regarding a 2nd Privilege of the Floor; in the beginning is sufficient time.

Michele Inzeo, Shelly Hill Road – spoke of recent Rec. changes and thanked Meghan and her daughter for filling in.  Also, as a Grange member, they need to be fiscally prudent regarding projects, such as the fireworks, as the porch project money has had no accountability.  
LIAISON REPORTS:

Mark D’Agostino only commented that the hard working volunteer Rec. Committee has been criticized specifically by Rob Baumstone and Greg Bull, both of whom ran for town board.  The Rec. does a lot for the children and families of Stanford and the volunteers don’t deserve the criticism.

Linda Eurich said that the ZBA reviewed a variance application for a 25’ side lot variance for a single family residence.

Mary Weinberger agreed with Councilman D’Agostino regarding the Rec.  The Haunted House is all on Antonio’s shoulders, and the Rec. has been having many successful programs.  If people have questions they should go to the meetings.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: 
Mr. Norton only had a few comments regarding other matters.  He added that panic had ensued when an unattended bag had been left in a bathroom on a Court night, but the owner was found; that the Town Hall had been declared as having a public water supply, and they’ve tried to remedy the situations involved, adding that the Methodist church was also having water problems; and people shouldn’t antagonize one another with rumors, charges and counter-charges.  Councilwoman Weinberger added that John Blackburn and Dave Owens will be running the soccer program,  as well as kudos to Antonio and the Rec. Commission, and to Meghan O’Connor who has taken care of many aspects of preparing the Rec. Park for opening, and her daughter for being the gatekeeper.  Mr. Norton also added that there are no problems at the Rec, only personnel issues that have rectified quickly; the Town Board does not want to be Rec. Directors, but will help out.
MOTION TO ACCEPT THE AGENDA: Motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich, to accept the agenda, with the following additions: #2, add Assessor training, and #4B, add Fireworks.  With these additions, a roll call vote was held as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.  
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NEW BUSINESS:
1. TOWN HALL AS AN ALTERNATE EVACUATION SITE FOR COLD SPRING SCHOOL: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to accept and sign an agreement with the Pine Plains Central School District to have the Town Hall used as an evacuation site in case of an emergency.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.
2. APPROVAL OF TRAINING SESSIONS: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich, to approve Town Justice Frank Weber’s conference and training in Niagara Falls in September.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.
 
A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich, to approve Assessor Steve Gotovich’s attendance at a seminar on tax exempt properties in Liverpool, NY in August. Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.
3. BANGALL AMENIA ROAD / JAMES CAGNEY WAY: The following resolution was offered by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger:
RESOLUTION #8A OF 2018

BANGALL AMENIA ROAD / JAMES CAGNEY WAY

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford contains Bangall Amenia Road (County Route 86), and,

WHEREAS, in years past, residents and the Tow Board erected signage on Bangall Amenia Road  (CR 86) to commemorate the memory of James Cagney, a Town resident, and

WHEREAS, there are three James Cagney Way signs on Bangall Amenia Road (CR86), and

WHEREAS, the Town Board seeks to remove any confusion that may result with the two road names, Bangall Amenia Road and James Cagney Way,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford that the Town Clerk will notify the 911 Emergency Operations that the two names are utilized simultaneously.

 4. NOLLER WAY: The following resolution was offered by Mark D’Agostino  as follows:
RESOLUTION #8B OF 2018

NOLLER WAY

RECOMMENDING TO THE NYS DOT THAT TRAFFIC BE DIRECTED IN A ONE-WAY DIRECTION FROM NYS ROUTE 82 ON TO NOLLER WAY, A TOWN OF STANFORD ROAD
Motion made by Mark D’Agostino , seconded by Mary Weinberger

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford Town Board finds, for the purpose of maintaining the safety and general conditions of the use of the Town’s road, Noller Way, that this Town of Stanford road should be made a one way road, and that a one-way traffic sign should be placed at the intersection of NYS Route 82 and Noller Way, directing traffic in a one-way northerly direction onto Noller Way.

Roll Call Vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes;  Paul Coughlin – absent.
With the affirmative votes of the four Town Board members present, this resolution was adopted and certified this 9th day of August, 2018.
4B. FIREWORKS: Lengthy discussion ensued on the proposed fireworks for Community Day between the Town Board, Atty. VandeWater and Grange secretary Ryan Orton. The main questions that came from this discussion were: 1. Will the Grange be the primary responsible party for the event?  2. Will the Grange insure the event for $5 million?  3. What kind of security and safety precautions will be in place?  The matter  was then tabled on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich, with the supervisor adding that a special meeting can 
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be called anytime  in the near future to discuss this further.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.
5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the June 30th Town Board Special Meeting, taken by Councilman Coughlin, were requested by the Town Clerk to be amended as follows: Title:  “SATURDAY, June 30th, 2018” and have a line added that the Town Clerk was on vacation.  With these changes noted, the Minutes were approved on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.  Motion carried.

The Minutes of the June 12th Board Meeting were amended on the motion of Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to add under Vincent Ferris’ comments during Privilege of the Floor, and end with “Councilman Coughlin asked about fundraising .” With this addition noted, a roll call vote was held: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.  Motion carried.

With no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich at 8:30 PM.  Motion carried with all present voting in favor.
